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COLLEGE HISTORY 
Roane State Community College serves an eight-county area in East Tennessee 

including Roane, Anderson, Cumberland, Scott, Loudon, Campbell, Fentress, and 
Morgan counties. In addition to these counties, Roane State's Health Sciences 
service area also includes Knox and Blount Counties. 

Roane State provides opportunities for transfer education, career education, con­
tinuing education, and developmental education. Designed for students who plan 
to transfer to senior institutions, the Roane State academic transfer curricula include 
two years of instruction in the humanities, mathematics, natural sciences, and social 
sciences to build a ·strong liberal arts background during the freshman and sopho­
more years. Roane State graduates transfer to senior institutions in-state such as 
the University of Tennessee, Tennessee Technological University, Middle Tennes­
see State University, East Tennessee State University, and many out-of-state uni­
versities and professional schools. 

Roane State's career preparation programs train students in business manage­
ment, health sciences, office administration, police science, and other fields for 
students desiring associate degrees or certificates. The ever increasing demand for 
people to work under the supervision of the scientist, the engineer, the physician, 
and the business professional has led to the development of a wide range of career 
education options. 

Continuing education opportunities are provided through a variety of non-credit 
courses that do not require admission to the college. These courses are offered for 
personal enrichment, for compliance with business and industrial requirements, 
for specific technological information and for general cultural benefits. 

Roane State continues to respond to state and federal mandates to promote 
"Excellence in Education." Programs are continually evaluated by students, faculty, 
and alumni to ensure successful transfer or career placement upon graduation. 
The college seeks to serve those students who are serious about the challenge of 
education for a more productive I ife. An Honors Program for gifted students was 
implemented in the fall of 1 985. 

A general education core curriculum including the humanities,· arts, math, and 
sciences is required of all degree program graduates. Roane State has also imple­
mented the state educational initiative to require all graduates to be computer 
literate. New career programs introduced in 1 989 to meet employment demands 
now and in the future included Environmental Health Technology, Opticianry, and 
Emergency Medical Technician/Paramedic. A Waste Management Training Center 
was established to facilitate training of persons to meet the demand ofenviron­
mental health needs of area industries. In 1 990 the Center qualified for a training 
grant from the National Institute· of Environmental Health Sciences and met the 
NIEHS standards for admission to the Midwest Consortium for Hazardous Waste 
Worker Training. A new Occupational Therapy Assistance program was added to 
the curriculum in 1 992. 

Beginning with the Pierce-Albright Report in 1 957, which resulted in a $200,000 
appropriation by the Tennessee General Assembly in 1 963 to initiate the com­
munity college system, the philosophy of community colleges in Tennessee has 
been to provide higher education for all Tennessee residents. The first three com­
munity colleges were established in 1 965, with one in each of Tennessee's three 
grand divisions-Cleveland State in East Tennessee, Columbia State in Middle 
Tennessee, and Jackson State in West Tennessee. Additional community colleges 
opened in Dyersburg and Tullahoma in 1 969. The sixth community college opened 
in Morristown in 1 970. 

In 1 969, the General Assembly, upon the recommendation of Governor Buford 
Ellington and the State Department of Education, authorized three additional 
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community colleges to be built in Sumner, Roane, and Shelby counties. After vis­
its by Commissioner J .  Howard Warf and other officials from the State 
Department of Education in 1 969, a site on Patton Lane was chosen as the per­
manent location of Roane State Community College. In May of 1 970, Dr. Cuyler 
A. Dunbar was selected as the first president of the college. After beginning 
classes in the fall of 1 97 1  at a temporary location, RSCC occupied the first per­
manent building on Patton Lane in August 1 973. 

Groundbreaking for the second building on the Roane State campus was held 
in January 1 9 7 7. This three-story Technology Building, which houses the 
expanding career education programs, was occupied in December 1 978. 

Construction on Campus Expansion Phase I I  began in June 1 978. The Mainte­
nance Building was completed in June 1 979, and the Library/Learning Resource 
Center in September 1 980. In addition to reference and audio-visual services, the 
center houses Distance Learning and the Teaching Arts and Technology Center. 
A branch campus at Hardin Valley Road and Pellissippi Parkway was occupied in 
the Fall of 1 986.  This campus was shared with a sister institution in Knox County. 

With the establishment of Pellissippi State Technical Community College in the 
fall of 1 988, Roane State moved its Oak Ridge campus to new sites in Oak Ridge. 
The new facility has received tremendous support from the community and con­
tinues to grow as services are expanded. Phase I of the East Tennessee Agricultural 
Exhibition Center was completed in 1 988 at the Roane County campus. The facility 
has hosted a variety of agricultural, civic and community events. 

With 1 8  years of service to the college, President Dunbar resigned from Roane 
State in 1 988 to assume the presidency of Catawba Valley Community College in 
Hickory, North Carolina. Dr. Sherry L. Hoppe was appointed on an interim basis 
and later named as Roane State's second president in spring 1 989. 

In June of 1 994, Roane State held a dedication ceremony for its first perma­
nent Higher Education Center at the new facility in Huntsville. The Scott County 
Center was named after Earl McDonald, former Scott Countian who now resides 
in Fayette, Alabama. McDonald generously provided a $ 1  million gift to help 
build the new Roane State facility. The center's library was named after Scott 
County native Howard H. Baker, Jr. , former senator and Reagan White House 
chief-of-staff. Baker's memorabilia and world-renowned photographs are dis­
played in the new library. The 1 5,000 square foot center is situated on 3 7  
wooded acres provided by W.H. Swain. 

In August of 1 994, the college held its long-awaited groundbreaking for the new 
$6.3 million Humanities Building. Final approval of funding for the building 
came in April after 1 3  years of support by community and political leaders. The 
Humanities Building was opened for classes in the spring of 1 997. Another much­
anticipated groundbreaking was celebrated June 24, 1 996 at the site of the new 
Oak Ridge Branch Campus. Completion is scheduled for spring 1 999. A perma­
nent facility for the Cumberland County Higher Education Center is under con­
struction and scheduled for completion in July 1 998. 

Roane State now serves more than 5,700 students who are enrolled for credit. 
More than 5 ,000 students are served yearly through non-credit courses, pro­
grams, and workshops. 

Locations 

The Roane County campus of Roane State Community College consists of 1 38 
acres located near the cities of Harriman, Kingston, and Rockwood in Roane 
County, Tennessee. The site is near the intersection of Patton Lane and U.S. Highway 
70 and is easily accessible from Interstate 40, U.S. 27, and U.S. 70. The Oak Ridge 
Branch campus is located at 545 Oak Ridge Turnpike and 728 Emory Valley Road. 
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To more effectively serve the higher education needs in Roane State's service 
delivery area, RSCC and Tennessee Technological University developed three 
centers of higher education. Roane State provides general education for students 
wishing to transfer to four-year colleges or universities, technical and career 
education programs, and developmental education for students lacking an ade­
quate academic background. TTU provides undergraduate junior and senior 
level courses as well as graduate courses.

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COLLEGE ADMISSION PROCEDURES 
Roane State Community College subscribes to the "open door" policy for 

admissions; however, admission may be granted on a "controlled" basis if ACT 
or SAT scores and/or placement assessment results indicate any academic 
deficiencies. Regular admission is granted to those students whose ACT or SAT 
scores and/or placement results indicate there are no academic deficiencies. 

The fol lowing general requ i rements apply, and more specific requ i rements are 
found u nder "General Student C lassifications." 

1 .  G raduate from a state approved h igh school or receive a GED h igh school 
equ ivalency d iploma and file with the Records and Registration Office an 
offic ia l  h igh school transcr ipt or an official copy of GED scores. 

2 .  F i le  an appl ication for admission and submit a non-refundable app l ication 
fee of $5 which must accompany the appl ication form. The appl ication 
form must have a l l  appropriate spaces completed. Fa i lu re to complete a l l  
appropriate spaces accurately may result i n  expu lsion from the col lege. 

3 .  The Health I nformat ion Section is optional but students are encouraged to 
complete the form to ass i st Heal th Services in case of an emergency. 
Contact the n u rse to obtai n  exemption i nstruction if you have a hea lth 
problem that may exempt you from physical education. 

4 .  A l l  freshman applicants under 2 1  years of age must submit ACT or SAT scores. 
Information on the ACT may be obtained from the h igh school counselor, 
the Counse l i ng Office at RSCC, or by writ ing to American College Testing, 
I n c . , P.O .  Box 1 68 ,  I owa C i ty, Iowa 5 2 2 4 2 .  Roane State Comm u n ity 
Col lege's ACT Code N umber i s  3985 .  This nu mber should be used to 
request that scores be sent to RSCC. 

5. Students who have graduated from a Tennessee h igh school and who have 
not earned one cred i t  in American h istory whi le in the h igh school program 
are requ i red to complete 6 semester hours of American h istory during their 
first 30 hours of regular enro l lment at Roane State. This requ i rement does 
not affect the student who enters the col lege with a GED certificate. 

6. Appl icants seeking degree status who graduated from a h igh school which 
has not been approved by the State of Tennessee or accred i ted by the 
Southern Association of Colleges and Schools must val idate the i r  e l igib i l ity 
for admiss ion by ach ieving a composite score of 1 9  or above on the 
Enhanced ACT or the equivalent SAT score. Appl icants who fail to achieve this 
score must successfu l ly  complete the G E D  Test (Score 45 with no sub-score 
below 35) .  

7 .  Transcripts for graduates from Tennessee publ ic h igh schools must provide 
evidence that the student passed the requ i red profic iency test battery. Per­
sons who wish to submit the GED score necessary for the equ ivalency h igh 
school d iploma in  l ieu of a h igh school d iploma for col lege admission may 
do so.

2 .  All applicants under 2 1  years of age must submit ACT or SAT scores. 
Roane State prefers the ACT but will accept the SAT. These scores 
w i l l  be used to determ ine the areas in which the student w i l l  be 
requ i red to undergo placement assessment. 
a) S tudents whose compos i te score is l ess t han  1 9  on the 

Enhanced ACT or less than 720 total score on the SAT w i l l  be 
assessed i n  the area of read i ng. 

b) Students whose Engl ish sub-test score i s  less than 1 9  on the 
Enhanced ACT or less than 360 verbal score on the SAT w i l l  be 
requ i red to take the writ ing sample portion of the placement 
assessment. 

c) I f  the student's mathematics sub-test score is less than 1 9  on 
the Enhanced ACT or less than 380 math score on the SAT, or if 
a student in a Un iversity Para l lel program does not have two 
years of h igh school algebra, the math portion of the p lacement 
assessment w i l l  be requ i red . 

3 .  A l l  appl icants 2 1  years of age and older must undergo placement 
assessment. Students 2 1  years of age and older may choose to 
take the ACT and be assessed accord ing to the above-mentioned 
gu idel i nes. The ACT or SAT must have been completed with i n  the 
last three years. 

4. A l l  students enrol led in Composition I wi l l  be eval uated dur ing the 
f i rst week of c l asses .  S tudents show i n g  def i c i enc ies w i l l  be 
referred to testing for possible p lacement in appropriate remed ial  
or developmenta l courses. 

5 .  Pl acement in DSS 089 Col lege Success Strategies is requ i red for 
either (1 ) students who are p laced in at least two subject areas at 
the remed ia l  level or (2) students who are p laced in three subject 
areas i nc l ud i ng remedia l  or developmenta l leve l s .  Beyond th is  
mandatory p lacement, students with two deficiencies - either both 
developmental or one developmental and the other remed i a l  -
have the option to elect placement i n  Col lege Success Strategies. 
Course enro l lment is l im ited to students in these categories. 

6 .  Enro l lment in  the courses ind icated by results of the assessment is 
mandatory. 

B. Transfer Student: A degree-seek ing  app l i can t  who has attended 
another col lege or un iversity w i l l  be considered a transfer student. An 
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evaluation of col lege cred it  for transfer wi l l  be completed. Transfer 
students may be exempt from EDU 1 00, Orientation to Col lege. 
1 .  If less than 60 semester hours have been accumulated, an offic ia l  

high school transcript or GED scores must be submitted . 
2 .  Offic ia l  transcripts from each col lege previously attended must be 

submitted . Transcripts are not accepted from students. A certified 
copy must be mai led d i rectly to the Records and Registration 
Office, Roane State Community Col lege. 

3. Transfer students under the age of 21 must submit ACT or SAT scores. 
If fewer than 60 semester hours have been attempted, ACT or SAT 
scores wi l l  be used to determine the areas i n  which the student 
w i l l  be req u i red to undergo p lacement assessment. G rades i n  
courses completed wi l l  a lso be taken into consideration for proper 
placement assessment determination. Enro l lment in courses indi­
cated by results of the assessment is mandatory. 

4. Transfer students age 21 and older, who have less than 60 semes­
ter hours of credit, w i l l  have thei r course records evaluated for 
proof of competency in the areas of read ing, writing, and mathe­
matics. Students lacking col lege course work in these areas wi l l  be 
requi red to undergo placement assessment. Enro l lment in courses 
ind icated by results of the assessment is mandatory. 

5 .  A l l  transfer students w ith 60 or more semester hours w i l l  be 
exempt from AAPP testi ng. 

6 .  Transfer appl icants who do not meet the Roane State retention 
standards or whose last term of enrol lment resu lted i n  academic 
suspension wi l l  be admitted on academic probation and may be 
req u i red to u ndergo p lacement assessment.  E n ro l l ment in the 
courses ind icated by results of the assessment is mandatory. 

7. Transfer appl icants whose last term of attendance resulted in aca­
demic suspension and who are currently serving a suspension at 
another institution must meet with the Admission and Retention 
Committee to request admission. I f  admission is  recommended by 
the committee, the appl icant may be requ i red to undergo place­
ment assessment as noted in  section B .3 .  above. 

8. Credits for courses not corresponding with the curricu lum at Roane 
State may be entered on the transcript as elective cred it .  A l l  credit 
w i l l  be posted with in  the fi rst term of enro l lment. 

C. Readmitted Student: An appl icant for readmission is one who has 
previously appl ied for c lasses at Roane State Commun ity Col lege, but 
who has not been enrol l ed for at l east one semester pr ior  to the 
semester of requested readm ission . 
1 .  An appl ication for readmission must be filed with the Records and 

Registration Office. 
2. Degree seeking students must submit official  transcripts froni all col­

leges or un iversities attended since their enrol lment at Roane State. 
3. A l l  a pp l i cants whose last semester of attendance resu l ted i n  

academic suspension and who are seeking readmission within one 
calendar year of that suspension must meet with the Admission 
and Retention Committee to appeal the suspension pr ior to read­
mission. If reinstated, these students may be required to undergo 
placement assessment. Enrol lment in the courses ind icated by results 
of the assessment is mandatory. 
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4. Effective spring 1 992, readmit students who took courses at RSCC 
prior to fa l l  1 985 are no longer exempt from fu lfi l l ing Academic 
Development requ i rements in AAPP placement testing and course 
completion. 

D. International Student: An appl icant who is a citizen or a permanent 
res ident of a country other than the Un ited States is c lassified as an 
international student. 
1 .  I nternational students under 2 1  -years of age must submit  ACT or 

SAT scores. 
2 .  Placement assessment may be required dependent upon age, admis­

sions category (new or transfer), and ACT/SAT scores. The above­
stated pol ic ies for first-time col lege students and transfer students 
wi l l  be adhered to. Enrollment in courses ind icated by resu lts of the 
assessment is mandatory. 

3 .  A l l  appl icants whose native language is not Engl ish are requ i red to 
fu rnish test resu lts of the Test of Engl ish as a Foreign Language 
(TOEFL) .  A min imum score of 500 on this test is requ i red . 

4. A l l  transcripts, test scores, and other credent ia ls must be accom­
pan ied by an offic ia l  Engl ish translation of these documents and 
must be on fi le i n  the Records and Registration Office at least 60 
days prior to the beg inn ing of the term in which the appl icant 
wishes to enrol l .  

5 .  Evidence o f  financia l  resources adequate for a l l  expenses for at 
least one year of enrol lment i s  requ i red . (A statement verify ing 
these resources from a bank i n  the U n i ted States w i l l  fi l l  th i s  
requ i rement.) 

6.  The international student must be fami l iar with the regulations of 
the Immigration and Natura l ization Service and assume responsi­
b i l ity for complying with these regu lations. 

7 .  All i nternational students are requ i red to have health and acc iden­
tal i nsurance from an RSCC approved U .S .  company. Appl ications 
are avai lable from Center for New Student Admission . 

A l l  international students applying for admission pursuant to a student 
visa sha l l  submit a certificate from a l icensed physician or other qual ified 
med ical authority verifying freedom from tubercu losis with in  thi rty (30) 
days from the first day of c lasses. Fa i lu re to submit such certification shal l  
resu l t  in  den ia l  of further enro l lment or admiss ion.  In  the event that a stu­
dent either has tubercu losis or has potential tuberculosis requ i r ing med­
ica l  treatment, cont i n ued enro l l ment w i l l  be cond i t ioned u pon the 
determ ination by a l i censed physic ian that further enro l lment does not 
present a risk to others and upon the student's compl iance with any pre­
scribed med ical treatment program .  

Appl icants i n  categories A ,  B ,  C ,  and D whose enro l lment i n  Remed ial  
Stud ies (RS) or Deve lopmental Stud ies (OS) cou rses i s  mandated by 
placement assessment are admitted on a "control led admiss ion" basis . 

Variances in State Policies and Procedures 
1 .  Students whose assessment resu lts requ i re enro l lment in Remed ia l  

Stud ies cou rses may not enrol l i n  regu lar  col lege- level courses 
unt i l  they have satisfactor i ly met the exit criteria for their remed ial 
courses, un less the Associate Dean of Academic Development 
agrees that the defic iency w i l l  not handicap the student's l i ke l i­
hood of success i n  the particu lar  regu lar course. 
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2. SAT scores may be submitted in lieu of ACT scores. Verbal and 
Math sub-scores will be used to determine the areas of required 
placement assessment. 

II. Non-Degree Student: Applicants who do not wish to work toward a degree 
may be admitted as Non-Degree Students. 
This category includes : 
A. Those students who meet the minimum requirements for admission 

(proof of high school graduation or GED) but who do not wish to work 
toward an associate degree. 
1 .  An application for admissions along with a non-refundable $ 5  

application fee must be submitted. 
2. A transient student must provide a signed statement from his/her 

native institution verifying enrollment in a degree program at that 
institution rather than submit a transcript. 

3. No placement assessment is required 
(a) unless the student wishes to enroll in a college-level math or 

English class or one that has college level math or English pre­
requisites OR 

(b) if the student is enrolled in one of the following technical cer­
tificate of credit programs: 
Child Support Enforcement 
Computer Art & Design 
Diagnosis and Procedural Coding 
Emergency Medical Technology/Paramedic 
Geographic Information Systems 
Medical Transcription 
Office· 1 nformation Technology 
Phlebotomy 
Police Management 
Polysomnography 
Security Management 
Somatic Therapy 
Workforce Preparedness 

B. Those students who do not meet the requirements for admission as a 
regular student and who wish to audit course work at Roane State 
Community College. These may include disabled or elderly students 
who qualify for a special fee rate. Transcripts of previous school work 
are not required under this category. 
1 .  Students in this category who wish to be reclassified to degree 

seeking must submit appropriate transcripts and undergo place­
ment assessment. A change of status form must be completed. 
Forms are available in the Office of Records and Registration. 
Reclassification will not occur until all requirements of the desired 
admissions category are met. 

2. Students may not change status during the first term of enrollment. 
C. Students who have passed their twenty-first birthday and who do not 

have a regular high school diploma or GED. 
1 .  Students must undergo placement assessment and take the pre­

scribed remedial and developmental courses. 
2. Students may change to degree-seeking status by successfully 

completing the GED and requesting a change of status in the 
Office of Records and Registration. 
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D .  Students who have passed the i r  e ighteenth bi rthday, who are not cur­
rently enro l led i n  h igh school, and who wish to pursue the GED 
through academic development instruction. 

E .  Advanced Studies Students: Upon completion of the sophomore year in 
high school, a student may be admitted as an Advanced Studies student 
when the criteria below are met: 
1 .  Submit an Advanced Studies appl ication AND an appl ication for 

admission to the Center for New Student Admission . 
2 .  The high school principal and/or counselor initiates the request for ad­

mission to the program for potential students. 
3 .  Students nominated for this program should have a 3 .2  GPA or bet­

ter on a 4.0 sca le or 2 .75  on a 5 .0 scale. 
4 .  The students nominated must submit ACT scores. The ACT com­

posite must not fal l  below 20 and subscores in Engl ish and mathe-
matics must be 1 9  or h igher. 

5. The course load may not exceed 6 semester hours, except in cases 
where a sequence may be 8 semester hours. 

6.  Courses satisfactori ly completed wi l l  count as cred it for those who 
submit a h igh school transcript showing evidence of h igh school 
graduation. Advanced Studies students must submit a high school 
transcript verifying h igh school graduation prior to enroll ing as degree 
students. 

F. Academically Gifted Students: To qua l ify as an appl icant for th is  
admiss ions category, students in  grades 9 ,  1 0, 1 1 ,  or 1 2  must be 
c lassified as "academical ly gifted" by eva luation through the mu lti­
d i sc ip l i nary team process. Admission w i l l  be contingent upon the fol­
lowing criteria :  
1 .  A grade point average of 3 .2  or better on a 4.0 sca le. 
2. Approval of the h igh school pr incipal and the D i rector of Records 

and Registration . 
3 .  En ro l l ment only i n  those cou rses des ignated i n  the student's 

Individual Education Program ( I EP) developed by the multi-disci­
p l i nary team. 

ACADEMIC FRESH START 
Purpose 

The Academic Fresh Start program is designed to assist those students who 
have had a min imum 4-year separation from col lege and who demonstrate a 
greater level of academic matu r i ty as a resu lt of that separation . Students who 
d id not real ize thei r  fu l l  academic potential dur ing thei r  first attempt at the col­
lege experience a re being given a second chance to meet their educat ional  
goals without penalty. Through the Academic Fresh Start program, students are 
given a second chance to begin the i r  academic careers by removing a l l  previ­
ously taken courses from the current academic statistics. Although the courses 
w i l l  not be physical ly removed from the student's academic record, they wi l l  no 
longer be ca lcu lated in the qua l ity point average computation and w i l l  no 
longer apply toward the fu l fi l lment of any col lege requ i rement. 

Guidelines 
1 .  A student must not have been enrol led at any col lege or un iversity for a 

min imum of 4 calendar years. 
2. After readmi ttance to RSCC the student must accumu late 1 8  semester 

hours with a m in imum G PA of 2 . 5 .  
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3 .  Academic Fresh Start applies to  all RSCC courses taken prior to the 4-year 
separation. All work attempted before the date of separation will be re­
moved from consideration toward fulfillment of degree requirements. 

Previously satisfied Academic Assessment and Placement Program 
(AAPP) requirements will not be forfeited. 

4. All grades/courses preceding the re-enrollment period will be given inac­
tive status and will remain listed on the transcript but will not be calcu­
lated in current academic statistics (earned hours, attempted hours, 
cumulative grade point average). 

5. Only those students pursuing an associate degree are eligible for Academic 
Fresh Start. 

6. Academic Fresh Start may be granted only once, and when granted, is 
irrevocable. 

Procedure 

1 .  A student who is eligible for Academic Fresh Start must make that request 
in writing. Forms are available in the Records and Registration Office. 

2. The Registrar will review the student's transcript at the time the student 
accumulates the required number of hours to verify that the student has 
met policy guidelines. 

3. T he student will be notified of the results of his/her application for 
Academic Fresh Start. Notification will be made in writing from the 
Records and Registration Office. All written documents will be placed in 
the student's file. 

4. Upon approval by the Registrar, the transcript will be updated to reflect 
"ACADEMIC F RESH START" with the effective date. 

ACQUIRING CREDIT 
The following explains ways enrolled students may receive credit other than 

taking the specific classes at RSCC. 

COURSE EXEMPTION 

Students with an ACT sub-score of 2 7  or better in English may enroll for both 
English 1 01 and 1 02, attend English 1 02,  and receive six semester hours credit 
with the grade earned in English 1 02. 

ADVANCED PLACEMENT 

Roane State offers course credit for successful completion of Advanced 
Placement examinations administered by the College Entrance Examination 
Board to high school students. Course credit will be granted to students present­
ing Advanced Placement examination grades of three or higher. Inquiries concern­
ing Advanced Placement should be forwarded to the Records and Registration 
Office. A letter grade of "P" (Pass) will be assigned for credit granted. 

CHALLENGE EXAMINATIONS 

1 .  Currently enrolled students desiring to obtain credit by successfully com­
pleting challenge examinations must apply to the appropriate division 
and arrange to take the examination. A Credit-By-Proficiency form will be 
used. Credit-By-Proficiency cannot count toward residency requirements. 
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Courses that contain a clinical or laboratory component, or whose com­
petencies may not be assessed in a proficiency examination as in the reg­
ular course may not be challenged. 

2 .  The student must take the form to the Business Office and pay the appro­
priate fee prior to taking the test. Students will be required to pay a fee 
equal to $ 20 per hour times the number of credit hours. This fee is in 
addition to maintenance fees paid for courses in which the student is 
actually registered. 

3 .  After fees are paid the student will take the form to the appropriate 
department to complete the test. When the test is complete, the grades 
assigned, and the appropriate signatures in place, the form will be sent to 
the Records and Registration Office for recording of credit. Credit type 
will be noted as PFT and a grade of "P" (Pass) will be assigned. 

4. Fees are waived if the student desires to validate credit by examination 
for earned hours from an unaccredited institution or vocational school. 
Students must verify by official transcript that the credits have been 
earned previously when arranging to take the examination. 

CLEP GENERAL AND CLEP SUBJECT AREA EXAMINATIONS 

Have official scores sent from CEEB to the Records and Registration Office. An 
evaluation for possible credit will be made, and a copy of this evaluation will be 
mailed to the student. For information about taking CLEP examinations, contact 
the University of Tennessee Counseling Center. A letter grade of "P" (Pass) will 
be assigned for credit granted.

In assessing and 
documenting equivalent learning and qualified faculty, Roane State may use rec­
ognized guides which aid in the evaluation of credit. Such guides may include 
those published by the American Council on Education, the American Association 
of Collegiate Registrars and Admissions Officers, and the National Association of 
Foreign Student Affairs. 

Certified transcripts of all previous records must be sent to the college at the time 
of application. Credits for courses not corresponding with the curriculum at Roane 
State Community College may be entered on the transcript as elective credit. 

Transfer grades have no bearing on the required average for graduation or grad­
uate honors and will not be applied to the Roane State GPA. A minimum of 24 
of the final 36  semester hours of coursework must be completed in residence at 
Roane State. 

Advisement and information regarding inter-institutional articulation are avail­
able in the Academic Advisement Center. 

MILITARY CREDIT 
Veteran students who have one year or more of honorable military service will 

need to submit a copy of their DD-2 1 4  to the Records and Registration Office. 
Military credit will be awarded in physical education (4 semester hours) and mili­
tary science (6 semester hours). Students who completed less than one year but 
received at least eight weeks of training will receive 2 semester hours of physical 
education credit. Additional credit for military training/occupational experiences 
may be awarded based on MOS credit listed on the DD-2 1 4. 

Army veterans will be awarded military credit based on training/occupational 
experiences listed on the AARTS transcript. Veterans may request a copy of their 
AARTS transcript by contacting:

RSCC follows all guidelines established by ACE (American Council on Education) 
and DANTES (Defense Activity for Non-Traditional Educational Support). 

CORRESPONDENCE AND EXTENSION CREDIT 
A student may not be enrolled at another college for correspondence or exten­

sion work while enrolled at Roane State unless special permission has been granted. 
All extension or correspondence work in progress upon admission must be reported 
to the Records and Registration Office at the time of the student's first registration. 
A maximum of 30 semester hours credit for correspondence or extension courses, 
credit for Advanced Placement, CLEP, or CPS tests, and/or credit resulting from 
military service may be counted toward a degree. All correspondence or exten­
sion work must have the written, documented approval of the Director of 
Records and Registration. 

EXPERIENTIAL CREDIT 
A currently enrolled student at Roane State Community Col lege may petition 

the granting of credit for work experiences in the field in which a degree is being 
pursued. This credit is not to exceed 1 8  hours. 
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The student is responsible for assembling and presenting the portfolio of materials 
to support the request. The portfolio must include but is not limited to:* 

1 .  Specific course numbers and course names for credit requested 
2. Copy of the job description under which work was performed 
3. Complete description of the work performed 
4. Number of clock hours over which the work experience extended 
5. Copy of instrument used or method employed to verify competencies 
6. Signature of company official indicating the accuracy of the submitted doc­

uments. 
When the portfolio is complete and prior to submitting, the student must apply 

to the appropriate division and receive a Credit-By-Proficiency form. 
The student will take the portfolio to the appropriate Associate Dean. The As­

sociate Dean may enlist the assistance of any faculty member(s) in the evaluation 
process. When the evaluation is complete, grades assigned, and the appropriate sig­
natures in place, the form will be sent to the Records and Registration Office for 
the recording of credit. Credit type will be noted as EXP and a grade of "P" (Pass) will 
be assigned. 

A special fee for experiential credit is assessed. 
*See a full -time faculty advisor (in the department from which credit is 

requested) for specific departmental requirements for the portfolio. 
Experiential or proficiency credit will not apply toward meeting residency 

requirements for graduation. 

COOPERATIVE EDUCATION 
(423) 882-4546 

The Cooperative Education program provides students with meaningful work 
experience related to their major field of study. The Placement Office at Roane 
State works with area employers to develop cooperative education experiences 
for Roane State students. These experiences al low the student to get practical 
on-the-job training prior to entering the work force. Cooperative Education work 
assignments may be on a consecutive or alternate basis. Most cooperative edu­
cation work assignments at Roane State,are consecutive, meaning that the stu­
dent is pursuing an associate degree while working. 

Students must be in good academic standing and have completed 1 2  semester 
hours of coursework in their major (excluding Academic Development courses). 
A student may earn a maximum of 1 2  semester hours of co-op credit which may 
then be used toward elective credit in the program of study. Students interested 
in receiving co-operative education credit must be registered with the Placement 
Office, however registration does not guarantee a successful co-op placement. 

Co-op students must work a minimum of 1 0  hours per week over a 1 5-week 
period to receive co-op credit. While most co-op experiences are paid positions, 
some grant academic credit only. 

Al l participants wil l be evaluated by the employing supervisor and will 
receive a letter grade at the conclusion of the semester. Students are also asked 
to evaluate the employer and write a summary of the co-op experience. For

TECH PREP 
(423) 882-4626 

Tech Prep is a study program beginning in the ninth grade of high school and 
continuing through at least two years of postsecondary education. It prepares 
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students for high-skill technica l occupations, such as Business Management, 
Health Science, Environmental Science and Engineering Technologies. 

Tech Prep combines academic and occupational subjects. It emphasizes the 
transfer of high school credits to postsecondary insti tutions. This is known as 
articulation and this process allows students to make the transition from high school 
to postsecondary education without duplication of courses or loss of credit. This 
agreement between Roane State, Tennessee Technology Centers and high schools 
is achieved through coursework with a skill-based curriculum. 

Students eligible to receive college credit at Roane State for successful com­
pletion of approved courses at high schools or Tennessee Area Technology Centers 
should fol low these procedures : 

1 .  Obtain articulation application and competency (skills) checklist(s) from 
the guidance office at high school or technology center attended. 

2 .  Submit to the Tech Prep Office ( 1 ) an official high school transcript and/or 
technology center certificate; (2) articulation application; and, (3) specific 
course competency checklist(s) signed by certified instructor(s) at the 
high school or Technology Center where course(s) were taken. 

The Tech Prep Office at Roane State will notify students regarding their 
request for credit approval .  NOTE: Maximum transfer hours awarded at Roane 
State is 28 hours. 

For additional information about the Tech Prep program, contact the guidance 
office at your high school, a Tennessee Technology Center, or the Tech Prep 
Office at 882-4626.  

ARTICULATION AGREEMENT 

High Schools/Technology Centers 

Roane State has articulation agreements with many area high schools and tech­
nology centers. Contact the Tech Prep Office in the Academic Advisement Center 
for more information. 

Colleges and Universities 

Roane State has entered into articulation agreements with Tennessee Tech­
nological University and the University of Tennessee, Knoxvil le. Students inter­
ested in transferring to either of these institutions should follow the curriculum 
specified in the articulation agreement. Please see your academic advisor for 
more information. Programs included in the articulation agreements are listed on 
pages 67 and 68. 

STUDENT RECORDS 

Regulations: 

At Roane State Community College, academic records are considered confi­
dential .  The college's policy regarding the use and release of student records is 
governed by Public Law 93-380, the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act 
(FERPA) and the Tennessee Public Records Act. 

Under the terms of these laws, the college and its employees are charged with 
protecting the confidentiality of the educational records of its student-prospective 
students, currently enrolled students, and former students. The college is empow­
ered to disclose relevant portions of student records to faculty and staff determined 
to have a legitimate educational interest. 
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All exceptions to this policy, including disclosure to external persons or agen­
cies, shall be administered by the Registrar, the Dean of Enrollment Management, 
the Vice President for Academic and Student Services or the President. 

Definitions: 

Student: A person who attends or who has previously attended Roane State. 
Student Academic Record: Educational information or data maintained by the col­
lege which relates to personally identifiable student. 
Third Party: A third party is defined as anyone other than the student. 

Change of Name or Address: 
The Office of Records and Registration should be informed of all changes in 

the student legal name for marriage or other reasons, place of residence, mailing 
address, and telephone number. The college is not responsible for a student's fail­
ure to receive official information due to his failure to notify the college of any 
change(s) stated above. 

Access to Records: 

1 .  A student shall be permitted to inspect and review his/her academic records 
within 45 days following the date on which he/she notifies the Office of 
Records and Registration that he/she desires access to such records. 

2 .  A student shall be provided with a copy of thei r  academic record if they 
· have no obligations to the college. If there is an obligation, the student 
will be allowed to view a copy of their academic record, but may not take 
the copy. 

3. Students have the right to request explanation or interpretation of their aca­
demic record. 

4. The student shall be entitled to challenge the content of his/her academic 
records. 
a. A challenge concerning the content of a student's academic record must 

be submitted in writing to the office/department immediately in charge 
of maintaining the record in question. 

b. The challenge must be signed by the student. 
c. The office/department in charge of maintaining the record will mark the 

date of submissions on the challenge. A response will be sent to the stu­
dent within 30 days noting the action to be taken by the office/depart­
ment or the student. 

Limitation on Access to Records: 
1 .  A student shall be denied access to a parent's financial records. 
2. A student shall be denied access to confidential letters and statements which 

were placed on a student's record prior to January 1 ,  1 975. 
3. A student shall be denied access to confidential recommendations respect­

ing his/her admission to the college or receipt of an honor or honorary recog­
nition if he/she has signed a waiver of access rights. 
a. Roane State shall not require any student to waive access rights. 
b. A party from which a recommendation is sought may require such a ' 

waiver. 
c. Confidential statements and letters shall be used only for the purpose 

for which they were solicited. 
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4. A student shall not be permitted to inspect records which personally 
identify other students even if he/she is personally identified on that record. 
In such a case he/she shall simply be informed of the information contained 
on the record. 

Release of Transcripts or Information on Students' Academic Records Policy: 

Roane State staff, faculty and other employees will be granted access to aca­
demic records on a need-to-know basis. All employees must abide by FERPA 
and the Tennessee Public Records Act when reviewing student records other than 
FERPA Directory Information and/or Solomon Amendment Directory Information. 
Roane State employees who have direct access to these records are:

Release of Information is subject to the following procedures: 

1 .  Students may receive a copy of their transcript by appearing in person. A 
valid student identification card or a valid driver's license must be pre­
sented. Completion of a transcript request form with the student's signa­
ture is required prior to the release or mailing of the transcript. The student 
account will be checked for financial obligations, prior to release.

Privacy:

1 .  Directory information may be withheld as "no information available" if 
· the student requests PRIVACY through the Office of Records and Registra­
tion. The request for privacy may remain in effect for the entire educa­
tional career of the student or until the student requests the privacy to be 
removed. Request for privacy should be given serious consideration. 
Students seeking privacy should discuss such action with the Registrar. 

2 .  Information contained i n  Roane State records shall b e  provided without 
the student's written consent to third parties engaged in the validation, 
development or administration of tests, accreditation activities, or 
research conducted on behalf of the college provided such information is 
not revealed to any other party. 

3 .  Records shall be released without the student's written consent t o  college 
personnel authorized to have access to such records, authorized federal 
and state government officials, and/or officials of other institutions in 
which the student seeks to enroll. 

4. Student academic records shall be released to any federal, state or circuit 
court having a judicial order. Subpoenas received will be held for review 
by T BR General Council. A reasonable effort will be made to contact the 
student prior to the release in response to such subpoenas or judicial orders. 

5 .  Academic records shall be released by the college to any third party 
including the parent with written consent of the student. 

6. Academic records shall be released to third parties in emergency situations 
involving health or safety. 

7 .  Records shall be released to  a third party without the written consent of 
the student in connection with the student's application for, or receipt of, 
financial aid. 

Destruction of Academic Records: 
All or part of a student's records may be removed from the file and destroyed by 

the Office of Records and Registration. However, once a student requests access

has been granted and the review completed. 

Enrollment Verifications: 
The Records and Registration Office cooperates . with various lend ing agen­

cies, i nc lud i ng the National Student Loan Cleari nghouse, by certifying that their 
student  c l ients a re enrol led at Roane State. Student Loan Deferment forms 
shou ld be del ivered to the Records and Registration Office at the beg inn ing of 
the term. A l l  med ica l  and/or auto enro l lment forms can be del ivered to Record 
and Registration for complet ion .  Forms should conta i n  the pol icy-holder and 
student identification i nformation. This i s  to ensure proper action upon receipt 
at the insurance company. 

GOOD STANDING 
Good Stand ing status denotes that the student is not on probation and is a l so 

el igible to cont inue enrol lment or is e l igible to re-enro l l .  Letters of Good Stand ing 
can be requested through the Records and Registration Office. 

CLASSIFICATION 
Student classification levels for purposes of registration are: 

Freshman - 0-26 cred it hours 
Sophomore - 27 or more cred it hours 

CHANGE OF MAJOR/STATUS 
Students may request to change the i r  major/status after the first term of atten­

dance. Currently enro l led degree or certificate-seeking students may request a 
change to non-degree status (specia l  student category) once they have: 1 )  com­
pleted a l l  academic development requ i rements, and/or 2) completed all admis­
sion requ i rements. Exceptions may be requested through the Registrar and wi l l  
be  dec ided on an  i ndividual basis. Spec ia l  Student Category students are not e l i ­
gible for federal fi nancial  assistance (Pe l l  Grant, Veteran's Benefits, etc. ) .  Change 
of status or major is not automatic. Change forms may be p icked up at the Records 
and Reg i strat ion Office or a ny off campus s i te. Wri tten confirmation of the 
change wil l be mai led to the student. 

STUDENT IDENTIFICATION NUMBER (SID) 
A student's identification number wi l l  be the soc ia l  security number. The use 
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of soc ial secur ity numbers is optiona l .  If, at the t ime of appl ication, the student ' ' 
des i res not to d isc lose the SSN, the i nstitution w i l l  assign a un ique S ID for the 
student's use. However, please note, if you receive federal and state fi nancia l  
assistance you are requ i red to d i sclose you r  SSN .  

STUDENT PERSONAL IDENTIFICATION NUMBER (PIN) 
A student's personal identification number is used for verification purposes when 

accessing IRIS or Web registration. For further information or assistance concern i ng 
use of PI N or resetting your  P IN ,  contact the Records and Registration Office. 
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PLANNING AN EDUCATIONAL PROGRAM 
The responsibility for selecting an educational program rests with each stu­

dent. The faculty and counselors take pride in assisting students in program 
planning and course selection. Students who are planning to transfer from 
Roane State to a senior institution at the conclusion of two years' work should 
secure a copy of that institution's catalog to use in planning their transfer pro- I 
gram. Final responsibility for direct planning of courses and every preparation 1 . \ 
necessary to graduate from RSCC or to transfer to other colleges and universities 
rests with the student.

The faculty at Roane State Community College are committed to providing the 
J best possible academic advisement; however, the ultimate responsibility for en- \ 

rolling in appropriate courses lies with the student. 
First-time students who apply to Roane State will be invited to attend an Or­

ientation Program. These students will have the opportunity to take the ACT Test or 
AAPP test and will meet with an academic advisor prior to registering for classes. 

All degree-seeking students, including those who have transferred from other 
institutions, are assigned an academic advisor based upon the student's educational 
goals. Non-degree students may be assigned an advisor on request. 

All freshmen are encouraged to meet with an academic advisor prior to registering 
for classes. Although sophomores (those who have accumulated more than 26 hours) 
are not required to meet with an advisor, it is strongly recommended that lines of 
communication remain open with faculty in the student's chosen field of study. 

HONORS PROGRAM 
(423)  481 -2000, ext. 2 1 6  

The Honors Program provides opportunities for enriched and indepth study for 
those who desire an academic challenge and qualify with a 3.5 GPA. Courses 
are offered in humanities, language and literature, social science, environmental 
science, and math/science. 

Honors students enjoy benefits such as field trips, social gatherings, cultural 
events, special programs and presentations. Eligible members of the program 
receive scholarships and discount rates for the annual European Studies trip and 
the Southwestern field trip. Members of the Honors Program are invited to join 
Phi Theta Kappa International Honor Society, which provides many transfer schol­
arships to four-year institutions. 

Those who earn twelve hours of Honors credit and maintain at least a 3.3 
GPA graduate as an Honors Associate and receive a certificate. Those who earn 
eighteen hours and maintain a 3.3 GPA graduate from the Honors Program and 
receive an Honors diploma. All Honors graduates and Phi Theta Kappa mem­
bers receive special recognition at graduation. 

Students who have a 3.0 GPA may take one course for Honors credit per 
semester on a provisional basis with special permission from the director of the 
Honors Program and the instructor of the course. Provisional Honors students 
may participate in Honors activities but are not eligible for scholarships . . 
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ON-COURSE 

Students wanting to know the courses they need to complete a particular degree 
program or how thei r  courses meet the requi rements of another degree program 
should take advantage of ON-COU RSE, Roane State's advi�ement assistant. This  
computer program merges a student's academic record with the degree require­
ments for a particular major. Information included on the pr intout i ncludes : aca­
demic requirements remaining, requirements completed or in progress, and work 
that is not applicable to a particular major. Students can obtain an ON-COU RSE 
printout from their ;icademic advisor, the Counsel ing and Career Resource Center, 
Records and Registration, Academic Advisement Center, or any off-campus location. 

ATTENDANCE REGULATIONS 

1 .  Attendance of classes and other official appo intments is expected and 
may be included in the calculation of a student's final grade. 

2. An explanation of absences should be given to instructors .  Th is informa­
tion should be presented in advance if possible. 

3. Absences are counted from the first scheduled meeting of the class. 
IMPORTANT: Non-attendance does not consti tute a withdrawal from 

classes or from the college. Procedures to formally drop a course or to 
withdraw from the college must be followed. FOLLOWING T H ESE 
PROCEDU RES MAY PREVENT AN UNDESIRED "F" ON A ST U DENT'S 
T RANSCRIPT. 

4. Some Health Science programs may have attendance requirements. Con­
tact the program director with any questions. 

5. Attendance will be monitored for students who receive Title IV financial 
aid funds. Lack of attendance could mandate the repayment of f inancial 
aid funds. 

REGISTRATION FOR COURSES 

The prin ted schedule of courses also contains registration information .  Roane 
State Community College prov ides early registration via telephone - Instant 
Registrat ion Information Service (IR IS) and through Web for Students - each 
semester for the currently enrolled and readmitted students.  New students regis­
ter after current and returning students. Procedures specified at the time must be 
followed dur ing all registration .  No student is officially enrolled until he/she has 
completed all requirements of en rollment includ i ng the payment of fees. 
Registration after the regular catalog published date may be perm i tted for one 
calendar week following this date. Except ions for late registration or adding a class 
may be granted for good cause by the Vice President for Academic and Student 
Affai rs .  Late regist ration requi res payment of the late fee. No student shall 
receive credit for a course for wh ich he/she is not properly registered. A STU­
DENT MAY NOT BE ALLOWED TO REGISTER UNT IL ALL REQ U I RED DATA 
HAV E  BEEN RECEIVED BY T H E  OFFICE OF RECORDS AND REGIST RAT ION. 

AUDIT COURSES 

Any student enrolled at RSCC may register for audit  courses. The student will 
attend class without being required to take exam inations or prepare lessons or 
papers. Students auditing a course will receive a final grade of "  AU" (audit) on the 
transcr ipt . No credit will be received for the course or toward major requirements. 
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CHANGE OF REGISTRATION/DROP-ADD 
A student is a l lowed to change registration during the "Drop-Add" period at the 

beginn ing of each semester. The fol lowing procedures are to be fol lowed in add ing 
or  dropping courses : 

1 .  Prepare a change of regi stration form from the Office of Records and 
Registrat ion. 

2. Secure approval from an Academic Development counselor, i f  the student 
has not comp leted a l l  requ i red academic development courses. 

3 .  Present the completed form to the Busi ness Office and pay appropriate 
fees. 

4 .  Return two copies of  form to the Office of  Records and Registration and 
receive one copy which must be shown to the i nstructor whose course is 
being added . 

Failure to follow these procedures will result in an "F" in a course the student 
did not attend. 

NOTE : Students enrol led in Remed ia l/Developmental courses wi l l  not be per­
m i tted to d rop these cou rses u n less extenuat ing c i rcumstances ex i st. 
Approval must be granted by the Associate Dean of Academic Develop­
ment or a designee. 

GRADE TYPE CHANGE 
To change a course grade type, from audit to cred it or cred it to aud it, the stu­

dent must do so by fol lowing the Change of Registration/Drop-Add procedures. 
The dead l i ne dates l isted below wi l l  be strictly enforced. 

Audit to Cred it Permitted dur ing late registration/add period. 
Cred it to Audit Permitted dur ing the withdrawal period. 

PROGRESSION STANDARDS 
ENGLISH 

The Tennessee Board of Regents' Committee on the Improvement of Student 
Writ ing made many recommendations that were implemented dur ing the 1 985-
86 academic year. Of d i rect importance to i ncoming freshmen are the progression 
standards for Eng l i sh composit ion courses. The recommendation is as fol lows : 

"Any full-time degree-seeking student at any TBR institution must be 
enrolled in a core (or developmental) English course each term until that 
student completes core writing requirements. Any part-time degree-seek­
ing student at any TBR institution must be enrolled in a core (or reme­
dial or developmental) English course for each 1 2  hours taken. Students 
may not withdraw from a core or a remedial or developmental English 
course unless they withdraw from school." 

ORIENTATION TO COLLEGE 

Ful l-time students requi red to take EDU 1 00 - Orientation to Col lege, shou ld take 
the course dur ing the first semester of attendance at the college. Part-time students 
are requ i red to take the course with in the first year of attendance at the col lege. 

Students transferring to Roane State who have completed 1 2  hours at another 
co l l ege or un ivers i ty are exempted from E D U  1 00-0rientat ion to Col lege. 
However, the student must sti l l  meet the c red it hour requ i rement for the degree. 
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COURSE LOAD 
The average semester hour load for a degree-seeking student should be 1 6  hours 

of credit. Individual programs may require more or less than 1 6  hours per semester 
for degree completion. A full-time student is one who is carrying 1 2  or more semes­
ter hours of credit. The following criteria apply to semesters by course loads : 

1 .  Students may register for 20 hours of credit upon verification of a 2.5 
cumulative grade point average by the Office of Records and Registration. 

2. Students may register for 2 1  hours of credit subject to verification of a 3 .0 
cumulative grade point average by the Office of Records and Registration. 

3. Students wishing to enroll for 22 hours or more must have the approval of 
the Dean of Enrollment Management. 

4. Any exceptions to the above guidelines must have the approval of the Vice 
President for Academic and Student Services. 

Special for Credit students are limited to no more than 1 2  hours per semester 
with no limit to the total number of accumulated hours. 

REPEATED COURSES 
A student may repeat a course with the intent of improving the grade previously 

earned. In computing the quality point average of a student who has repeated 
one or more courses, only the last grade received in the repeated course or courses 
will be used. The hours attempted will be counted only once, provided that the 
number of repeats in any single course does not exceed two (three attempts) .  In  
the event that a student attempts a course more than three times, the third and 
subsequent grades shall be used in determining quality point average. 

In order that grade point averages may be adjusted appropriately, the student 
repeating a course may file a course repeat form with the Office of Records and 
Registration. 

Veterans or other eligible persons repeating courses for which they have a passing 
grade ("D" or higher) and for which they have been paid are cautioned not to 
claim this course for pay the second time. 

Students may be permitted to repeat a course in which a grade of "B" or higher 
was earned only with the approval of the V P  Academic Affairs.

COURSE SUBSTITUTIONS 
Course substitutions require the approval of the student's advisor and the appro­

priate division chairs. A form for this approval is available from the Academic Advise­
ment Center and should be processed prior to registering for the course in question. 

Students in a transfer program should consult with their senior institution prior 
to submitting a substitution. Senior institutions may or may not honor substitutions. 

PHYSICAL EDUCATION ACTIVITY COURSE 
EXEMPTION AND SUBSTITUTIONS 

Physical education exemptions may be granted to students who are medically 
disabled. Such students must substitute another course for the exempted activity 
classes. To apply for this exemption/substitution : 

1 .  Requests for this exemption/substitution must be made in writing to the 
director of Health and Disability Service. 

2 .  Physician's documentation must be submitted to Health and Disability 
Service to identify and verify this need. 

3. Consult with an advisor about substituting a two-hour Health/P.E. course 
to meet the degree requirement. Substitution choices include HEA 22 1 ,  
HEA 242, PED 1 75,  and HEC 1 3 1 .  

4. A course that is not already required in the degree plan must be selected. 
It is advisable to consult with the advisor early in the scheduling process to 

coordinate the substituted classes into the student's schedule. 

CANCELLATION OF SCHEDULED CLASSES 
Any scheduled class may be discontinued by the college. The right is reserved 

to cancel when the number enrolled is deemed insufficient. For further informa­
tion, contact the Office of Records and Registration.

The grade "X" ind icates that the student has enrol led but never attended c lass. 

The "X" carries no qual ity points and is not included in computing the grade 
point average. A student who stops attend ing c lasses and fa i l s  to fol low the 
proper withdrawal procedure does not receive a grade of "X". Rather, the student 
wi l l  be carried on the rol l  unt i l  the end of the semester and a grade of "F" w i l l  
be  recorded. 

The grade "I" ind icates that the student was passing at the end of the semester 
but has not completed the work of the course as requ i red by the instructor. The 
student is thus on notice that he/she shou ld contact the instructor immediate ly 
in  an effort to complete course requ i rements. An " Incomplete" must be removed 
du r i ng the succeed ing  semester, with the except ion of Summer  Semester. 
Courses attempted which are incomplete are reflected on the academic record 
as hours attempted for which there is no credit establ ished . This i n  turn affects 
the qua l ity point average in the same manner as a fai l i ng grade. Should the 
" Incomplete" not be removed, the qual ity point average wi l l  continue- lo reflect 
the " I "  as an "F" grade and wi l l  be interpreted as such. 

At the d iscretion of the Vice President for Academic/Student Services, selected 
courses may be offered using a pass-fai l  grading system .  A "P" ind icates a pass­
ing grade in such cases. Cred it resu lt ing from mi l i tary service or from tests such 
as Advanced P lacement, the Col lege Level Entrance Examination Program, the 
Certified Professional Secretary, or other proficiencies wi l l  not be assigned qual­
ity points for computing the grade point average, and a letter grade of "P" (Pass) 
wi l l  be assigned for this cred it. 

If a student wishes to appeal a final grade in  a course, he or she should d iscuss 
the matter first with the instructor of the course. If  the issue cannot be resolved at 
that level, the student may take the problem to the appropriate d ivision chair and 
fina l l y  to the Vice President for Academic/Student Services. 

DEAN'S LIST 
The Dean's List is the official medium for the institution to recognize outstanding 

academic ach ievement by students. Fu l l -t ime students (those completing 1 2  or 
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more semester hours of college-level courses) with a quality point average of 3.5-
4.00 are identified each semester on the Dean's List. 

WITHDRAWALS AND HONORABLE DISMISSALS 
Students finding it necessary to withdraw from the college must do so officially 

to maintain good standing and to assure honorable dismissal and/or readmission. 
Withdrawal procedures are as follows : 

1 .  Obtain withdrawal form from the Office of Records and Registration to 
initiate withdrawal procedure. 

2. Make an appointment with a counselor or the Dean of Student Services. 
3. Take withdrawal form to the Business Office for clearance. 
4. Return white copy to Office of Records and Registration for final with­

drawal clearance. 
After the drop deadline date, no student will be permitted to withdraw from the 

college or drop classes and receive the designation of "Dropped" without pro­
viding documented proof of one of the following conditions and verification that 
the mitigating circumstances developed after the drop deadline : 

1 .  Illness or injury of the student or serious personal problems as verified by 
the RSCC Student Health Service, the attending physician, or a psychologist. 

2 .  Necessary change in work schedule verified in writing by  the student's 
employer. 

3. New employment as verified in writing by the employer. 
Students may apply for withdrawal from a completed semester by supplying the 

same information as above. If granted by a committee of the Dean of Instruction, 
Dean of Students, and Registrar, all grades for the semester will be recorded as "W." 

NOT E :  Students enrolled in Remedial/Developmental courses are not allowed 
to withdraw from these courses unless extenuating circumstances 
exist. Approval must be granted by the Associate Dean of Academic 
Development or a designee. 

All equipment belonging to the college must be accounted for or paid for and 
all financial obligations met. If it is impossible for the student to take these 
steps in person, they should be completed by a person acting as an agent for the 
student. The student may withdraw from the college with the designation of 
" Dropped" through the dates specified on the calendar. Withdrawal from or 
dropping of courses after this date must be approved by the Registrar. The request 
for a late drop or withdrawal MUST be made on or before the last day of classes. 
Requests made after the semester has ended will not be approved. A student 
who stops attending classes and fails to follow the proper withdrawal procedure 
will be carried on the roll until the end of the semester and a grade of "F" will 
be recorded. 

ACADEMIC PROBATION AND RETENTION STANDARDS 
A student who fails during any term to attain a cumulative quality point aver­

age at or above the level indicated below for the hours attempted (inclusive of 
any remedial or developmental courses) will be placed on academic probation 
for the following term. 

Please note, academic probation is separate from academic development probation.

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ACADEMIC SUSPENSION 

At the end of the following term of enrollment, a student on academic proba­
tion who has failed to attain: 1 )  the above cumulative standard OR 2) a 2 .0  
grade point average for the current term will be  suspended. Students who have 
satisfied the 2 .0 GPA but have not yet achieved the standards as listed above 
will remain on academic probation for subsequent terms until the standards 
have been achieved. Students on probation or suspension who fail to attain the 
cumulative standard and the 2 .0 GPA for the subsequent term will be placed on 
suspension. 

Suspension terms are as follows:  
First time suspension One term (semester) 
Second suspension Two terms 
Third suspension Dismissal 

In all instances, the summer term does not apply as a term served for suspen­
sion. For the student who is suspended at the end of the spring semester, the fol­
lowing fall semester is considered to be the term of suspension. 

A third suspension of "Dismissal" may be appealed to the vice-president of 
Academic and Student Affairs after a period of two years absence from enroll­
ment at the college. 

Please note, academic suspension is separate from academic development 
suspension. 

APPEALS 

A student who has been academically suspended either from RSCC or is cur­
rently suspended from another college or university may request an appeal 
through the Admissions and Retention Committee. If the student feels that there 
were extenuating circumstances (e.g. errors in their transcript, documentable 
medical or psychological problems, court or military duty, etc.) that caused the 
academic problems, they may appeal to the committee for reinstatement .  

To request an appeal the student must contact the Records and Registration 
Office for an appointment with the committee. If the Admissions and Retention 
committee grants the reinstatement, the conditions imposed by the committee will 
be clearly stated. These may include a reduced course load, regular meetings with 
an advisor or counselor, and course suggestions. 

Students who voluntarily serve the time imposed by their suspension will be 
reinstated automatically and do not need to meet with the Admissions and 
Retention Committee. 

Please note, academic appeals is a separate appeal process from academic 
development appeals. 

TRANSFER STUDENTS 

Students on academic suspension from another college or university must 
clearly designate this information on their application to Roane State. Falsifying 
this information may lead to dismissal. Degree or non-degree students who are 
transferring to RSCC are subject to the same standards for appeal as RSCC stu­
dents. Transcripts from the suspended college/university are required. 

While individual courses may transfer to RSCC and can count towards fulfill­
ing degree requirements, the number of credit hours and quality points do not 
count towards calculating the GPA for academic probation and suspension. 
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ACADEMIC DEVELOPMENT PROBATION/SUSPENSION 

Students who have been suspended from RSCC or any other T BR college or 
university as a result of remedial or developmental courses should consult page 
50 of this catalog. 

GROUNDS FOR DISMISSAL 

A student may be dismissed from the college for any one or more of the following 
reasons: 

1 .  Failure to meet minimum academic standards as stated in the above section. 
2. Conduct of an unacceptable nature (Refer to Student Services section of 

this catalog) . 
3 .  Failure to meet Academic Development requirements for satisfactory 

progress through course requirements. 

DEGREE REQUIREMENTS 
Roane State awards the following degrees: 

Associate of Arts (AA) 
Associate of Science (AS) 

Associate of Applied Science (AAS) 

A Technical Certificate of Credit may be awarded to a student who completes 
an approved program of study in which the prescribed program requires less 
than is necessary for completion of an Associate Degree. Generally, technical 
certificate programs require fewer than 32 credit hours or no more than one 
year of study. 

The general requirements for any Associate Degree at Roane State are as follows: 
1 .  Not less than 64 semester hours of credit. 
2 .  A minimum of 24 of the final 36 semester hours of course work completed 

in residence at Roane State. Experiential/proficiency credit does not apply 
to the residency requirement. 

3. A minimum overall quality point average of 2 .00 on all co llege level 
work attempted at Roane State. This also applies to students pursuing any 
Technical Certificate of Credit. Only Roane State course credit is computed 
into the graduation grade point average. 

4. Completion of specific course requirements as given in outlined Pro­
grams of Study. (Substitutions in programs must be approved by the divi­
sion chair for the major.) 

5. A student is permitted to graduate using the catalog in effect when he/she was 
admitted to the degree program or applied for readmission to the college. A 
graduating student may decide to follow the current college catalog. 

6. Requirements for more than one degree may be met. A minimum of 
1 6  semester hours beyond requirements for the first degree must be com­
pleted as well as all course requirements for the additional degree. The 
$25 graduation fee must be paid for each separate degree and a diploma 
may be requisitioned for each degree. 

Students will be required to take competency tests designed to measure general 
education achievement and/or achievement in selected major areas as a prereq­
uisite to graduation for the purpose of evaluation of academic programs. Unless 
otherwise required for an individual program, no minimum score or level of 
achievement is required for graduation. Participation in testing will be required 
for all degree-seeking students. Certificate students are exempt from testing. 
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STUDENT TESTING 

A student may, as a prerequisite for graduation, be required to take one or more 
tests designed to measure achievement in general education and in the major for 
the purpose of evaluating the effectiveness of the institution or the program as 
required by public policy. Participation in testing may be required of all students, 
of students in selected programs, and of students selected on a sample basis. In 
order to comply fully with this provision, the student must authorize the release 
of his or her scores to the institution. Unless otherwise provided for in an individual 
major, however, no minimum score or level of achievement is required for grad­
uation and individual student scores will be treated as confidential .  

GRADUATION 

All students must complete the general requirements as prescribed by the college 
and specific requirements set forth for the associate degree or certificate sought. 
Refer to the Degree Requirements section of this catalog and also appropriate 
program requirements for graduation. Each student must file an Intent to Graduate 
Form in the Academic Advisement Center a semester prior to the semester in which 
the student expects to graduate. 

Graduation exercises are held at the end of the Spring Semester only. Students 
who anticipate completing their work during the following summer are eligible to 
participate in graduation exercises if a grade point average is sufficient for grad­
uation and an Intent to Graduate Form has been officially processed. Fall graduates 
will be invited to attend the following spring exercises. Participation in the cere­
mony is optional. 

A student may complete requirements for more than one option within an 
A.A.S. degree program by successfully completing all course requirements. Only 
one diploma will be requisitioned for each degree. 

Graduation with Distinction 

Degree seeking students who have fulfilled all graduation requirements are 
eligible for designation as honor graduates. A transfer student, in order to be eli­
gible, must have made the required average on all work taken at Roane State 
Community College. Certificate students are exempt from receiving academic 
honors. Honors designations are based on the following quality point averages: 
3 .5-3 .69 cum laude; 3 . 7-3 .89 magna cum laude; 3 .9-4.0 summa cum laude. 

ACADEMIC DEVELOPMENT POLICIES AND GUIDELINES 

BASIC SKILLS ASSESSMENT 

In an effort to provide more effective educational services for students, the 
College participates in the Board of Regents' Academic Assessment Placement 
Program (AAPP) to assess basic skills. Through this assessment, Roane State can 
identify the students' academic strengths and weaknesses in reading, writing, and 
mathematics skills. This information is used along with the student's past educa­
tional history to provide advisement and placement in courses that best help the 
individual student to improve skills in these areas, as well as study skills. 

All Tennessee State Board of Regents colleges and universities require that all 
first time degree-seeking students undergo assessment. Transfer students who have 
not successfully completed college-level reading, writing, and mathematics courses 
must also undergo assessment. Further information regarding basic skills assessment 
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can be obtained by contacting the Counseling and Career Resource Center on 
the Roane County or Oak Ridge campuses.

ACADEMIC DEVELOPMENT LABORATORIES 

Academic Development (AD) laboratories are available to provide an oppor­
tunity for students to improve their skills in mathematics, English, reading, and 
study skills so that they may succeed in college-level courses. Classes are taught 
each semester and students may work in the labs individually on specified prob­
lems. These laboratories offer personalized instruction on the latest audiovisual 
equipment including computers, and video and cassette recorders. The labs are 
open every day and some evenings each semester. 

Limited Enrollment 

Students whose assessment results require enrollment in Remedial Studies 
courses may not enroll in regular college-level courses until they have satisfac­
torily met the exit criteria of all of the components of the Remedial Studies pro­
gram. All students assessed must enroll in the remedial/developmental (R/D) 
classes indicated by the results of the AAPP. Students may not delay AD classes 
in order to enroll in college-level classes. The Academic Development Appeals 
Committee will advise the Academic Development program director relative to 
the disposition of requests for exceptions to this rule. 

Students whose assessment results require enrollment in Academic Development 
(AD) courses may not enroll in  a regular college level course which requires that 
competency as a pre-requisite until they have satisfactorily met the exit criteria 
of the appropriate AD courses. The Academic Development Appeals Committee 
will hear any requests for deviation from this policy, and the committee will 
make recommendations to the Academic Development program director for a 
resolution of the appeal. 

Two-Attempt Rule 

Students who have twice previously attempted a remedial or developmental 
studies course and failed to meet the minimum standards for progression will 
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not be allowed to re-enroll in college for one academic semester (summer 
semester cannot count as the suspension) . Students who have had three unsuc­
cessful attempts in a remed ial or developmental studies course and failed to 
meet the minimum standards for progression will not be allowed to re-enroll in 
college for one academic year. Such students will not be permitted to return to 
Roane State Community College or to transfer to another Tennessee Board of 
Regents school until the terms of the suspension have been satisfied. 

Any student who is suspended from the program has the right to appeal to the 
Academic Development Appeals Committee for reinstatement. The cond itions 
of the reinstatement imposed by the committee must be followed. These may 
include reduced courseload, tutoring and regularly scheduled academic coun­
seling sessions. 

AD Appeals Committee 
The Academic Development Appeals Committee shall be composed of an AD 

counselor, two Academic Development faculty members, and i f  necessary, a 
representative of the Records and Registration Office. 

College Success Strategies 
Placement in College Success Strategies is required for either (1 ) students who 

are placed in at least two subject areas at the remedial level or (2) students who 
are placed in three subject areas including remedial or developmental levels. Beyond 
this mandatory placement, students with two deficiencies - either both developmen­
tal or one developmental and the other remedial - have the option to elect place­
ment in College Success Strategies. Course enrollment is l imited to students in 
these categories. 

Classroom Assessment 
All students enrolled in introductory college level courses will be evaluated dur­

ing the first week of classes. Students showing deficiencies will be referred to testing 
for possible placement in appropriate remedial or developmental courses. Enroll­
ment in the courses indicated by results of the assessment is mandatory. 

Attendance 
The Academic Development Program is required by the Tennessee Board of 

Regents to have a mandatory attendance policy. The Academic Development 
Program recognizes that some legitimate absences may occur during the semes­
ter. Students who must miss a class should meet with the instructor prior to the 
absence i f  poss i ble and arrange for early complet ion of ass i gnments. 
Complet ion of ass ignments must be accomplished within one week of the 
absence. Students who miss more than ten percent of their academic develop­
ment class sessions may be required to undergo course reassessment. If the 
assessment shows units of deficiency, these units will be repeated before the stu­
dent advances in the course objectives. 
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BUSINESS OFFICE REGULATIONS

Tu ition and fees are assessed and payable at registrat ion each semester. Regis­
tration is not considered to have been completed unt i l  a l l  assessed tu i tion and 
fees have been paid.  Tu ition and fees paid by check are not considered to have been 
pa id unt i l  the check has cleared the bank. Stude_nts who have not met a l l  f inancial 
obl igations to the Col lege w i l l  not be permi tted to attend classes. No student wil l  
be permitted to re-enrol l ,  graduate, or receive a transcript unti l a l l  fi nancial obl i­
gations to the col lege have been satisfied . All tuition and fees are subject to 
change by direction of the Tennessee Board of Regents. The current semester 
c lass schedule should be consu l ted for current tuit ion and fee rates. Any student 
who has a question or problem concern i ng tuition, fees, or other monetary trans­
actions perta i n ing to the Col lege should contact the Business Office. 

MAINTENANCE FEE - REFUNDABLE 
All students, both res ident and non-resident, wi l l  be assessed a maintenance 

fee. The maintenance fee rate for the 1 997-98 academic year is $48 per semes-
ter hour, not to exceed $543 per semester. I

TUITION - REFUNDABLE 
Tu it ion i s  free to al l  residents of the State of Tennessee. Students c lassified as 

non-residents wi l l  be assessed tu i t ion .  The semester tuit ion rate for the 1 998-99 
academic year is $ 1 42 per semester hour, not to exceed $ 1 ,628 per semester. The 
defin ition of residency as determined by the Tennessee Board of Regents wil l apply. 
Information concern ing residence classifications may be obta ined from the D i rector 
of Records and Registration. Non-resident students wi l l  be accepted if space permits. 

SUMMER TERM FEES 
The Summer Term consists of a fu l l -semester term and two separate terms of 

approximately four weeks each .  
Students may register for the ent ire semester or for the two separate terms or 

any combination thereof. Tu it ion and fees for the entire Summer Semester are the 
same as for other semesters. For any student registering for any course(s) or add ing 
any course(s) during the Summer Semester, the assessment of course fees, late fees, 
and schedule change fees is determ ined by courses ( i f  any) for which the student 
registered on or before the publ ished registration date. The key to this determ i­
nation is whether the student is registering for courses or add ing courses. For this 
purpose the fol lowi ng defi n i t ions shal l be used :

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Registering for courses - A student registers for a course or courses on ly if  he/ 
she i s  not a l ready enrol led i n  a course or courses meet i ng the same term or 
some concurrent term as the course(s) for wh ich he/she is registeri ng. 

Adding courses - A student adds courses when he/she is a l ready enrol led in a 
course or courses meeting in a term i n  which a l l  or part of the term runs con­
currently with the term in which the added course or courses meet. 

AUDIT FEE 

Fees for courses being aud ited are the same as those taken for credit. Auditors are 
not requ i red to take examinations and receive no cred it .  

MISCELLANEOUS FEES 

Application Fee (Non-Refundable). Each student applying for adm ission to the 
Col lege for the first t ime wi l l  be assessed a $5 appl ication fee. This fee i s  a one­
t ime on ly fee and must accompany the appl ication for admiss ion.  

Campus Access Fee (Non-Refundable). This fee wi l l  be assessed in addit ion to 
the Student Activity Fee. 

1 . Each student who registers for classes at any col lege campus or center 
wi l l  be assessed a $4 campus access fee each semester. This w i l l  inc lude 
students reg i ster ing for cred i t  c lasses as we l l  as Comm u n i ty Service­
Contin u ing Educat ion classes . Students register ing for non-cred i t  pro­
grams that meet fewer than twelve weeks, or fewer than twelve clock 
hours, or for which fees are not charged wi l l  be issued a temporary park­
ing permit but not assessed an access fee. 

2 .  Facu l ty and staff wi l l  be assessed a n  annual  campus access fee of $ 1 0. 
Persons who are employed Spr ing Semester or after wi l l  be assessed a 
campus access fee of $5 .  

3 .  A l l  facu l ty, staff, and  students who pay the  campus access fee w i l l  be 
given a parki ng deca l .  Add i tional decal s  wi l l  be ava i lable at a cost of $ 1 . 

4 .  Al l  veh ic les parked or operated by any person i n  connection with their 
employment or attend ing classes of the col lege must be registered with the 
Office of the Associate Dean of Student Services. Al l  other persons on cam­
pus who are not short-term vis itors must have a temporary parking perm it. 

Change of Schedule ( Drop/Add) Fee (Non-Refundable). Students changing 
schedu les wi l l  be assessed a fee of $5  per form. No charge is made i f  the change 
is i n it iated by the Col lege or by the student through the Instant Registration Infor­
mation Service ( IRIS) or through the Web. Students withdrawing from school enti rely 
are not requ i red to pay the fee. 

Graduation Fee. Graduating students are assessed a fee of $25  to cover the cost 
of a d iploma and other related costs. This fee must be paid at the t ime the In tent 
to Graduate i s  submitted and i s  refundable only if the student does not graduate 
and no costs are i ncurred by the Col lege. No graduation fees w i l l  be refunded i f  
requested after one calendar year. There is no add it ional fee for completion of 
more than one option within a degree program and no add itional d ip loma wi l l  be 
ordered . An add i tional $25  fee wi l l  be requ i red for each degree if the student 
plans to receive an addit ional d ip loma. The fee for a replacement d iploma is $ 1 0. 

I .D. Card (Non-Refundable). There is no charge for the origina l  I .D .  card issued a 
student. A charge of $ 1  wi l l  be made for replacement. 
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Individual Instruction in Music (Refundable). Semester fees for ind ividual i nstruc­
tion in music are assessed as fol lows : 

1 lesson per week $55 
2 lessons per week $ 1  00 

These fees are refu ndable on the same basis as maintenance fees. 
Late Registration Fee (Non-Refundable). Students fa i l ing to complete the regis­
tration requ i rements prior to the late registration period wi l l  be assessed a l ate 
registration fee of $ 1 0. 
Liabil ity Insurance Fee (Non-Refundable). A l iab i l ity insurance fee w i l l  be re­
qu i red for students in the health occupation programs. The l iab i l ity i nsu rance wi l l  
be purchased a t  a reduced group rate. 
Lock or Key Replacement Fee (Non-Refundable). $3  
Locker Deposit (Refundable). A $5 deposit is requ i red for locker rentals .  Deposit 
is refundable upon return of the lock to the Busi ness Office. 
Locker Rental (Non-Refundable). $ 1  per semester, smal l locker; $ 1  .SO per semes­
ter, large locker 
Miscellaneous Fees (Refundable). A fee for certa in  courses wh ich are conducted 
in fac i l i ties not owned by the Col lege wi l l  be assessed at a rate based on the 
amount charged by the owner of the fac i l i ty. This fee is refundable on the same 
basis as mai ntenance fees. 
Motor Vehicle Registration. Al l  staff and students are requ i red to properly regi s­
ter al I veh icle(s) d r iven on campus and properly d isplay parking decal(s) issued 
at that ti me. (See Traffic Regu lations) 
Returned Check Fine (Non-Refundable) . A f ine of $20  is assessed for each 
check returned to the Col lege by the bank. A student may contest this fee suc­
cessfu l ly  by presenting a letter from the bank in which it is clearly i nd icated that 
the check was returned through error by the bank. The Col lege reserves the right 
to refuse to accept a check from any person.  
Student Activity Fee (Refundable). A student activity fee of $5  per semester w i l l  
be assessed for each cred it student enrol led in c lasses a t  any  col lege campus or 
center. This fee was adopted by the Student Government Association to provide 
funds for a variety of student activities. This fee is refundable on the same basis 
as maintenance fees .  
Technology Fee (Refundable). A fee of $2  per cred it hour not to exceed $25  per 
semester is assessed a l l  students to provide and mai nta in  computer l abs and 
other advanced technology instructional equ ipment. Th is fee is refundable on 
the same basis as maintenance fees. 
Telecourse/Audio Course Fee (Refundable). A fee of $ 20 per course is assessed 
for each audio/video tape checkout and cable television telecourse or audio course. 
Proceeds from this fee are used to pay the l icensure/royalty fees related to each 
course. This fee is refundable on the same basis as maintenance fees. 
Transcript Fee. A reasonable number of transcripts are provided by the Col lege 
at no charge to the student. However, a charge of $2 .00 each wi l l  be assessed for 
requests tota l i ng more than ten (1 0) in any term . 

REFUNDS 

Regular Sessions - Students withdrawing from school entirely or d ropping one 
or more classes may be enti tled to a refund as fol lows: 
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75% of eligible fees will be refunded for drops or withdrawals for a period of 
1 4  calendar days beginning with and inclusive of the first official day of classes 
or within an equivalent period for a short term course. 
25% of eligible fees will be refunded following expiration of the 75% refund 
period, for a period of time extending 25% of the time period covered by the 
term. No refunds will be made beyond the 25% refund period. 
1 00% of eligible fees will be refunded for classes canceled by the institution. 
1 00% of eligible fees will be refunded for drops or withdrawals prior to the 
first official day of class as published in the academic calendar. 
1 00% of eligible fees will be refunded in case of death of the registered student. 

Summer Sessions - Summer session refunds will be based on the above with 
short terms being prorated as a percentage of a regular term. 
General Refund Policy -No refund is due on courses which are dropped unless 
the sum of the remaining hours calculated at the hourly rate is less than the total 
amount paid for tuition and/or maintenance fees. 
Refund calculations are based on the computer processed date for courses dropped 
via the Instant Registration Information Service (IRIS) or the processed date that 
appears on the official change of schedule form. Failure to follow proper proce­
dures for dropping courses may result in forfeiting all rights to a refund. 
Refunds can be expected approximately four weeks after the date the course is 
dropped. 
Financial Aid Refunds - Refunds for students who receive assistance from Title 
IV financial aid programs are refunded to each grant and/or loan account in ac­
cordance with applicable federal regulations. Special refund policies may apply to 
first-time students who receive assistance under Title IV financial aid programs. For 
additional information, �ontact the Business Office. 
Refund Appeals Process -Students may appeal a refund by submitting a writ­
ten request outlining the basis for the appeal to the Business Office. Refund 
,appeal requests will be decided by the Director of Fiscal and Auxiliary Services. 
The student will be notified in writing of the decision within ten ( 1 0) working 
days of receipt of the written appeal request. Students may appeal the decision 
of the Director of Fiscal and Auxiliary Services to the President by submitting a 
written request for a refund appeal review to the Vice President for Financial 
Services. The student will be notified in writing of the President's decision 
within ten (1 0) working days of receipt of the request for refund appeal review. 

Community Services Activities: Withdrawals and Refunds 

Withdrawal Policy - Registrants must notify the appropriate Continuing Education 
Unit, either by phone or in writing, of the intent to withdraw from a non-credit 
program. Failure to attend does not constitute withdrawal. 
Refund Policy (Non-credit Courses) - For courses that meet on a weekly basis, 
registration may be canceled without penalty prior to the first clas� meeting. After 
the first class and prior to the second class, an 80% refund will be given. No refund 
will be made after the second class meeting. 
For one and two day courses, withdrawals received prior to the first class meeting 
will be refunded in full. No refunds will be given after the course begins. 
Courses canceled by Roane State Community College will be refunded in full or 
the registrant may elect to transfer into another general interest course. 
Refund Policy (Non-credit Conferences, Workshops or Seminars) -Registrants 
in conferences, workshops or seminars should make withdrawals no later than five 
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working days prior to the activity start date i n  order to receive a complete refund. 
I f  a notification of less than five working days i s  given, a refund, less 1 0% of the 
registration fee, wi l l  be returned to the registrant .  No refunds wi l l  be made after 
the act iv i ty beg i n s .  Subst i tu t ions  can be made without  pr ior not i ficat i on .  
Registrants shou ld check a l l  l i terature on the activity for any special exceptions. 
Special Exceptions - Some non-cred it courses, conferences, workshops or semi­
nars may have specia l  dead l ines and/or requ i rements establ ished for registration or 
refunds. Registrants should check al l l iteratu re received on the activity for excep­
tions to the general pol ic ies. 

BOOKS AND SUPPLIES 
The cost of books and suppl ies wi l l  vary from one program to another. The 

Bookstore sel l s  both new and u sed books .  Students a re encou raged to take 
advantage of savings which resu l t  when purchasing used books. The estimated 
cost of books and suppl ies is $ 1 25-$300 per semester. The Col lege Bookstore 
wi l l  buy back used books in good usable cond it ion in quantities l imited to the 
anticipated needs for ensu ing semesters. Book buy back periods are announced 
at the end of each semester. Students sel l i ng books back to the bookstore w i l l  be 
requ i red to fu rnish a Roane State Commun ity Col lege I D  card . 

CHECK CASHING/ACCEPTANCE POLICY 
Both the Bookstore and the Bus iness Office provide a free check cash ing ser­

vice. Persona l  checks may be cashed for any amount up to $ 1 0 for students and 
up  to $20 for facu lty/staff. However, 1 )  only one personal check per day may be 
cashed, 2) two party checks wi l l  not be accepted, 3 )  student checks wi l l  not be 
cashed by either the Business Office or the Bookstore anytime during the f inal  
two weeks of the semester, and 4) a va l idated I D  card is requ i red . 

A $20 fine w i l l  be levied on a l l  "returned checks." The return of a th i rd check 
wi l l  resu l t  in the person's name bei ng placed on the "no check l ist" and in the 
forfeiture of check cashing privi leges. 

If a check written for payment of a student's maintenance fee is returned, the 
student has ten (1 0) days in which to make restitution to the Col lege via payment 
by cash, certified check, cashier's check, or postal money order. Fa i l u re to make 
such restitution w i l l  resu l t  in immediate d isenro l lment. Suspension from c lasses 
cou ld a lso resu l t  from checks returned on the purchase of books or payment of 
other fees .  

Unt i l  a l l  f inancial obligations are satisfied, the student becomes i nel igible for a l l  
benefits and services provided by the Col lege such as receiving grades, receiving 
or sending transcripts, registering, and graduati ng. 

The Col lege reserves the right to refuse to cash any check. Appeals concern ing 
the cash ing of checks may be made to the Vice President for F i nancia l  Services. 

STUDENT FINANCIAL SERVICES

The Student F i nancia l  Services Program at Roane State Communi ty Col lege is 
designed to a id students who wou ld find it d ifficu l t  or impossible to attend col­
lege without fi nancia l  assistance. Roane State offers a comprehensive program 
of fi nancia l  aid in the form of scholarsh ips, part-time employment, grants a nd 
loans. Major emphasis is p laced upon f inancial need, academic ach ievement, 
character, and promise of future success. 
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When determining financial aid, the evaluating committee will consider the 
financial resources of the family as well as any unusual financial problems. The 
college will assist all qualified students as resources permit on a first-come, first­
served basis. Therefore, it is important for students to apply for financial aid as 
early as possible after January of each year. 

HOW TO APPLY FOR FINANCIAL AID 

All federal financial aid programs require the assessment of financial need, which 
is based on the ability of the parents and/or the student to contribute toward 
educational expenses. Students should complete the Free Application for Federal 
Student Aid. This form is available through the Student Financial Services Office 
at the college and through guidance offices at area high schools. 

A student must be fully admitted to the college before any awards will be 
made. Renewal of aid is not automatic. Each student must reapply each year. 

ATTENDANCE POLICY 

Attendance will be monitored for students who receive Title IV financial aid funds. 
Lack of attendance could mandate the repayment of financial aid funds. 

SOURCES OF FINANCIAL AID 

SCHOLARSHIPS 

The Scholarship for Academic Service is authorized by Roane State Community 
College. These scholarships, in the amount of maintenance fees for the academic 
year plus $ 1 50 per semester for books, are awarded on the basis of academic 
achievement. Students ranking in the upper 1 0% of their high school graduating 
class will receive priority in the awarding of these scholarships. Recipients must 
maintain a grade point average of 2.5 to remain eligible for renewal. 

The Scholarship for Academic Service recipients are required to work approx­
imately 1 50 hours per academic year. An effort is made to give recipients work 
assignments related to their academic interests. Residents of the State of 
Tennessee who believe they are qualified should submit the application for 
scholarship after the first semester of their senior year in high school and before 
the following April 1 .  

PRIVATE SCHOLARSHIPS 

Roane State has a limited number of private scholarships. In selecting recipi­
ents for these scholarships, emphasis is placed upon scholastic achievement, 
character, future promise, and financial need. Additional scholarships will be 
established as interested groups and individuals desire. Those wishing to establish 
a scholarship fund are urged to contact the Director of Student Financial Services 
at the college, or the Executive Director of the Roane State Foundation. 

MINORITY STUDENT SCHOLARSHIPS 

Black students who are residents of Tennessee and are enrolled as full-time 
students may apply for the Minority Student Scholarship. The scholarship will 
provide money to pay maintenance fees and provide money to help pay for text­
books. Applicants must have a 2.0 Grade Point Average. 
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ATHLETIC SCHOLARSHIPS 

The college annually awards a number of athletic scholarships. For detailed 
information contact the Director of Athletics, (423) 882-4581 . 

SENIOR CITIZENS AND DISABLED PERSONS 

Disabled persons and persons 60 years of age or older, who are domiciled in 
Tennessee, are eligible to enroll in courses for AUDI T  without payment of 
tuition, maintenance, technology or student activity fees. All special course fees 
will be assessed at the normal rate. 

Disabled persons and persons sixty-five years of age or older, who are domi­
ciled in Tennessee, are eligible to enroJ I  in courses for CRE D I T  at the rate of 
one-half the credit hour fee per semester hour, up to a maximum of $45 .  This 
rate applies to maintenance fees and technology fees. Special fees (such as grad­
uation fees, student activity fees, campus access fees, telecourse/audio course 
fees, etc.) will be assessed at the regular rate. Arrangements should be made 
well in advance of registration day to provide documented evidence of disability 
or age. Students registering using these classifications must register within the 
late registration period. 

Fees for all Community Service courses must be paid at the regular rate. 

VIETNAM CONFLICT VETERANS DEPENDENTS 

Al l  tuition, maintenance, activity, and other fees are wa ived for the chi ldren of 
Vietnam conflict veterans if the conflict veteran died while serving in Vietnam or 
as a result of injury sustained while serving in Vietnam, or was officially declared 
missing in action or declared a prisoner of war in Vietnam. Special age and resi­
dency requirements must be met. Documented evidence will be required. 

HIGHER EDUCATION EMPLOYEES - PUBLIC CHAPTER 1 91 

Full-time employees of the Tennessee Board of Regents and the University of 
Tennessee are eligible to enroll, on a space available basis, in one credit class per 
term without payment of tuition, maintenance, technology, student activity, or access 
fees. Information on this program is avai lable from the Personnel Office. An ap­
plication for Waiver of Fees - Public Chapter 1 91 (fully executed by the employ­
ing institution) must be presented at the time of registration .  

STATE EMPLOYEE FEE WAIVER PROGRAM 

Full-time employees of the State of Tennessee are eligible to enrol l ,  on a space 
available basis, in one credit course per term without paying tuition charges, main­
tenance fees, technology fees, debt service fees, student activity fees, or registra­
tion fees. At the time of enrollment, the state employee must present a completed 
"Public Higher Education Fee Waiver for Employees of the State of Tennessee" 
form certifying that the applicant is a full-time employee with at least six months 
continuous service. Information on this program and related eligibility require­
ments is available from the Business Office. 

FEE DISCOUNT PROGRAM FOR SPOUSES AND DEPENDENT CHILDREN OF 
TBR EMPLOYEES 

Spouses and dependent children of certain retired employees and regular em­
ployees of Tennessee Board of Regents institutions who have been employed for 
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at least one continuous year and work at least one-half time are eligible for I.JP 
to a 50% discount on maintenance and technology fees. The amount of the 
maintenance fee discount is 50% for full-time employees. Spouses and dependent 
children of part-time employees will receive a pro-rata portion of the 50% discount 
based on the employee's percentage of work effort. This program is applicable only 
to undergraduate credit courses. Certain special conditions must be met to qual­
ify for this program. Information on the program is available from the Personnel 
Office. A Request for Fee Discount for Spouse and/or Dependent form (fully exe­
cuted by the employing institution) must be presented at the time of registration. 

FEE DISCOUNT PROGRAM FOR CHILDREN OF CERTIFIED 
PUBLIC SCHOOL TEACHERS AND FOR CHILDREN OF STATE EMPLOYEES 

Children under the age of twenty-four (24) whose parent is employed as a full­
time licensed teacher in any public school in Tennessee or as a full-time employee 
of the state of Tennessee are eligible for a twenty-five percent (25%) discount on 
maintenance and technology fees. At the time of enrollment, the student must 
present a completed "Public Higher Education Fee Discount for Children of Cer­
tified Public School Teachers and Children of State Employees" form certifying 
eligibility for the program. Fee discounts will not be retroactive; eligibility for the 
fee discount is available only by application and approval prior to the beginning 
of the term for which assistance is being sought. Information on this program and 
related eligibility requirements is available from the College Business Office. 

FEDERAL PELL GRANTS 

This is an entitlement program made available by the federal government 
through the Title IV Student Financial Aid Programs. Eligibility for the Federal Pell 
Grant is based upon the financial situation of the student and the student's family. 
Students should apply for the Federal Pell Grant as the primary source of financial 
aid since all other sources of assistance are based upon eligibility for the Federal 
Pell Grant. 

FEDERAL SUPPLEMENTAL EDUCATIONAL OPPORTUNITY GRANTS 
FEDERAL WORK-STUDY PROGRAM 

These grant programs are part of the Campus-based Programs of the Title IV 
Programs. Students may be considered for inclusion in these programs after eligi­
bility for the Federal Pell Grant has been determined. These programs have limited 
funding and application must be made by the specified priority date of April 1 .  
Awards from these programs are made in the fall semester of each year. 

TENNESSEE STUDENT ASSISTANCE AWARD 

The Tennessee Student Assistance Award is a grant made available to Tennessee 
residents attending college in the State of Tennessee. This program is administered 
by the Tennessee Student Assistance Corporation. An application deadline is 
assigned by the corporation each year. The Student Financial Services Office will be 
aware of the deadline date early in the application period. 

STUDENT LOANS 

If students are interested in applying for the student loan programs, they should 
initiate the process by completing the Free Application for Federal Student Aid. 
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Specific information from this need analysis must be on hand before el ig ib i l ity for 
the student loan can be determ ined. 

The Federal Stafford Loan Program is ava i lable to students who have been de­
termined el igible through the above-mentioned need analysis system. This is  a 
variable interest loan for the fi rst-time borrowers. Repayment of the loan does not 
begin unt i l  six months after the cessation of col lege attendance. The l im its of the 
loan are a min imum of $500 and a max imum of $2,625 for freshmen and $3,500 
for sophomores each year. The amount of e l ig ib i l ity is determined by the Student 
F inancial Services Office. 

Specia l  arrangements through Tennessee state designated lenders have been 
made for loan appl icants who are unable to obta in loans from local lenders. This 
information is ava i lable i n  the Student F inancial Services Office. 

VETERANS BENEFITS 
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Roane State Community Col lege cooperates with the Veterans Administration in  , . 1 
provid ing  educat ional  opportun it ies for veterans .  The D i rector of Veterans i 
Affa i rs at Roane State is avai lable for help to determine e l ig ib i l i ty, in the selec-
tion of a major, and to prepare the requ i red forms for VA benefits and any other 
matters perta i n i ng to col lege attendance under the " G . I .  B i l l ." Veterans who , 1 
have not completed h igh school or who do not have a h igh school equ ivalency 
d iploma should contact the D i rector of Veterans Affa i rs for help in  plann i ng a 
program of study and adm ission to Roane State.

Once enrol led, veterans and other el igible persons should maintain  close contact 
with the Office of Veterans Affairs. Veterans and other el igible persons may receive 
educational benefits under Title 38, U .S.C. (the "G . I .  B i l l")  only when classified 
as a regular degree student. Other c lassifications, i .e., special student-cred it  and 
student non-credit do not qual ify. 

Current Veterans Admin istration regu lations requ i re that veterans c lassified as 
regu lar degree students mainta in the prescribed cumulative G PA l i sted under Pro­
bation and Retention Standards in this catalog. 

Courses for which the veteran and other el igible persons have received a passing 
grade, either at Roane State or a transfer i nstitution, may not be c la imed for pay 
the second time. Courses in  which the veteran and other e l ig ible persons receive 
a grade of "F" may be repeated and c la imed for pay. E lective hours beyond 
those al lowed by the curr iculum of the declared major or courses taken for audit  
may not be claimed for pay. Only those courses which count toward the veteran's 
declared major may be c la imed for pay. Course substitution forms must be pro­
cessed and approved as described in this catalog before the substituted course is  
c la imed for payment. 

Veterans and other el igible persons can receive pay for deficiency classes when 
a need can be shown. The pay received is taken from the total entitlement. 
· Veterans and other el igible persons desiring educational benefits under the "G. I .  
B i l l" must f i le  a c la im form with the Veterans Affa irs Office at  the t ime of  pre­
registration each semester. The claim form must be adjusted to reflect any changes 
in the c lass schedule .

ASSOCIATE OF ARTS/ASSOCIATE OF SCIENCE PROGRAMS 
Students who desire to earn a Bachelor of Arts or Bachelor of Science degree 

at a four-year college or university may complete the first two years of study at 
Roane State by enrolling in an Associate of Arts or Associate of Science degree 
program. The advantages of taking the first two years at Roane State include: 

• Roane State's maintenance fees are among the lowest of any fees charged 
by Tennessee's colleges and universities. 

• Roane State's class enrollments are generally smaller which lends itself to 
more individualized instruction. 

• Obtaining an Associate of Arts or Associate of Science degree allows a 
student to have credentials for employment while completing his/her 
baccalaureate degree.

ARTICULATION 
Articulation programs, also called 2+2 programs, exist between Roane State 

and the University of Tennessee- Knoxville and Tennessee Technological 
University. Roane State students can follow an articulation program, obtain an 
Associate of Arts or Associate of Science degree and be guaranteed admission 
into a specific program at the university, provided all GPA and entrance require­
ments are achieved. All articulation programs fulfill Roane State's requirements 
for either an associate of arts or associate of science degree. Roane State 
Associate of Arts and Associate of Science degrees do not constitute an articula­
tion program. 
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Students planning to pursue any of the following majors at UT K can follow the 
articulation program sheet and obtain the first two years of general education 
requirements at Roane State. 

Students who have attempted more than 1 2  college-level semester hours at 
any college or university other than Roane State or UT K are not eligible to par­
ticipate in the UT K articulation agreement. However, the articulation sheets are 
still a good checklist of transferable courses for UT K and the specific major.

1 .  T he applicant must meet one of the following minimum academic 
requirements:

education courses required in the program. 

b. Students 2 1  years of age or older must attain a GPA of 2.50 or better 
after completion of at least 8 semester hours of general education 
courses required in the program. 

2. The applicant must complete a Health Science application and submit it 
to the Center for New Student Admission. 

3. Final selection of students will be made by the Health Sciences Admis­
sions Committee. 

4. Some programs have work experience requirements, or give special con­
sideration to applicants with work experience. Contact the program 
director for details. 

5. Admission to the program is required prior to enrolling in most health 
science program courses. 

6. All remedial and developmental courses must be completed prior to 
enrolling in specialty courses.

sidered, the applicant must bring to the interview a current resume with 
permission to contact employers. If the appl icant is a Certified and/or 
Registered Dental Assistant, a copy of Certification and/or Registration must 
be brought to the interview. It is highly recommended that applicants with­
out work experience in dentistry spend time observing a dental hygienist. 
During this observation, the applicant should gain a full understanding of 
the dental hygienist's duties and responsibilities, as well as an under­
standing of OSHA regulations on bloodborne pathogens. All observation 
time should be completed prior to the interview. 

4 .  Results of a personal interview. Interviews will be granted only to appli­
cants who have met the minimum requirements for admission to the 
Health Science programs. Interviews will be conducted during the latter 
part of the spring semester. After the applicant's files have been reviewed, 
the interviews are scheduled by telephone. It is the applicant's responsi­
bility to make certain that we have work and/or home telephone num­
bers that will be current for this time period. If your telephone number or 
numbers have changed from those provided on your Health Science 
application, you must send the changes in a timely manner to the DHT 
program director at 728 Emory Valley Road, Oak Ridge, TN 3 7830. 

All DHT courses must be taken in sequence. All required science courses 
(BIO 2 22, 231 , 232 ;  CHE 1 01 )  must be taken in the sequence listed in the cur­
riculum if applicant is admitted to the program OR any of the courses may be 
completed prior to the beginning of the program in August . Admission to the 
DHT program is required prior to enrolling in any DHT courses. All DHT courses 
are taught on the Oak Ridge Campus. 

There are additional expenses for the Dental Hygiene Program for instruments, 
uniforms, Student Association dues (membership is mandatory), radiation badges, 
recommended vaccinations and .other program-related expenses. 

Students are respons ible for obtaining patients necessary to meet clinical 
requirements. 

The program in dental hygiene is accredited by the Commission on Dental 
Accreditation of the American Dental Association, a specialized accrediting body 
recognized by the Council on Postsecondary Accreditation and by the United States 
Department of Education.

The Health Information Technology program emphasizes specialized skills in 
the management of health information. The medical record technician ensures 
completeness, accuracy and efficiency in the management of health information 
in all healthcare settings maintaining patient information. Two educational options 
are available in the one plus one program format. The student completes the first 
two semesters to obtain the Diagnosis and Procedural Coding Certificate. At the end 
of the first two semesters, the student may apply to continue through the second 
year and earn the Associate of Applied Science Degree and then be eligible to sit for 
the national certification examination to become an Accredited Record Technician. 

The degree program is accredited by the committee on Accreditation of Allied 
Health Education Programs (CAAHEP), in collaboration with the American Health 
Information Management Association's (AHIMA) Council on Accreditation. 

Students desiring admission must complete a Health Science Application and 
will be required to attend an orientation session. Students applying for continu­
ance into the degree program will be evaluated based upon grades obtained in 
the first two semesters. Application of didactic instruction is provided through clin­
ical education in area health facilities. Program professional courses (HIT) are 
primarily taught on the Roane County campus; however, occasional HIT courses 
may be taught at other sites.

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A.A.S. MEDICAL LABORATORY TECHNOLOGY 
This program is designed to qualify students to work as medical laboratory 

technicians. The curriculum combines general education and science courses 
with clinical experience. Students graduating from the program are eligible for 
national certification and State of Tennessee licensure. The program is accred­
ited by NAACLS (National Accrediting Agency for Clinical Laboratory Sciences). 
A passing score on a comprehensive examination will be required for all stu­
dents graduating from this program. 

The curriculum is designed in a 1 + 1 format - first year for prerequisites and 
second year for medical laboratory courses. All first year prerequisites must be 
completed prior to being considered for admission into the second year. There is 
an open admissions policy for enrolling in the pre-MLT classes. The second year 
lasts for approximately 1 1  months - August to July of the next year. Classes 
taken the second year must be taken in sequence and require a full course load. 

Selection for the second year will be based on GPA in the prerequisites, with 
special consideration given to anatomy and physiology, chemistry, microbiology, 
and algebra grades. Students not accepted can apply for the following year or seek 
advisement on other career options.

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A.A.S. OCCUPATIONAL THERAPY ASSISTANT 
The Certified Occupational Therapy Assistant (COTA) is a health professional 

who uses purposeful activity with individuals who are limited by physical injury 
or illness, psychosocial dysfunction, developmental or learning disabilities, 
poverty and cultural differences of the aging process. The COTA works under 
the supervision of a registered occupational therapist (OT R) and collaborates 
with others to maximize independence, prevent disability and maintain the 
health of individuals requiring services. Students are trained in the skills and 
techniques necessary to participate in the treatment and testing of patients. The 
educational program includes lecture and laboratory experiences as well as 
practice in clinical settings. 

ADMISSION TO THE OTA PROGRAM IS REQUIRED PRIOR TO TAKING ANY 
OTA COURSES, with the exception of OTA 1 04 which has an open admissions 
policy. Twenty-four (24) hours of volunteer or work experience with an occupa­
tional therapist or an occupational therapy assistant is required prior to admission 
to the program. A form evaluating and verifying 24 volunteer hours must be submit­
ted to the OTA department BY THE SUPERVISOR prior to the application dead­
line. An interview will be offered the top 40 candidates. Admission to the program 
is competitive and meeting minimum requirements does not guarantee acceptance. 
Those not accepted can apply for the following year or seek advisement on 
other possible career options. The program is designed to be taken in sequence, 
individual circumstances may permit variations. All OTA courses are taught on 
the Oak Ridge Campus. All admissions material must be submitted by the third 
Friday of January for the following fall semester. Students that turn materials in 
after this deadline cannot be considered for admission. 

The Occupational Therapy Assistant Program is accredited by the Accreditation 
Council for Occupational Therapy Education (ACOTE) of the American Occupa­
tional Therapy Association (AOTA), located at 4720 Montgomery Lane, P.O. Box 
3 1 220, Bethesda, MD 20824-1 220. AOTA's phone number is (301 ) 652-AOTA. 
Graduates of the program will be able to sit for the national certification exami­
nation for the occupational therapy assistant administered by the American 
Occupational Therapy Certification Board (AOTCB). After successful completion of 
this exam, the individual will be a Certified Occupational Therapy Assistant (COTA). 
Most states require licensure in order to practice; however, state licenses are 
usually based on the results of the AOTCB Certification Examination.

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A.A.S. PHYSICAL THERAPIST ASSISTANT 
T his program prepares students with the necessary knowledge and skills to 

assist in the treatment and testing of physical therapy patients under the supervi­
sion of a registered physical therapist. Training includes the use of exercise, ther­
apeutic modalities and special treatment procedures in classroom, laboratory 
and clinical settings. This program is accredited by the Commission on Accredita­
tion in Physical Therapy Education. 

The curriculum is designed in a new 1 + 1 format - first year for prerequisites 
and second year for physical therapy courses. All first-year prerequisites (PRE­
PTA status) must be completed prior to being considered for admission into the 
second year. There is an open admissions policy for enrolling in the PRE-PTA 
classes. The second year (PTA S TATUS) lasts one calendar year - August to 
August of the next year. Classes taken the second year must be taken in sequence 
and require a full course load. 

Selection for the second year will be based on GPA in the prerequisites, anatomy 
and physiology grades, physical therapy tech work experience, and documenta­
tion and rating on physical therapy observation experience (40 hours are required). 
An interview will be offered the top 40 applicants . A maximum of twenty-four 
students will be selected to enter the second year. Those not accepted can apply 
for the following year or seek advisement on other possible career options. 

All admission materials except Spring grades (i.e. Spring 1 999 for Fall 1 999 
acceptance) should be submitted by the third Friday of January for the following 
fall semester. Spring grades need to be received by June 1 .  Students that turn mate­
rials in after these deadlines cannot be considered for admission. 

Here are some other things to keep in mind for the second year. Clinical courses 
during the second year might require travel to other cities for extended periods 
of time at the student's expense. Once accepted into the second year, it is the 
student's responsibility to maintain certification in CPR. This can be done through 
the Red Cross and/or American Heart Association. 

All second year PTA classes are taught at the Emory Valley site of the Oak Ridge 
Branch Campus. 
NOTE:  The academic year 1 997-98 will be the transition year. Second-year stu­
dents (under the old two-year integrated format) will graduate in May of 1 998. The 
students accepted Spring 1 997 (under the new 1 + 1 format) will complete all pre­
requisites during Fall 1 997 an.d Spring 1 998 semesters. The first 1 +1 c lass will 
begin Fall 1 998 and graduate in August 1 999. This transition plan will allow grad­
uation of one class per year.

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A.A.S. RADIOLOGIC TECHNOLOGY 
The radiographer is a healthcare professional that performs radiographic pro­

cedures that provide information to assist in the diagnosis and treatment of the 
patient. The Radiologic Technology Program consists of six semesters of full-time 
study which includes supervised clinical course work in a radiology department. 
The clinical courses include assignments during the intersessions between 
semesters. The program is affiliated with 1 1  area hospitals and clinics. Each stu­
dent is assigned to one of the seven hospitals for their two years of clinical 
course work. Clinical assignments are based on proximity to the student's home. 

Applicants for the program may begin working on the general education courses 
at any time. Official acceptance to the program is required prior to enrollment in 
the professional courses. The professional courses must be taken in sequence and 
are offered only at the Oak Ridge Branch Campus. Remedial and developmental 
courses need to be completed prior to entering the program. 

Applicants are encouraged to spend a minimum of 4 hours of observation time 
in a radiology department. Students that provide a letter of documentation of the 
observation time to the program director will be given special consideration. Special 
consideration will also be given to those applicants that make an A or B in required 
science courses.

Graduates are 
eligible to take the credentialing examinations offered by the National Board of 
Respiratory Care. The AAS Respiratory Care Technology degree program is 
accredited by CAAHEP and JRCRTE, committees on Allied Health and Education. 

Along with the general entrance requirements for the Health Science pro­
grams, the applicants for Respiratory Care must also complete ten ( 1 0) hours of 
observation in designated respiratory therapy departments. Please contact the 
program director for more information.

The RSCC Academic Counc i l  has establ ished (for both beg inn ing and transfer 
students) the fo l lowing requ i rements in consideri ng appl icants for adm iss ion 
in to the Associate of Science Degree Nursing Program :

A. Apply and be accepted to RSCC. 
B. Subm it  h igh school transcripts or GED equ ivalent and transcripts of 

a l l  previous col lege work to the Adm issions Office. 
C. Take the ACT exam (for student appl icants under 21 years of age). 
D. Complete Academic Development courses prior to appl ication to the 

n urs i ng program as determi ned by the requ i rements spec if ied on 
page 26  of the RSCC catalog u nder "General Student C lassifications." 

E .  Pass a pre-adm ission test. 
I I .  I n  add ition to requ i rements above, appl icants must meet requ i rement A 

or B or C below. 
A. Complete at least 1 2  hours of work from the genera l  educat ion 

requ i rements in  the Nurs ing curricu lum with a min imum 2 .75 G PA. 
These hours must be completed prior to the appl icat ion dead l i ne 
(th i rd Fr iday i n  January.) A "C" or better must be atta i ned i n  each 
requ i red science course. 

B. Students under 21 years of age must atta i n  a composite score of 20 or 
above on the ACT battery.

IV. At the beg inn ing of fa l l  semester, a mandatory orientation to the nurs i ng 
program wi l l  be schedu led prior to the f i rst day of c lasses. At th is  orienta­
t ion students must submit :  
A. A completed physica l  exami nat ion and a pre-c l i n i cal  drug screen 

prov id ing evidence of physica l  status necessary for practice in a l l  
areas o f  nursing care. 

B. Proof of current CPR certification that i ncludes one-person, two-person 
and infant and chi ld CPR. Students must submit a copy of certification. 

C. Students who do not attend this orientation and submit physical 
examinations and proof of CPR certification will be dropped from the 
program. 

V. Hea l th :  
A. Even though prel im i nary admission to the Nursing Program has been 

granted, a student wi l l  be requ i red to undergo a physical exam/health 
verification before final admission to the program.  Students w i l l  be re­
qu i red, dur ing the course of the program to demonstrate the i r  physical 
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and/or emotional fitness to meet the essential requirements of  the pro­
gram. Such essential requirements include freedom from communicable 
diseases, the ability to perform certain tasks and suitable emotional 
fitness. Any appraisal measures used to determine such physical 
and/or emotional fitness will be in compliance with Section 504 of 
the Rehabilitation Act of 1 973 and the Americans with Disabilities Act of 
1 990. Core performance standards for admission and progression 
which comply with the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1 990 are 
available from the office of the Nursing Program. 

B. Students will be required to meet all health guidelines of the affiliating 
agencies. For example, health insurance may be required by some 
affiliating agencies. Not having health insurance could limit a student's 
educational experience. Students are responsible for costs incurred from 
injury or illness while in the Nursing Program. 

V I. Other 
A. Individuals who are admitted to the program whose use of alcohol or 

consciousness-altering drugs interferes with their performance of nursing 
education activities will be referred for a drug screen and counseling. 
Please refer to the Nursing handbook for further information. Failure to 
correct the problem will result in termination from the Nursing Program. 

B. Students will be required to provide nursing care under supervision, for 
patients with infectious diseases. Any student refusing assignment to an 
infectious patient may be subject to dismissal from the program. 

C. The applicant must report if any license in any health care field has 
been suspended, revoked or denied. 

D. Additional testing and counseling may be recommended on an indi-
vidual basis. 

A Nursing Admissions Committee considers all eligible applicants and rec­
ommends applicants for acceptance into the Nursing Program. 
Students who have not met minimum requirements will not be consid­
ered. All students meeting minimum criteria will be considered competi­
tively, based on ACT score or GPA in required general education courses 
completed. It will be to your benefit to complete as many general educa­
tion courses as possible by application deadline. The earlier application 
date will also be considered if other criteria are equal. MEETING MINI­
MUM REQUI REMENTS DOES NOT GUARANTEE ACCEPTANCE. 
Preference will be given to Tennessee residents. 
RSCC General Student classification admission policies for transfer stu­
dents apply to transferring nursing students. Transfer students must meet 
RSCC general admissions requirements in addition to those of the 
Nursing Program. A letter of recommendation including evidence of clini­
cal and lab competency must be submitted from the director of the previ­
ous nursing program. Transfer students may seek placement in the nursing 
sequence by taking a proficiency examination subject to the approval of 
the nursing faculty. No nursing courses earned in a school of practical 
nursing may be credited by transfer, although academic courses, if earned 
through a college or university, will be evaluated for transfer. Nursing 
courses from an NLN accredited or state approved School of Nursing will 
be evaluated for transfer on an individual basis. 
Financial Aid may be available. Questions should be directed to the Finan­
cial Aid Office. 
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Un iforms are requ i red. I nformation and forms are inc luded in  letters of 
acceptance into the Nurs ing Program. Fees for the nurs ing students are 
the same as for other students with an addition : an annual  fee for profes­
sional l iab i l ity insurance is requ i red . 

Retention Policies 
1 .  The student must maintain  a cumulative GPA of 2.0 or better. A "C" must 

be ach ieved in each science course in order to progress to the second year 
of the nu rs ing program. 

2 .  The student must atta in  a grade of "C" or better i n  each nursing course. 
3. A student must satisfactori ly complete each c l in ical  rotation each semes­

ter in order to continue in the program. A grade of " incomplete" must be 
removed prior to the first c l i n ical  day of the following semester in order 
to progress to the next nurs ing course. 

4 .  The student must carry professional l iab i l ity i nsurance whi le enrol led in 
nursing courses. 

5 .  The student must maintain CPR Certification whi le enrol led in the nurs­
ing program.  

6. The student must abide by the course and c l i n ical pol ic ies as  outl i ned in  
the Nurs ing Student Handbook. Fai l u re to do so  may result i n  d ismissal 
from the program. 

Readmission Procedures 
1 .  Only one readmission to the nurs ing program is permitted. Readmission to 

the nurs ing program is a lso contingent upon the ava i l ab i l ity of space. 
Requ i rements for in it ial admission to the nurs ing program must be met in 
order for a student to be considered for readmission. Students with previous 
unsatisfactory c l in ical performance must be recommended for readmis­
sion by consensus of the nurs ing facu l ty. Students seeking readmission to 
the nursing program must state their intention in writing to the Division 
Chair of Nursing at least 30 days prior to summer semester, or 90 days 
prior to fal l  or spring semester. 

2.  If two " D" grades or below are received in  nurs ing courses, the student 
wi l l  be d ism i ssed from the program, and the person rece iv ing  such 
grades may not be el igible for admission into the nursing program of any 
other TBR i nstitut ion. 

3. Those students who fai l  to maintain a cumu lat ive G PA of 2 .0 may be 
considered for readmission to the nurs ing program only after removing 
a l l  grades of less than "C" in  requ i red general education courses. 

4 .  Students repeating nurs ing courses must repeat both theoret ical and c l i n i ­
ca l  components o f  the course. 

Legal Limitations for Licensure 
A graduate of an approved school of nurs ing who has been convicted of a 

violation of the law other than a minor traffic violation may be den ied a permit 
and/or a nu rs ing l icense. A graduate's el igibi l ity for l i censure i s  determined on 
an i nd ividual  basis .  Students are advised to consu lt with the l icensing board 
regard ing their l i censure el igibi l i ty. 
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Academic Advisement 
Nursing faculty provide academic advisement for prospective nurs ing students 

as wel l  as for those students admitted i nto the program. The facu lty assist stu­
dents with schedu l ing c lasses and dea l ing with academic concerns .  Facu l ty 
members have office hours posted on their office doors. Students should contact 
a facu lty member for advisement as needed. I t  has been recommended that stu­
dents experiencing academic d ifficulties make an appointment and d iscuss th is  
with a faculty member as soon as poss ible.

CHILD SUPPORT ENFORCEMENT 
TECHNICAL CERTIFICATE OF CREDIT 

This certificate program is designed to prepare graduates to be proficient in 
legal casework in a Title IV-D Child Support enforcement office setting in any 
judicial district in the state of Tennessee and to easily adapt to any Title IV-D 
office setting in the country. The student will learn and be able to apply basic 
child support law and will become familiar with basic court systems in 
Tennessee. The student will fully understand the child support enforcement 
process and all federal and state policies and mandated performance standards. 
The student will have a basic knowledge of related human service programs and 
understand the interaction of child support enforcement and these other pro­
grams. Proficiency in initial legal assessment of a child support case, preparation 
a_nd filing of legal pleadings, interaction with clients, negotiation and filing of 
the final order, and mastery of TCSES - a statewide child support computer sys­
tem, will be accomplished by the certificated student. 

The majority of the coursework will be taught by representatives of a legal 
firm participating as a Child Support enforcement contractor. 

Due to a limited enrollment, there are special admission policies for the Child 
Support Enforcement program: 

1 .  Each applicant must apply and be accepted to RSCC. 
2 .  Each applicant must submit high school transcripts (or GED equivalent) 

and transcripts of all previous college work to the Center for New Student 
Admission. 

3. Each applicant must complete and submit an Intern Data Sheet to the direc­
tor of the program. The Intern Data Sheet must be submitted no later than 
Aug. 1 of each year. Intern Data Sheets may be obtained through the Social 
Science/Education/PE office. Submitted sheets, together with transcripts 
and test scores, will be reviewed and evaluated by RSCC personnel and 
participating legal firms. Certain applicants may be required to attend an 
interview, as a part of the selection process and must be accepted by a 
legal firm participating as a child support enforcement contractor. 
Applicants will be notified of the list of those selected to participate. 

Some of the factors considered, for each applicant, will be: academic back­
ground, prior work experience, communication skills, computer skills, and 
demonstrated ability to work well with others, as well as with the public. This is not 
an exclusive list of factors, and no single factor will solely determine the selection 
decisions. The majority of the coursework will be offered at the Oak Ridge campus, 
as well as the office of the participating legal firm.

EMERGENCY MEDICAL TECHNOLOGY-PARAMEDIC 
TECHNICAL CERTIFICATE OF CREDIT 

T he Emergency Medical Services curriculum is designed to prepare graduates 
to perform patient assessments and render emergency care in the pre-hospital 
and hospital setting. First Responder students will learn basic life support skills 
necessary by a combination of classroom teaching with practice in laboratory 
sessions. Emergency Medical Technician (EMT) and EMT-Paramedic students 
will learn basic and advanced life support skills necessary by a combination of 
class lectures, laboratory training, clinical experience and the pre-hospital man­
agement of the ill or injured with local Ambulance Services. 

As students progress through the curriculum, they become eligible to take 
licensure examinations for First Responder, EMT, EMT-IV, and EMT-P given by 
the State of Tennessee Department of Emergency Medical Services. All programs 
have limited enrollment. 

The Paramedic Program is nationally accredited by the American Medical 
Association's Joint Review Committee on EMT-Paramedic Educational Programs . 
All our Emergency Medical Care Programs are approved by the Tennessee 
Emergency Medical Services. 

Admission to the First Responder Class 
A prospective student seeking admission to the First Responder Class must 

complete the fo l lowing procedures according to the State of Tennessee, 
Department of Emergency Medica l  Services and Roane State Community 
College guidelines. ' 

1 .  Complete an Application for Admissions/Readmission and submit it to 
the Office of Admissions and Records, Roane State Community College, 
276 Patton Lane, Harriman, TN 37748.

Students will learn how to operate sophisticated electronic monitoring devices 
which record brain activity (EEG), muscle and eye movements, blood oxygen levels 
and physiological events. 

Polysomnography technologists are employed in sleep disorders centers in hos­
pitals, clinics and office settings. This program will provide lectures, laboratory and 
clinical experiences at quality sleep centers. A major emphasis of the program 
will be to prepare technologists for board registration by the Association of Poly­
somnographic Technologists.

(Massage Therapy)

Somatic therapy is a nine-month certificate program to prepare students for 
entry level careers in the growing field of massage, bodywork and somatic ther­
apies. Graduates will be eligible for a Tennessee Massage Therapy License and 
eligible to sit for the National Certification in Therapeutic Massage and Body­
work Examination. 

The focus of this program will be Swedish Massage and Neuromuscular Therapy 
with an overview of the many other modalities practiced by Licensed Massage 
Therapists. More than 1 00 different approaches to therapeutic manipulation of mus­
cles, tendons, ligaments, fascia, and circulatory structures are available in the mar­
ket. Most require advanced training beyond the scope of this certificate program. 

Somatic therapists practice in a wide variety of settings: health clubs and well­
ness centers; chiropractic and physical therapy offfces; hotels, resorts and cruise 
lines; health food stores and sports outfitters; pain management and sports injury 
clinics; psychological and psychiatric clinics; and private homes and offices. Some 
work under the supervision of other licensed health care providers. Some are in 
business for themselves as private contractors. Many work part-time. Many work 
exclusively from their home offices.

BIO 201 - Environmental Science . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
A course which takes an ecological approach in  analyzing the impact of human activi­
ties upon natural systems. Attention is given to scientific resource management princi­
ples in such areas as forestry, wildl ife, soils, and water. (This Course fu lfi l ls the 3 hour 
science requirement in various career education programs such as Business Manage­
ment Technology and Office Administration. Course credit cannot be received for both 
B IO 201 and GGY 221 .)

A study of basic biological chem istry, cel lu lar  structure and function ( including cel lular 
respiration protein  synthesis and cel l  d ivision), h istology, and integumentary, skeletal 
and the nervous system. The laboratory wi l l  provide experiments to i l lustrate principles 
covered in  lecture. Note: Students are to bring latex or rubber gloves to the 1 st class 
session.

Included are vocational/career opportunities, business terminology, and the functions 
t hat are used in t he business process.

BUS 1 1 1  - Business Mathematics . . . . . . . . . .  ; . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
A course dealing with mathematics as applied to business operations. Included are 
mathematics of trading, operating, finance, ownership and investment, and summary 
and analysis. F, Sp, Su 

BUS 1 1 2  - Personal Finance . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .. . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
A course designed to aid the student in practical money management. Topics included 
are charting financial objectives; budgeting; consumer borrowing, renting, and buying; 
investing; employee benefits and taxation. F, Sp 

BUS 201 - Principles of Real Estate I • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • •  2 Credits 
A fundamental real estate course covering the basic laws and principles of Tennessee Real 
Estate, giving understanding, background, and terminology necessary for advanced study 
in specialized courses. T his course and BUS 206 satisfies the state commission of real 
estate's prerequisite for Affiliate Broker's license examination. (Corequisite: BUS 206) F, Sp 

BUS 202 - Real Estate Law . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  2 Credits 
A study of Tennessee Real Estate Law, including rights incident to property ownership 
and management, agency, contracts, and applications to real estate transfer, con­
veyances, probate proceedings, trust deeds, and foreclosure, as well as recent legisla­
tion governing real estate transactions. Applied toward educational requirement for 
affiliate brokers. Sp 

BUS 203 - Real Estate Finance . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  · . . . . . . . . . . . . .  2 Credits 
Institutional and governmental funds for financing real estate transactions. Applied 
toward continuing education requirement for affiliate brokers. Sp 

BUS 204 - Real Estate Appraisal . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  2 Credits 
T heories, functions, and purposes of appraisal to include the economic approach, the 
replacement approach and comparative values for all types of real estate. F 

BUS 206 - Principles of Real Estate I I  . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . • . .  2 Credits 
A continuation of BUS 20 1. (Corequisite :  BUS 20 1) F, Sp 

BUS 208 - Real Estate for New Affiliates . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . 2 Credits 
Course topics include prospects for buying and selling, establishing and maintaining 
client/customer records, protocol with agents, the contract, and case study exercises. 

BUS 209 - Office Brokerage Management . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . 2 Credits 
Examination of history of agency, agency in real estate, creating agency, problems, rela­
tionships, brokerage, listing agreements, termination, property management, pricing, 
contractual agreements, transfer of ownership, federal regulations, state regulations, 
duties owed others, regulated activities, and sanctions. 

BUS 21 0 - Introduction to Quality Management . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . 3 Credits 
This course covers the Deming Philosophy, his System of Profound Knowledge, global 
pressures, continuous improvement, quality tools, quality systems; and the cultural, 
organizational, socio-technical, and implementation requirements of Total Quality 
Management. This course utilizes a team-based approach to quality understanding and 
problem solving. F, Sp 
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BUS 2 1 1  - Resource Management . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
Explains the theory, design, implementation, and maintenance of MRP and MRP II com­
puterized manufacturing control systems; including b i l l s  of material, item master, and 
schedule fi les. This course wi l l  help in the preparation for certification by the American 
Production and I nventory Control Society. E lective credit only. F (odd years) 

BUS 21 2 - Just-In-Time . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
Explains the company-wide phi losophy of "on ly the right parts, of the best qual ity, in 
the right p lace, at the time" through the e l im ination of waste and non-value added 
activities; includes the Kanban system of stockless production . This course wi l l  help in 
the preparation for certification by the American Production and I nventory Control 
Society. E lective credit only. F (even years) 

BUS 21 3 - Attaining World Class Status . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
This  cou rse addresses the contemporary manufactu r ing strategies and techn iques 
required for competitive success i n  the 2 1 st century as a world class organization. 
Teams research and d iscuss the strategic and tactical appl ications of such topics as the 
qual ity perspective, qual i ty engineeri ng, concurrent design techniques, a responsive 
supplier network, the evolving role of supervision, and the empowered workforce. Sp 
(odd years) 

BUS 2 1 4  - Kaizen, Continuous Improvement . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
Kaizen addresses the e l imination of waste and non-value added activities to increase 
qual ity and productivi ty, whi le reducing costs. Commitment to and the pursuit of con­
tinuous, on-going improvement is critical to the success of a company-wide qual ity 
effort. Cou rse a lso covers TQC, TE I ,  SPC, as we l l  as problem solv ing techn iques. 
Learning partners work in teams on a semester long continuous improvement project. F 
(odd years) 

BUS 2 1 5  - Business Ethics . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
A course concerned with the relationship between business goals and practices and the 
good of society. Of specific concern wi l l  be matters such as fa ir pay, safe working condi­
tions, wel l-made products at fair prices and environmental issues. E lective credit only. F 

BUS 21 7 - Developing a Quality System . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
This course uses the criteria of the Malcolm Baldrige National Qual ity Award as a frame­
work for an integrated, organizational qual ity system. Each of the 7 criteria, 28 exami­
nation items, and 91 areas to address are examined in  an appl ication orientation. Learning 
partners participate as teams to assess an actual organization, determine criteria scoring, 
and make recommendations for improvement. F (even years) 

BUS 221 - Principles of Accounting I • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • •  3 Credits 
Basic principles and procedures in accounting relating to the complete accounting cycle 
for both service and merchand ising companies owned as sole proprietorships and as 
corporations. Also, detai led analysis of assets and l iabi l ities and owner's equi ty. F, Sp, Su 

BUS 222 - Principles of Accounting II . • • • • • • • . . • • • . . • • • • • • . . •  3 Credits 
Continues with corporate accounting and long-term l iabil ities, cash flow statement, and 
analysis of financial statements. Also, an emphasis on managerial and cost accounting 
for making sound business decisions. (Prerequ isite :  BUS 221 ; a grade of "C" or better is 
strongly recommended in BUS 22 1 )  F, Sp 

BUS 224 - Cost Accounting . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
Princip les of manufacturing and distribution cost accounting. Material, labor, and over­
head costs in job order and process cost accounting, budgeting analysis of cost distribu­
tion, standard costing, and related problems. (Prerequ isite: BUS 222;  a grade of "C" or 
better is strongly recommended in BUS 222)  Sp 

BUS 225 - Income Tax Accounting - Personal . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
Federal income tax laws with emphasis on the preparation of returns for individuals. Both 
manual and computerized tax returns wi l l  be prepared. (Prerequ isite: BUS 222 or per­
mission of instructor; a grade of "C" or better is strongly recommended in BUS 222) F 
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BUS 226 - Income Tax Accounting - Business . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
Federal income tax laws with emphasis on the preparation of returns for business. Both 
manual and computerized tax returns wi l l  be prepared. (Prerequisite: BUS 225 or per­
mission of instructor; a grade of "C" or better is strongly recommended in  BUS 225) Sp 

BUS 227 - Fund Accounting . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
The theory and practice of a fund accounting system used by a not-for-profit entity. 
Emphasis is on the budget process, appropriations and revenue funds for governmental 
agencies, schools, charities, and not-for-profit medical faci l ities. (Prerequisite: BUS 222 or 
consent of instructor; a grade of "C" or better is strongly recommended in  B US 222) F 

BUS 230 - Quality Management Seminar . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  1 to 5 Credits 
Various perspectives in  qual ity management examined.  Topical mater ia l  studied i n  
course w i l l  b e  identified i n  appropriate class schedu le. Sp (odd years) 

BUS 233 - Intermediate Accounting . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  4 Credits 
Extensive analysis of the principa l  elements of accounting systems and statements with 
emphasis on the assets, l iabil ities, and stockholder's equity of the balance sheet. (Pre­
requisite: BUS 222;  a grade of "C" or better is strongly recommended in  B U S  2 22) F 

BUS 251 - Legal Environment for Business . .  · . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
Emphasis is placed on c lassification of laws, historical background of our systems of 
laws, duties, buying services, i nsurance, consumer protection, negotiable i nstruments, 
and business organ ization . F, Sp 

BUS 252 - Business Law . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  : . . . .  3 Credits 
Designed to acquaint the student with the privi leges and responsibil ities of the individ­
ual under business law. Topics studied will include the u n iform commercial  code, con­
tracts, sales, agency, partnerships, corporations, and negotiable i nstruments. 

BUS 255 - Microcomputing Accounting Applications I • • • • • • • • • • •  3 Credits 
A course designed to acquaint business management majors with common microcomputer 
applications in the field of accounting. (Prerequisites: BUS 2 2 1  and CST 1 02 ;  a grade of 
"C" or better is strongly recommended in  BUS 2 2 1 ) Sp 

BUS 257 - Microcomputing Accounting Applications II • • . . . . • • . .  2 Credits 
A course designed to acquaint the student with commercial accounting software using 
the m icrocomputer for med i u m  size companies. I nc l udes tracking of receivab les, 
payables, i nventory, and financial statement preparation (Prerequ is i te :  BUS 221 and 
CST 1 02;  Bus 255 is  strongly recommended; a grade of "C" or better i s  strongly recom­
mended in BUS 2 2 1 ) F 

BUS 261 - Psychological Aspects of Management . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
This course applies psychological principles to business and other organ izations con­
cerned with effective management. Topics covered i nc lude leadership and supervision; 
communications and human relation ski l l s; scientific and human istic management and 
motivation ski l ls, group dynamics and coping with change. F, Sp 

BUS 262-270 - Business Seminar . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  1 to 4 Credits 
Exploration of special ized business interests. Topical material studied in course wi l l  be 
identified i n  the c lass schedu le. 

BUS 271 - Sales . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
A course emphasiz ing the relationship of product and market, industrial and consumer 
sales, methods of market analysis, sales and sales methods. F, Sp 

BUS 272 - Retailing . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
A study of the principles and practices of reta i l ing including planning, pol ic ies, and pro­
cedures of distribution. Sp 

BUS 273 - Marketing . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
A general but crit ical survey of the field of marketing, covering international i ndustries 
and commerce, d istribution of resources, factors of d istribution and transportation, and 
the marketing functions. F, Sp 
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BUS 274 - Marketing Opportunity Analysis . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
The purpose of this course is to provide a l i nk between theory and practice by evaluat­
ing current and future market conditions in order to identify marketing opportunities. 
This is accompl ished by introducing the student to patterns and plans which integrate 
the major goals, pol icies, and action sequences of the organization into a cohesive 
whole, al locating its resources into a unique posture within the internal and external 
environmental condit ions. Students w i l l  be able to devise a marketing plan which 
exploits the opportunity so identified . They wil l  a lso be able to estimate the conse­
quences of implementing this plan. (Elective credit only) 

BUS 278 - Small Business Management . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
An introductory course designed to provide an overview of the business environment and 
requi rements for successful ly operating a smal l  business. Topics covered include forms 
of business, credit management, ut i l iz ing professionals, information management, etc. 
Students must secure departmental approval to take this course. Sp 

BUS 281 , 282 - Management and Supervision I, II . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
This two course sequence is designed to introduce the basic aspects of supervisory 
development, to i nclude the functions of management, communication ski l ls, in terper­
sonal relations, motivation, morale, d isc ip l ine, leadership tra in ing and evaluation, deci­
sion-making and self-development. BUS 281 F, Sp, Su; BUS 282 Sp 

BUS 284 - Management Seminar . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
Consideration of current problems, issues, and developments in  the area of manage­
ment. Students are guided through individual projects and outside research related to 
their  area of concentration and employment tra in ing. Sp 

3 Credits 
This course is designed for students who have entered or wi l l  be entering fields requir­
ing  s k i l l s  in v i rtua l ly  every area of management inc lud ing marketing, operations, 
accounting, and financial, ethical, political, and quantitative d imensions. Each d imen­
sion wi l l  be addressed in lectures, classroom d iscussions, and class presentations. The 
primary purpose of the course is to introduce the student to patterns and plans which 
integrate the major goals, policies, and action sequences of an organ ization in to a 
cohesive whole, a l locating its resou rces in to a unique and viable posture with in the 
framework of internal and external environmental al terations, antic ipated and unantici­
pated changes, and contingent moves by intell igent opponents. (E lective credit only) 

BUS 290 - Basic Statistical Process Control . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
This course covers basic statistics, control chart construction and interpretation, varia­
tion identification and reduction, and how SPC fits into the Total Qual ity Management 
system. Project teams apply SPC techniques in organizations to identify and reduce process 
variation, select appropriate control charts, and perform capabil i ty studies. Sp (even years) 

BUS 292 - Contemporary Leadership I • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • •  3 Credits

problem solving, goal setting, communication, pressure, and other areas. (Elective credit 
only) Offered as requ i red . 

BUS 293 - Contemporary Leadership I I  . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
Cou rse covers leadership, competition, conflict resolution and negotiation examin ing 
the i mpact of leadersh ip on self-esteem, the importance of performance appraisals, 
organ izational effectiveness and development, healthy and destructive competition, 
reso lv ing confl i ct, mediat ion techn iques, and negotiat ing techn iques and tactics. 
Elective credit only. Offered as requ i red. 

BUS 294 - Customer Service Excellence . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
Presents methods and techniques for measuring customer satisfaction. Topical materials 
covered include use of customer expectations for goal setting, customer d riven manage­
ment techn iques, c reat ing emp loyee ownersh i p  of the customer service process, 
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exceeding customer expectations, and establ ishing continuous customer feedback and 
immediate resolution of complaints. Elective credit only. Offered as required. 

CARDIOVASCULAR INTERVENTIONAL TECHNOLOGY 
*CIT 1 01 - Procedures I • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • •  3 Credits 

This course covers an overview of anatomy and physiology, practical applications of 
interventional procedures, vascular correlations, and surgical i ntervention for specific 
disease processes. 

3 hours lecture 

CIT 1 1 0  - Procedures II • • • • • . • • • • . . . . . . . • . . . • . • • • • • • • • . • • •  3 Credits 
This course covers theory and practice of physiological monitoring, emergency care, 
and pharmacology. 

3 hours lecture 

CIT 1 20 - Procedures I l l  . . . . . . . . . . . . . . • . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
An overview of patient care and legal considerations, equipment and instrumentations, 
image qual ity and control, steri le techniques and isolation procedures.

3 Credits 
This course provides the Radiologic Technologist with CIT experience, an extensive review 
to sit for the ARRT examination in Cardiovascular lnterventional Technology.

CHEMISTRY 
To r.eceive credit for a chemistry course, the lecture section must be accompa­

nied by a laboratory session during the same semester.

This course is designed for students desiring to enter a science, engineering or pre-med 
(veterinarian, pharmacy, etc.) program but who have had no high school chemistry or are 
not recent high school graduates. The emphasis wi l l  be on the fundamental concepts of 
chemistry, nomenclature, equation writing, simple stoichiometric calculations, bonding, 
gas l aws and property of solutions. ( NOTE :  Th i s  course cannot be used to fu l fi l l  a 
natura l/physical science requirement where a sequence is indicated.

3 hours lecture - 3 hou rs laboratory 

CHE 1 01 - Introduction to Chemical Principles . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  4 Credits 
I ntroductory chemistry dealing with the basic principles such as atomic structure, peri­
odic law, states of matter, chemical bonding, types of compounds, gas laws, solutions, 
acids and bases, equil ibria.  (Prerequ isite :  2 years of high school algebra and 1 year high 
school chemistry or 2 years of high school algebra and CHE 1 00) F 

3 hours lecture - 3 hours laboratory 

CHE 1 02 - Basic Organic and Biochemistry . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  4 Credits 
Al iphatic, aromatic, and heterocycl ic  organic chemistry with emphasis on structure, 
nomenclature, and functional groups. I ntroductory biochemistry concerning l ipids, car­
bohydrates, proteins, and nucleic acids. (Prerequisite: CHE 1 01 )  Sp 

3 hours lecture - 3 hours laboratory 

CHE 1 21 - General Chemistry I • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • •  4 Credits 
A study of fundamental principles of chemistry, such as mathematical calculations of chem­
ical relationships, atomic structure, periodic relationships, molecular structure, bonding, 
and the chemistry of oxygen, hydrogen, and water, K inetic Molecular Theory, physical 
states of matter, solution chemistry. (Prerequisite: 2 years of high school algebra and 1 year 
high school chemistry or 2 years of high school algebra and CHE 1 00) F, Sp 

3 hours lecture - 3 hours laboratory 
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CHE 1 22 - General Chemistry II . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  4 Credits 
E lectrolytes, oxidation-reduction, electrochemistry, molecu la r  and ionic equ i l i br ia, 
nuclear chemistry, and brief survey of organ ic chemistry. (Prerequisite: CHE 1 2 1 )  Sp, Su 

3 hours lecture - 3 hours laboratory 

CHE 202 - Quantitative Analysis . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  5 Credits 
The study of the basic theories of quantitative analysis, with stress on the theories of 
neutralization, precipitation, volumetric, and gravimetric analysis. (Prerequ isite: CHE 
1 22) Sp, on demand 

3 hours lecture - 6 hours laboratory 

CHE 21 1 - Qualitative Analysis . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  4 Credits 
Theory and practice of qual itative analysis, chemical equi l ibrium and solubi l i ty prod­
uct. Laboratory practice in the identification of the major cations and anions. (Prereq-
uisites: CHE 1 2 1 ,  1 22) 

3 hours lecture - 3 hours laboratory 

CHE 221 - Organic Chemistry I • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • •  4 Credits 
A study of the properties, preparations, reactions, and spectroscopy of a l iphatic and aro­
matic compounds, including reaction mechanisms and the relationship between struc­
ture and reactivity. (Prerequ isite: CHE 1 2 2) F 

3 hours lecture - 3 hours laboratory 

CHE 222 - Organic Chemistry II . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  4 Credits 
A continuation of CHE 2 2 1 , covering carbanion condensations, heterocycl ics, fats, car­
bohydrates, amino acids, and prote ins. (Prerequisite: CHE 22 1 )  Sp 

3 hours lecture - 3 hours laboratory 

CHE 235 - Chemistry of the Radioisotopes . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
Introduction to the theory of nuclear stability and nuclear decay processes. Detection, 
safe hand l i ng and use of radioisotopes wi l l  also be studied. (Prerequisite :  CH E 1 22) Sp 

3 hours lecture 

CHE 240 - Internship-Environmental Chemistry . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  5 Credits 
This work experience is designed to fam i l iarize students with applications of environ­
mental chemistry. Efforts will be made to place students in  an area which supports their 
career goals. (A min imum of 300 contact hours are requ i red.) No student may enrol l  in  
an internship unless the approval of the instructor is granted. Offered as needed. 

CHE 242 - Internship-Analytical Chemistry . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  5 Credits 
This work experience is designed to fami l iarize students with applications of analytical 
chemistry. Efforts will be made to place students in  an area which supports their  career 
goals. (A min imum of 300 contact hours are required.) No student may enroll in an 
internship unless approval of the instructor is granted. Offered as needed. 

CHE 231 -259 - Independent Scientific Investigation . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
I ndependent laboratory/l ibrary research in chemistry by qual i fied students under the 
supervision of a faculty member. Especial ly designed to develop interest and to apply 
techniques of scientific research.  Up to six credit hours may be earned. (Prerequ isite: 
Consent of the facu l ty member) 

CHILD SUPPORT ENFORCEMENT 

LES 1 01 - Introduction to Child Support Law . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
This course wi l l  give the student an overview of domestic law in Tennessee with an 
emphasis placed upon those aspects of the law which pertain to chi ld support establ ish­
ment and enforcement. Upon completion of the course, the student will have been 
exposed to legal actions and forms used in  the establ ishment and enforcement of chi ld 
support.

LES 1 06 - Introduction to Title IV-D of the 
Social Security Act & TCSES . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 

This course w i l l  introduce the student to federal and state l aw requ i rements for the 
admin istration of the Title IV-D Office. Upon completion of the course, the student wi l l  
understand why and how Title IV-D offices exist and requi rements for the i r  manage­
ment and admin istration. The student wi l l  understand the relationship of the IV-D pro­
gram to other human service programs, such as Aid to Fam i l ies with Dependent 
Chi ldren, JOBS, and Medicaid. The student wi l l  understand basic rights of the custodian 
of a chi ld and noncustodial parent to the chi ld support services and benefits provided 
by federal and state government. 

LES 1 1 0  - Introduction to Casework . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
This course wi l l  introduce the student to the inner workings of the chi ld support office 
and to basic clerical ski l ls .  Upon completion of the course, the student wi l l  have been 
introduced to and wi l l  have practiced telephone ski l ls, fi l i ng ski l ls, copier sk i l ls, the 
d iary and tickler system, interpersonal relationships with other child support personnel 
and wi l l  have an in i tial "walk-through" of a typical chi ld support file from beginning to 
end. The student wi l l  learn about the importance of independent work habits, w i l l  be 
introduced to resource materials for the Title IV-D office (state and local manuals), wi l l  
learn the hierarchy of  employees and management in  a Title IV-D Office. Th is  course 
wi l l  prepare the student to enter the workplace in the second semester in ternship and 
wi l l  be designed to equip the student with practical sk i l l s  for use in that internship. 

LES 1 20 - In-Depth Study of a Child Support Action . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
This course will provide a detailed study of procedures ut i l ized in the Title IV-D Office 
in the admin istration of requi red services. An intense examination of specific legal 
actions and the individual steps necessary from start to finish of a typical ch i ld support 
case wi l l  be accomplished by each student. Upon completion of the course, along with 
the companion TCSES course, the student will be acc l imated to the Title IV-D Office 
and wi l l  be prepared to begin working basic chi ld support files. 

LES 1 30 - Internship in a Title IV-D Office Review 
and Modification Procedures . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 

This course wi l l  a l low the student to apply basic clerical ski l ls  and knowledge of chi ld 
support law and Title IV-D pol icies and procedures in the actual chi ld support office 
setting. The student wi l l  spend weekly time in the ch i  id support office actual ly  working 
cases needing evaluation for review and modification requirements of Title IV-D of the 
Social Security Administration Act. The student wi l l  have an opportunity to practice a 
broad spectrum of chi ld support caseworker duties. 

LES 1 40 - Tennessee Child Support Enforcement System II • • • • • • • •  3 Credits 
This course wi l l  al low the student to apply the knowledge of case management that was 
obtained in  previous child support courses through the interaction with the state main­
frame. Upon completion of the course, the student wi l l  have not only the knowledge of 
how to access and use the state mainframe but also understand how the system wi l l  
interact in the da i ly  operations of  the Chi ld  Support Enforcement Office. 

COMPUTER SCIENCE TECHNOLOGY 
To receive credit for CST 201 , 2 1 1 ,  and 261 the lecture section must -be ac­

companied by a laboratory section during the same semester. Students selecting 
the Computer Science Option may expect programming or lab assignments 
requiring 9 or more hours of computer use per week. 

CST 1 02 - Computer Concepts & Applications . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
An introductory course including fundamental computer concepts, term i nology, and 
appl ications. Included in this course is a basic fami l iarization with a m icrocomputer, an 
operating system, and the more popular m icrocomputer application such as word pro­
cessing, spreadsheets, and others. F, S, SU 
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CST 1 03 - Computer Presentations . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
An introductory course in the use of presentation software such as Powerpoint  and 
Harvard Graphics. Preparation of graphs, charts, sl ides, and transparencies is included. 
Students are required to make oral and written presentations with the use of presenta­
tion software. (Prerequisite :  CST 1 02) F, Sp 

CST 1 05 - Database Management . . . . . . . . . . .  ; . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
Database system design, implementation, querying and application development using 
visual basic in  a m icrocomputer environment. SQL techniques are included. Course 
integrates the database functions of spreadsheets and spreadsheet macros during the 
coverage of database system applications. (Prerequisite : CST 1 02) F, Sp 

CST 1 1 3  - Introduction to Programming I • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • •  .4 Credits 
An introductory course using the C programming language. Topics include C syntax, 
top-down program development, predefined C functions, user-defined functions, repeti­
tion statements, arithmetic operators and operator precedence and associativity, vari­
able declarations and assignment statements, C data types including pointer variables, 
passing, storing and using addresses, relational and logical operators, decision state­
ments, and arrays. Good program documentation is emphasized. (Prerequisite-reading 
and math requ i rements have been completed in Academic Development. Students 
complet ing  the Computer Sc i ence Opt ion in the A . A . S .  Bus i ness Management 
Technology Program must take CST 1 02 as a coreq u i s i te with CST 1 1 3  or h ave 
Computer Science advisor's approval . )  F, Sp 

CST 1 35 - Introduction to Spreadsheets . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
Designed to introduce students to fundamental operations of a spreadsheet including 
formula develo'pment, graphics, data base management, and design. Course wi l l  expose 
students to windows based spreadsheet such as Excel. F, Sp 

CST 1 40 - Beginning Windows . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  1 Credit 
An orientation to Windows. Course provides an introduction to hardware and Windows 
concepts and terminology. Students are given an overview of Windows features and its basic 
accessories. Lab activities introduce use of mouse, cl icking, dragging, selecting, help, 
groups, format, copy, drive specifications, the Control Panel to customize Windows fea­
tures, and print functions. 

CST 1 41 - Intermediate Windows . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  1 Credit 
Major features of Windows are explored inc lud ing object l i nk ing and embedd ing. 
Course covers extended use of F i le  Manager, Accessories, such as Write, Paintbrush 
Notepad, Calendar, Object Packager, and Cardfi le,  and customization of program 
groups and start up features of Windows. (Prerequisite: CST 1 40 or Computer Science 
Advisor's Approval )  

CST 1 46 - Beginning Spreadsheet Applications for Windows . . . . . . .  1 Credit 
Exposes students to Excel for Windows. Course covers the fundamental strategies in  the 
Spreadsheet Application Development Cycle whi le introducing the basic features of the 
Windows based spreadsheet. (Prerequ isite: CST 1 40 or CST 1 02 or Computer Science 
Advisor's Approval) 

CST 1 47 - Intermediate Spreadsheet Applications for Windows . . . . .  1 Credit 
An in-depth exam i nation of such topics as  functions, graph ics, and database are 
explored using Excel for Windows. Princip les of good spreadsheet design is empha­
sized. (Prerequ isite: CST 1 46 or Computer Science Advisor's Approval) 

CST 1 48 - Advanced Spreadsheet Applications for Windows . . . . . . .  1 Credit 
Advanced features of Excel are introduced covering such topics as object l inking, scenarios, 
and macros. (Prerequisites: CST 1 46, CST 1 47 or Computer Science Advisor's Approval) 

CST 1 49 - Beginning Word Processing Applications for Windows . . . .  1 Credit 
Students are exposed to the fundamental features of Microsoft Word's menu bar and 
tool bar whi le creating and edit ing documents. (Prerequ isite: Adequate keyboarding 
and computing sk i l ls .  OAD 1 00 and CST 1 40 or CST 1 02 recommended) 
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CST 1 50 - Intermediate Word Processing Applications for Windows . .  1 Credit 
Covers document formatting in depth, use of graphics, object linking, and embedding. 
(Prerequisite: CST 1 49 or Computer Science Advisor's Approval )  

CST 1 53 - Beginning Desktop Publishing for Windows . . . . . . . . . . . .  1 Credit 
Principles of good design and layout are introduced as students integrate text and 
graphics to create a brochure, flyer, and newsletter in a Windows environment. 1 Credit 
Hour (Prerequisites: Adequate keyboarding and computing skills. OA D 100 and CST 
1 02 or CST 1 40 recommended) 

CST 1 55 - Beginning Database Applications for Windows . . . . . . . . . .  1 Credit 
Fundamental concepts are integrated with hands on exercises to introduce students to 
the commands and query features of a database applications package for the Windows 
environment. (Prerequisites: Adequate keyboarding and computing skills. OAD 100 and 
CST 1 02 or CST 1 40 recommended) 

CST 1 56 - Beginning Internet . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
Introduces students to services and information featured on the Internet, with an emphasis 
on using the Internet effectively for research. (Prerequisite: Adequate keyboarding and 
computing skills. OAD-100 and CST 1 02 or CST 1 40 recommended) F, Sp 

CST 1 59 - Seminar on Applications in the Windows Environment . .  1 -4 Credits 
An introductory course on the fundamental concepts, commands and uses of a 
Windows based application package. This class explores one of many different applica­
tions in the Windows environment such as financial planning, time scheduling, stock 
market analysis, presentation graphics, etc. The specific software package used in class 
will be indicated in the course title when it is placed in the class schedule. (Prereq­
uisites : Adequate keyboarding and computing skills. CST 1 00 and CST 1 02 or CST 1 40 
recommended or Computer Science Advisor's Approval) 

CST 203 - Principles of Programming I I  . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
A continuation of Introduction to Programming I and the C Language. Course content 
inc ludes coverage of dynamic memory al location and data types such as pointers, 
strings, linked lists, user- defined types, and other characteristics of data structures. Also 
included is an introduction to object oriented programming using the C++ Language. 
(Prerequisite: CST 1 1 3) Sp

Maintenance and configuration of microcomputers including installation of disk drives, 
CD drives, tape drives, memory, NICS, power supplies, sound cards, power supplies, 
ups, and other hardware. I RQ and OMA settings and conflicts are included as is the use 
of diagnostic software. Good preventative maintenance practices are emphasized. 
(Prerequisite: CST 102 or Computer Science Advisor's Approval) F, Sp 

CST 209 - GUI Programming I • • • • • • • • • • • • • . • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • •  3 Credits 
A continuation of principles of programming II and object oriented programming. Course 
content includes coverage of c lasses and their member data and methods, function 
overloading, and inheritance. Class libraries are used to implement GUI  applications.

CST 21 0 - GUI Programming I I  . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  4 Credits 
GUI Programming using at least one of several currently popular languages including those 
which are network-based. (Prerequisites : CST 1 1 3, CST 203 and CST 209) 

CST 21 1 - COBOL . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
Computer programming in COBOL. File handling, disk data sets. (Prerequisite: CST 102 
or CST 113 or consent of instructor) 

2 hours lecture-3 hours laboratory 
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CST 21 2 - Advanced Microcomputer Applications . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
Exposure to a wide variety of appl ications software and programming techniques beyond 
those covered in CST 1 05 Database Management and 209 G U I  Programming I. (Pre­
requisite: CST 1 05 ,  CST 209 or Computer Science Advisor's approval) Sp 

CST 21 5 - Operating Systems . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
In  depth experience on the operations of DOS, Unix, VMS, and Local Area Networking. Stu­
dents learn to apply, navigate through, and use operating system commands and d i rectory 
structures. (Prerequisite :  CST 1 02 ,  CST 1 1 3 , CST 205, and CST 207 or Computer Science 
Advisor's Approval) Sp 

CST 21 7 - Data and File Management . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  2 Credits 
Topics covered include basic fami l iarization with file types and conversions, backup, 
d isaster recovery, and EDP audit. (Prerequ isite: CST 203) Sp 

CST 221 -229 - Seminar in Computer Applications . . . . . . . . . . . . .  1 -4 Credits 
Covers special topics in computer appl ications. Check with your academic advisor for 
courses offered each semester. 

COMPUTER TOMOGRAPHY 

*CTR 1 01 - Computer Tomography . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
This course is designed to prepare the Radiologic Technologist with CT experience to 
take the advanced level examination in Computerized Tomography administered by the 
American Registry of Radiologic Technologists. 

3 hours lecture 

*This course does not meet any curricular requ i rements for any program, with the exception of techni­
cal requirement for the A.A.S. General Technology program.

3 Credits 
This inc ludes the history of cr iminal corrections in the Uni ted States; analysis of the 
crime problem; identification of the correctional cl ient; correctional methods used in 
the Uni ted States; and emphasis on correctional goals in the criminal justice system. Sp 

COR 1 1 1  - Juvenile Delinquency . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
A study of new attempts geared toward the rebell ious youthful offenders in the areas of 
treatment, experimentation, innovative programs, and theories of causation. F, Su 
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COR 1 1 2  - Emerging Rights of Prisoners . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
An attempt to systematically identify and analyze the practical impl ications of recent 
court decisions affecting civil rights and due process for prisoners. Sp 

COR 201 - Correctional Administration and Supervision . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
A study of the organizational structure, training techniques, cultura l  developments, and 
administrative concepts of incarceration.

U pon 
successful completion of this course, students wi l l  be ACLS trained by the American 
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Heart Association. This cou rse is avai lable to EMTs, paramed ics, nurses, respi ratory 
therapists, and physicians. 

EMT 1 1 6  - Basic Trauma Life Support - BTLS . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  1 Credit 
A study of the assessment and treatment of victims suffering traumatic inju ry. Emphasis 
is on a i rway maintenance with cervical spine immobi l ization and currently accepted 
treatments for l ife threaten ing injuries related to the cardiopul monary, musculo-skeletal, 
gastro-intestinal,  and nervous systems. Upon successful completion of the BTLS course, 
students wi l l  receive certification by the Tennessee Chapter of the American Col lege of 
the Emergency Physicians. This course is available to EMTs, paramedics, nurses, respira­
tory therapists, an� physicians. 

EMT 1 1 7  - Pediatric Advanced Life Support - PALS . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  1 Credit 
A study of medical and trauma emergencies as related to pediatric patients. Emphasis is 
on the assessment and treatment of chi ldren by the health care provider in  a pre-hospi­
tal sett ing. D iseases commonly associated with ch i ld ren such as epiglottis, croup, 
asthma, and febri le seizures are discussed. The specific areas of obstetrical emergencies 
and neonate care are i ncluded. Upon completion of the PALS course, students wi l l  
receive certification by  the American Heart Association. Th i s  course is  available to 
EMTs, paramedics, nurses, respi ratory therapists and physicians. 

EMT 1 1 8  - Pre-Hospital Trauma Life Support - PHTLS . . . . . . . . . . . . .  1 Credit 
A study of the assessment and treatment of victims suffering traumatic injury. Emphasis 
is on ai rway maintenance with cervical spine immobi l ization and currently accepted 
treatments for l ife threatening injuries related to the cardio-pulmonary, musculo-skele­
tal, gastro-intestinal, and nervous systems. Upon successful completion to the PHTLS 
course, students wi l l  receive certification by the American Col lege of Surgeons. This 
course is  avai lable to EMTs, paramedics, nurses, respiratory therapists, and physicians.

EHT 1 1 1  - Environmental Instrumentation I • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • 3 Credits 
Provides tra in ing in the evaluation of hazards often encountered in industrial and waste 
management areas. Classroom instruction includes the use of instrumentation used to 
measure radiation, noise, heat stress, organic chemicals and oxygen deficiency. 

EHT 1 20 - Waste Management and Pollution Prevention . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
An overview of the regulatory drivers and systems by which hazardous and non-hazardous 
wastes are managed. Incentives for waste min imization are presented, as wel l  as tech­
niques and sources of information.  

EHT 1 30 - Industrial Hygiene and Safety I • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • 3 Credits 
An overview of industrial hygiene and safety concepts including a recogn ition of occu­
pational hazards and classes of control techniques. Human anatomy and physiology as it 
relates to occupational hazards is presented. Students are a lso introduced to the Occu­
pational Safety and Health Act and its administration. 

EHT 201 - Environmental and Occupational Law and Regulations . . .  3 Credits 
Survey of federal and state laws regulating environmental management, employee health 
and safety, hazardous substances, waste management and environmental restoration, 
and water and air pol lution . 

EHT 21 1 - Safety and Emergency Response . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
A review of federal, state, and local emergency response guidel ines and methods for 
protecting workers employed in hazardous waste operations and emergency response. 

EHT 21 5 - Applied Radiological Control Technology . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
Study of the core academic knowledge and ski l l  requ i red of entry level radiation control 
technicians. Includes applying ski l ls  in mathematics, algebra, physical sciences and l ife 
sciences to the control of occupational exposure of workers to ionizing radiation. Topics 
include radiation mathematics, physical sciences, nuclear physics, sources of radiation, 
biological effects of radiation, radiological protection, exposure control, and radiation 
detector theory and operation. 

EHT 222 - Environmental Instrumentation II . . . . . . • . . • • . . • . . . . . 3 Credits 
Provides an introduction to those instruments used to characterize water, wastewater, 
soi l ,  wastes, and a i r. I nstruments demonstrated include those used to measure specific 
conductance, pH, dissolved oxygen, turbid ity, chlorine residual, and other environmental 
parameters. Environmental sampl ing techniques and protocols wi l l  be presented. 

EHT 225 - Special Topics in Environmental Health . . . . . . . . . . . . .  1 -3 Credits 
This elective course is  designed to a l low instruction in special topics deemed necessary 
to meet the demands of business and industry. 

EHT 230 - Industrial Hygiene and Safety I I  • • • . . • . • • . . . • • • • • • • • 3 Credits 
A more in-depth analysis of the physical, biologic, and chemical hazards encountered in 
the workplace. Topics include exposure to temperature extremes, noise, radiation, haz­
ardous chemicals, and biologic hazards including bloodborne pathogens. Specific admin­
istrative and engineering controls and personal protective equipment are presented.

Continuation of Intermed iate French I. (Prerequisite: FRE 201 ) 

GEOGRAPHY 
Geography is a subject which in its broadest sense studies the earth-atmos­

phere system and human activities therein. As such, geography provides an 
unusual blend of social science and natural science. Prospective students should 
note that the 3-credit-hour courses in geography generally are classified as 
social science credits. The 4-credit-hour sequence (GGY 1 01 ,  1 02 ,  Geography 
of the Natural Environment I, II) fulfills the natural/physical science requirements 
in most liberal arts programs. 

GGY 1 01 - Geography of the Natural Environment I • • • • • • • • • • • • •  4 Credits 
A study of the processes which govern atmospheric activity and of the characteristics of 
world cl i matic patterns. Subjects of interest include storms, oceanic influences, cl imatic 
change, and analysis of weather maps. Special attention is given to human interaction 
with the cl imatic environment. 

3 hours lecture - 3 hours laboratory 

GGY 1 02 - Geography of the Natural Environment II . . . . . . . . . . . .  4 Credits 
An investigation of the earth as a system comprised of landforms, soils, vegetation, and 
an imals, each interacting with c l imate to create a world pattern of envi ronments of 
importance to humankind. 

3 hours lecture - 3 hours laboratory 

GGY 201 - World Geography I • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • •  3 Credits 
A study of the major organizing concepts and thei r  appl ications in the different subfields 
of human geography, including regional analysis, population, political, cultural, urban, 
and economic geography. Special  attention is given to analysis of current world prob­
lems and issues. As needed. 

GGY 202 - World Geography II . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
Selected world regions, especia l ly  those with problems or situations of contemporary 
interest, are used to i l lustrate geographical concepts, points of view, and techniques of 
analysis. 

GGY 205 - Physical Geography . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
A study of the global earth, the tools of the discipl ine, the atmosphere, the hydrosphere 
and the biosphere. 
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GGY 21 1 - Environmental Science . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
A course which takes an ecological approach in analyzing the impact of human activi­
ties upon natural systems. Attention is given to scientific resource management princi­
ples in  such areas as forestry, wi ld l i fe, soi ls, and water. (This course fu lfi l l s  the 3 hours 
science requirement in various career education programs such as Business Manage­
ment Technology and Office Admin istration. Course credit cannot be received for both 
B IO 201 and GGY 2 1 1  .) 

GGY 221 - Introduction to Economic Geography . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
A study of location and spatial organization of the world's major types of economics, 
inc luding agricu lture, energy and m ineral production, manufacturing, transportation, 
trade, and services. 

GEOLOGY 
The geology sequence offers students an add itional branch of science which 

wi l l  fu lfi l l  natura l/physical  science curr icu lum requ i rements. Geology provides a 
perspective about the earth that may be very helpful in numerous other fields of 
study i nc lud ing archaeology, anthropology, forestry, soi l  science, biology, and 
engineering. The courses l i sted below do not have to be taken in  sequence, and 
there are no prerequ isites. 

GEO 1 61 - General Geology I • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • •  4 Credits 
An introduction to the physical processes acting within and upon the Earth's surface to 
create its many different features. Topics of interest include identification of minera ls  
and rocks, plate tecton ics, mountain bui lding, volcanoes, stream activity, glaciation and 
regional land-form development. F 

3 hours lecture - 3 hours laboratory 

GEO 1 62 - General Geology II . • • • . . . . . • • • • . • • • • • . • • . • • . . . • •  4 Credits 
The study of the Earth's physical and biological history as interpreted from the rock and 
fossi l record. Topics include an introduction to fossils, evolution and ancient environ­
ments, stratigraphy, and a review of earth history. S 

3 hours lecture - 3 hours laboratory 

GEOGRAPHIC INFORMATION SYSTEMS 
GIT 1 01 - Introduction to Geographic Information 

Systems Technology . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
An introductory course deal ing with the basics of using computerized map information 
in science, education, social science, and business applications. Students wi l l  learn to 
organize their own projects using Windows or Macintosh based mapping software, 
local data, and a variety of geographic information technologies and tools. Business, 
education, and social science appl ications emphasize demographic data while scientific 
appl ications emphasize environmental and fac i l ity management issues. (Prerequ isite: 
Working knowledge of Windows or Macintosh based PC systems) F 

3 hours lecture - exercise 

GIT 1 05 - Cartography and Digital Image Analysis . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
An introduction to the properties, uses, symbology design and computer production of 
maps. Covers the use of maps, aerial .photographs and sate l l ite imaging in geographical 
analysis. (Corequ isite :  G IT 1 01 )  

GIT 1 1 0  - Geographic Database Technology . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
Geographic I nformation Systems (G IS) need access to a great variety of data to be of 
any value for decis ion making. This introductory course wi l l  cover major aspects of 
capturing, manipulating, and using geographic and related data. Topics incl ude hierar­
chical vs. flat-fi le databases, data tables, geographic objects and attributes, relational data­
bases, geographic data organization, data conversions, import-export, and data qual i ty 
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assessment. The student wi l l  learn to construct queries using SQL and query-by-exam­
ple tools to answer simple and more complex problems. Data used includes TIGER/Line, 
D LG/D EM. DWG and ASC I I .  Database software u sed i n c l udes  FoxPro, Access, 
Maplnfo, ArcView, Intergraph, and Maptitude plus various conversion software. 

3 hours lecture - exercise 

GIT 2 1 0  - Imaging and Global Positioning Technology . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
Using G lobal Positioning System (GPS) technology, this course wi l l  introduce topics of 
data capture ( includ ing scanning), editing, registration and rectification to provide an 
image for the extraction of geographic data such as property boundaries, streets, streams 
and structures. Uses of G PS in this course are to provide reference points for registering 
and rectification of images, verifying and correcting map data as wel l  as creating real­
time maps with the use of laptop computers. (Prerequisites: GIT 1 01 and GIT 1 1 0  or with 
consent of the instructor) 

GIT 220 - GIT Demographic Applications . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
The student wi l l  focus on developing a coherent framework for using the vast quantities 
of data made avai lable by government and other sources along with his/her own data. 
The student will explore multiple views of a single issue or set of information by looking 
for new possibi l ities. (Prerequisites: GIT 1 01 and GIT 1 1 0) 

GIT 230 - GIT Map/Envir/Util & le Govt Ap . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
The student wi l l  focus on developing a coherent framework for using the vast quantities 
of data made avai lable by government and other sources along with his/her own data. 
The student will explore multiple views of a single issue or set of information by looking 
for new possibi l ities. Learning outcomes include gai n ing and enhancing the abil ity to 
effectively match data and task appropriately and to identify appropriate types and 
sources of information needed to solve a problem. (Prerequisites: GIT 1 01 and GIT 1 1 0) 

3 Credits 
This capstone course wi l l  consol idate the student's learning experiences in  geographic 
information systems technology. Students wil l  develop and complete an original, com­
prehensive project that encompasses geographic and computer mapping fundamentals 
learned in previous courses.

3 Credits 
Describes risk factors associated with poor nutritional status and outl ines nutritional status 
screening, malnutrition-related problems, and interventions related to nutrition and the 
elderly.

3 Credits 
Identifies factors of chronic i l lnesses, preventive measures, and interventions for maxi­
mum functioning for dai ly l iving.

1 -9 Credits 
Independent studies in legal assisting. Students may take more than one independent or 
individualized study in a given discipline up to a maximum of nine credit hours. 

MAGNETIC RESONANCE IMAGING 
*MRI 1 1 0  - Introduction to MRI . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  4 Credits 

This course is designed to provide students with a thorough basic understanding of 
magnetic resonance imaging theory and principles of operation. Students gain under­
standing of current M RI system components, hardware pulse parameters, and clinical 
significants. Forty-five hours of clinical are also required in this course. 

3 hours lecture/3 hours clinical 

*This course does not meet any curricular requirements for any program, with the exception of techni­
cal requirement for the A.A.S. General Technology program. 

MAMMOGRAPHY 
*MAM 1 1 0  - Mammographic Procedures . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 

This course covers radiographic interventional procedures, anatomy, positioning, tech­
nique, quality control, and the Mammography Quality Standards Act. This course will 
prepare registered radiologic technologists to take the A.R.R.T. mammography registry. 
8 week course. 

4 hours lecture/4 hours laboratory 

*MAM 1 20 - Mammography Pathology . . . . . . . . . . . .  , ', . . . . . . . . . .  1 Credit 
This course will cover radiographic pathology and abnormalities of the breast. It is 
designed to enhance knowledge of registered mammographers as well as those seeking 
to take the A.R.R.T. mammography registry. 8 week course.

MATHEMATICS 

1 89 

T he State Board of Regents, governing board of Roane State Community 
College, has endorsed a provision aimed at strengthening mathematics in the 
System institutions. T his provision states that the mathematics course taken to 
fulfill the requirement for graduation must carry high school prerequisites of two 
years of algebra and one year of geometry. 

MAT 072 - Basic Mathematics Skills . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  2 Credits 
Basic Mathematics stresses basic arithmetic, math concepts and is calculator-based. 
Fractions, decimals, percentages, and word problems are emphasized. Satisfactory com­
pletion of this course or other evidence of competencies in  these areas is a prerequ isite 
for DSM 081 - Elementary Algebra. F, Sp, Su 

MAT 081 - Elementary Algebra . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  5 Credits 
This course is designed to provide students basic algebraic ski l ls  on a pre-college level. 
Satisfactory completion of this course or other evidence of competencies in  these areas 
is a prerequisite for DSM 082 - Intermediate Algebra. F, Sp, Su 

MAT 082 - Intermediate Algebra . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  5 Credits 
This course is designed to provide students advanced algebraic ski l ls on a pre-col lege 
level. Satisfactory completion of this course or other evidence of competencies in these 
areas is a prerequisite for appropriate col lege level mathematics courses. F, Sp, Su 

MAT 099 - Geometry . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
A study of the most used theorems of two- and three- d imensional Euclidean Geometry. 
Topics include symmetry, congruence, s imi larity, right triangle relationships, and geo­
metrical modes of thinking in problem solving. 
NOTE: This course is requ i red of all students majoring in  a transfer program who have 

not had h igh school geometry or another advanced h igh school mathematics 
course with geometry as a major component and wi l l  not fulfill the requirement 
for graduation. F, Sp 

MAT 1 00 -Computer Geometry Modeling . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
Numerical and computer representation of curves and surfaces, so l id geometry model­
i ng, and m anagement aspects of geometry data. Cubic-tension B-Sp l i nes, Bez ier  
curves/surfaces, graph-based and Boolean models and concepts of  constructive appl ica­
tion to CFO, CAD, robotics, animation, image processing, and computer graphics. (Pre­
requisite: Two years h igh school a lgebra and/or completion of DSM 082). 

MAT 1 03 - Mathematics for the Health Sciences . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
This course is designed to prepare the a l l ied health student to function in academic and 
c l in ical settings with mathematics competence. Topics of study include fractions, frac­
tional equations and formulas, ratios and proportions, apothecaries and metric mea­
surements, dosage calculations, logarithms, and statistics. (Prerequisites: Two years of 
h igh school algebra and one year of high school geometry or appropriate developmen­
tal mathematics courses) Th is  course does not meet math req u i rement for AS/AA 
degree, nor does it carry transfer credit. F, Sp 

MAT 1 1 0  - College Algebra . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
A course in  algebraic functions, their properties and uses - equations, inequal ities, 
graphs, systems of l i near equations, analytical geometry including ell ipse and hyper­
bola. Applications are in  the mathematics of finance as well as the laws of growth and 
decay in  other areas. (Prerequisites: Two years of h igh school a lgebra and one year of 
geometry or appropriate developmental mathematics courses) F, Sp, Su 
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MAT 1 1 5  - Statistical Reasoning . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
An introduction to probabi l ity and statistics without calculus. Topics covered include 
sampl i ng, frequency d i str ibution, elementary probabi l ity, hypotheses testing, l i near 
regression and correlation, analysis of variance and non-parametric statistics. A scien­
tific calcu lator is required. (Prerequ isite: MAT 1 1  0 or consent of instructor) F, Sp, Su 

MAT 1 1 6  - Concepts of Mathematics I • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • •  3 Credits 
Designed for the education major, this course includes symbolic logic, logical reason­
ing and the nature of proofs, sets, language and rules of operations, h istory of early 
numeration systems, relations and functions, the systems of whole numbers, of integers, 
and of rational numbers. (Prerequisites: Two years high school algebra and one year of 
geometry or appropriate developmental mathematics) F 

MAT 1 1  7 - Concepts of Mathematics I I  . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
A continuation of MAT 1 1 6  and designed also for education majors, this course includes 
elementary number theory, irrational numbers, basic algebra, interest problems, plane 
and sol id  geometry, the metric system, and basic statistics. (Prerequisite: MAT 1 1 6) Sp 

MAT 1 1 9  - Trigonometry . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
Analysis of functions of angles, solutions of right and general triangles, graphs of trigono­
metric functions, identities and formulas, equation-solving techniques, DeMoive's Theo­
rem, polar coordinates, and !;!Xponential and logarithmic functions. A calculus sequence 
student who is lacking in trigonometry background is strongly advised to take this course 
either before or concurrent with MAT 1 41 .  A calculator with trig and log functions wi l l  
be needed by the student. (Prerequ isites: Two years h igh school algebra and one year of 
geometry, or appropriate developmental mathematics and MAT 1 1 0) F, Sp, Su 

MAT 1 2 1  - Calculus for Business and the Life Sciences I • • • • • • • • • •  3 Credits 
A one-semester single-variable ca lculus course for students not planning to major in  sci­
ence, engineering, mathematics, or computer science. This course is offered primari ly 
for students in  the Business transfer programs. The calculus of algebraic, exponential, 
and logarithmic functions with appl ications. (Prerequisites: Two years of high school 
algebra and a year of geometry with an ACT score of 24 or higher or MAT 1 1 0  or MAT 
1 30; students who have taken DSM 082 must take 1 1  0; students plann ing to transfer to 
UT Business School should check with UT concerning the math requi rements for their 
particular major.) F, Sp 

MAT 1 22 - Calculus for Business and the Life Sciences I I  . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
A sequel to MAT 1 2 1 and designed also for the student in the Business transfer pro­
grams, this course incl udes multi-variable calculus, elementary matrix algebra, and 
opt imizat ion.  (Prereq u isite:  MAT 1 2 1 or 1 4 1 ; students p l a n n i ng to transfer to UT 
Business School should check with UT concern ing the math requ i rements for their  par­
ticular major.) Sp 

MAT 1 30 - Pre-Calculus . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  4 Credits 
Designed primari ly  for students planning to enter the calculus sequence, but who need 
more mathematical background. Topics include functions and graphing - algebraic, 
trigonometric, exponential and logarithmic, equations, the binomial theorem, and conics. 
A calculator with trig and log functions wi l l  be needed by the student. (Prerequisites: 
Two years high school algebra and a year of geometry or appropriate RSCC courses, 
e.g. developmental and MAT 1 1  0; regardless of high school background, an ACT of less 
than 23 on the math component ind icates that the student would profit from tak ing 
MAT 1 30. )  F, Sp 

MAT 1 41 - Calculus I . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . • . . . . . . . . . • • . . . . . . . . .  5 Credits 
The standard course in single-variable calculus designed for students of science, engi­
neering, mathematics, and computer science. Topics included are rates of change, l imits, 
continu ity, differentiation, appl ications of the derivative, integration and appl ications of 
the definite integral .  (Prerequisites: Two years high school algebra, one year of geometry, 
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and one year o f  advanced math ( including trigonometry) plus satisfactory ACT scores of 
26 or above on the math component, or MAT 1 30) F, Sp 
NOTE:  Students deficient in trigonometry should take MAT 1 1 9  either before or concur­

rent with MAT 1 41 . 

MAT 1 42 - Calculus II . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  5 Credits 
This course includes the d ifferentiation and integration of transcendental functions with 
appl ications, add itional methods of integration, analytic geometry, polar coordinates, 
parametric equations, and infinite series. (Prerequ isite :  MAT 1 41 )  Sp, Su 

MAT 201 - Probability and Statistics . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
This calculus-based course is designed primarily for students of Business and Economics. 
It includes descriptive statistics, concepts of probabi l ity and probabi l i ty d istributions, 
binomial  and normal distributions, l i near correlation and regression, estimation and sig­
nificance tests for means, ANOVA, contingency tables and qual i ty control .  A calcu lator 
is  req ui red. (Prerequisite: MAT 1 2 1 or MAT 1 41 )  Sp 

MAT 221 - Discrete Mathematics I • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • •  3 Credits 
This course is designed for mathematics and computer science majors. It i ncludes sym­
bol ic logic, sets, relations and functions, Boolean algebra, combinatorics, and the con­
cept of proof in mathematics and elementary number theory (Prerequisite: MAT 1 4 1 )  

MAT 222 - Discrete Mathematics I I  . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
A sequel to MAT 2 2 1 , this course includes induction and recursion, elementary graph 
and tree theory, introductory abstract algebra, and matrices. (Prerequisite: MAT 2 2 1 ) 

MAT 232 - Differential Equations . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
A study of the solution of ordinary d ifferential equations, first order equations, l i near 
equations of any order, series solutions, appl ications, Laplace transforms, and Runge­
Kutta methods. (Prerequ isite:  MAT 1 42) Sp 

MAT 241 - Calculus I l l  . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
This course is a continuation of the fi rst-year calculus sequence. Topics included are partial 
d i fferentiation, mu ltiple integrals, vectors and vector calculus. (Prerequisite: MAT 1 42) F 

MAT 251 - Matrix Algebra . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
A first course in the algebra of s imu ltaneous l i near equations and matrices. I ncludes 
Gaussian e l imination, determinants, vector spaces, l i near transformation, eigenvalues, 
eigenvectors and l inear programm ing. (Prerequisites: MAT 1 41 ,  MAT 1 42 or consent of 
instructor) 

MAT 270-271 -272 - Independent Study . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  2 Credits Each 
Independent study in mathematics by qualified students under the supervision of a fac­
u lty member. Especial ly designed to introduce students to techniques of mathematical 
research. Up to six credit hours can be earned. (Prerequ isites: MAT 1 42 and consent of 
instructor on request and by prior approval of mathematics department) 

MATH-SCI ENCE 
MSC 1 01 - Science Literacy . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 

A broad course a imed at giving the student a general understanding of science and 
technology. The course expects to raise the students understanding of the publ ic issues 
that involve science. 

MSC 1 02 - Survey of Science . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  2 Credits 
This course includes items in science as well as topics in astronomy, geology; d iscusses 
the nature of energy and matter and recent advances in biology. 

MATH-SCIENCE SEMINAR 
MSC 261 -289 . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  1 -3 Credits 

This course is  designed to give the student an in-depth study of a particular topic in  any 
one of the m;lth-science d iscipl ines (B iology, Chemistry, Geography, Geology, Math, or 
Physics). 
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MEDICAL LABORATORY TECHNOLOGY 
Completion of all but one general education course is required before taking 

any MLT courses during the second year of the program. 
MLT 1 05 - Introduction to Medical Laboratory Technology . . . . . . . .  4 Credits 

An introduction to the c l in ical laboratory sciences which inc ludes orientation to the 
c l inical laboratory, duties of the medical laboratory professional, medical term inology, 
medical ethics, qual i ty control, urinalysis, laboratory safety, and basic laboratory math. 
(Prerequisite :  MAT 1 1 0  College Algebra. Corequ isites: CHE 1 22, General Chemistry I I .  
Course open to students not accepted into the MLT program o n  a space avai lable basis.) 
MLT 1 05 is  a prerequisite to all other MLT courses. Sp 

3.5 hours lecture - 2 hours laboratory 

ML T 1 22 - Microbiology and Parasitology . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  5 Credits 
Methods for the detection and identification of microorganisms of medical importance in 
humans. Bacteria, fungi, viruses, and parasites are studied with emphasis on procurement 
and hand l ing of specimens, identification, drug sensitivity testing, and qual i ty control.

ML T 202 - Hematology and Coagulation . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  5 Credits 
The study of the pr incip les and techn iques of hematology and coagulat ion.  T h i s  
includes the formation a n d  maturation o f  blood cel ls with emphasis placed o n  the d is­
orders of the blood includ ing the anemias and leukemias; the blood coagulation d isor­
ders and the techniques of blood collection. 

3.5 hours lecture - 2 hours laboratory

4 Credits 
A su·rvey of leadership theories and principles with particular attention to communica­
tions ski l ls  and factors affecting human behavior. Development of leadership qual ities 
through practical exercises requiring both ind ividual and group participation.

Study of modulation, chromatic harmonies, 20th century harmonies, and other harmonic 
procedures since the common practice period. Must be taken in  sequence. (Prerequisites: 
Music Theory I and I I . )

3 Credits 
A continuation of MUS 230, Introduction to Music L i terature I, covering the Classic era 
through 20th century. Offered for non-music majors who can read music; requ i red for 
music majors. Offered only in  alternate Spring semesters. 

MUS 250 - Choral Conducting . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
Study of choral conducting techniques; and management of church, school and com­
munity choral groups both vocal ly  and organizational ly. Offered for both music majors 
and non-music majors. Students should be able to read music. Sp 

APPLIED MUSIC: ENSEMBLES 
Non-music majors are invited to participate in any of the music ensembles. Auditions 

are requi red only for MUS 1 63 - Celebration, MUS 1 64 - F i rst Class, and MUS 1 68 - J azz 
Band;  a l l  other ensembles are open to a l l  students. Members are expected to attend a l l  
rehearsals and performances. Fai lure to  do so may affect the student's grade for the course.

1 -3 Credits 
This course is designed for those students who are interested in  pursuing an in-depth 
study of some particular music area. 

APPLIED MUSIC: INDIVIDUAL INSTRUCTION 
Private lessons in voice, organ, piano, or other instruments may be taken each 

semester for one or two semester hours credit. Any student may take private 
lessons. Scheduling preferences will be given to full-time music majors. Students 
receive 25 minutes of private instruction per week per semester hour of credit. 
Any student may take applied music instruction in a minor area. 

Requirements include one performance in solo class per semester (when reg­
istered for two hours Individual Instruction Credit) and performance before a 
faculty jury at the close of each semester. A recital is required for music majors 
in their applied major field during their second year of study. All students taking 
applied music are required to attend all solo classes and other selected perfor­
mances. The music department reserves the right to request qualified students to 
participate in recitals and other musical programs for the benefit of the college 
and the community. A minimum of 1 0  hours of practice per week is required of 
students in their major area of concentration. Five hours of practice per week is 
required of all others.

Content areas wi l l  include the role of nursing in health care 
del ivery; basic human needs; legal and ethical considerations; the nursing process; ther­
apeutic communication; vital signs; physical assessment; promotion of comfort; safety; 
hazards of immobi l i ty; infection control; wound care; medication administration; e l imi­
nat ion;  oxygenation; perioperative care;  sensory a l terations; sleep; nutrit ion; stress; 
psychosocial, cul tural, and fam i ly factors in health care; loss, death, and grief. (Prereq­
uisites or Corequisites: BIO 23 1 ;  Corequ isite: NSG 1 1 6) F 

6 hours lecture - 6 hours c l inical - 6 hours laboratory 

NSG 1 07 - Care of the Childbearing Family . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  4 Credits 
Students wi l l  continue to apply the nursing process to care of the child-bearing fami ly. 
Content areas include patient education; fam i ly planning; conception & fetal develop­
ment; pregnancy; fetal assessment; labor & del ivery; postpartum care; care of the newborn; 
maternal-infant nutrition; and care of the high-risk chi ld-bearing fami ly. (Prerequis i tes: 
NSG 1 05 and NSG 1 1 6; Corequ is i tes: B IO 232, NSG 1 1 7, and NSG 1 09) Sp 

3 hours lecture - 6 hours c l in ical for 1 /2 semester 

NSG 1 09 - Adult and Child Health I • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • •  6 Credits 
This course introduces the student to pediatric and adult medical-surgical concepts within 
the framework of the nursing process. Emphasis is placed on pathophysiologic d istur­
bances and related nursing skil ls. Content includes fluids and electrolytes; communicable 
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d iseases; orthopedic, EENT, autoimmune, oncologic and hematologic d isorders; and 
dysfunctions of the integumentary, neurologic, and reproductive systems. (Prerequisites: 
NSG 1 OS and NSG 1 1 6; Corequ isites: BIO 232, NSG 1 1 7, and NSG 1 07) Sp 

3 hours lecture - 6 hours cl in ical - 6 hours laboratory for 1 /2 semester 

NSG 1 1 5  - Fundamentals of Nursing . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  1 0  Credits 
(Prerequ isite :  Admission to LPN Mobi l ity Program) 

NSG 1 1 6  - Pharmacology in Nursing I • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • •  , • •  2 Credits 
This course wi l l  introduce the student to drug standards and legislation pertain ing to drug 
therapy; drug preparations; basic princip les of drug action; appl ication of the nursing 
process in drug therapy; pediatric and geriatric impl ications in drug therapy; distribution 
systems; drug orders; mathematic principles related to drug preparation and administration; 
routes of drug administration; drug classifications; basic mechanisms of action, therapeutic 
appl ications, and nursing impl ications. Fall Semester (Prerequisite: Admission into Nursing 
Program; Corequisite :  NSG 1 1 1 )  

NSG 1 1 7  - Pharmacology i n  Nursing I I  . . .  , , , , , , , , , , , , , . . . . . . . .  1 Credit 
This course wi l l  be a continuation of Pharmacology in  Nursing I. There wi l l  be continu­
ation of d iscussion of specific drug classifications, basic mechanisms of action, thera­
peutic appl ications, and nursing applications. Spring Semester (Prerequ isite :  NSG 1 1 6) 

NSG 1 26 - Pharmacology in Nursing . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
I ncludes a l l  content in NSG 1 1 6  and 1 1 7 . (Prerequ isites: B IO 2 3 1  and B IO 232)  

NSG 21 0 - Adult and Child Health I I  . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  10 Credits 
A continuation of Adult and Chi ld Health I. This course increases the pathophysiologic 
knowledge base in pediatric and adult medical-surgical health care with in  the frame­
work of the nurs ing process. Content areas include the care of cl ients with cardiovascu­
lar, respiratory, renal, endocrine, and gastro intestinal system dysfunctions. (Prerequ isite: 
NSG 1 09) F 

6 hours lecture - 1 2  hours c l in ical 

NSG 21 2 - Psychosocial Nursing . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  4 Credits 
This course focuses on the psychosocial needs of ind ividuals of differ ing age groups at 
varying points on the mental health continuum. Multiple theoretical models are pre­
sented as the scientific bases for the implementation of the nursing process. (Prereq­
u isites: NSG 2 1 0) Sp 

3 hours lecture - 6 hours c l in ical for 1 /2 semester 

NSG 2 1 4  - Transitions to Nursing Practice . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
A seminar course which focuses on exploration of nursing roles, organizational approaches 
to the del ivery of nursing care, and contemporary issues in nursing and health care. 
C l i n ical experiences focus on refi nement of advanced nursing sk i l l s .  (Prerequ is i te : 
NSG 2 1 0) Sp 

1 .5 class hours/week - 68 hours c l in ica l/semester 

NSG 231 - Intermediate Nursing . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
Prerequ isite Nursing I and II or equivalent. Intermediate nursing focuses on the role of 
the registered nurse with emphasis on appl ication of the nursing process. The course 
also includes components of physical assessment, basic mental health concepts, patient 
education, fluid and electrolyte balance, intravenous therapy, and nutrit ion. 

OFFICE ADMINISTRATION 
OAD 1 00 - Keyboarding for the Computer . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  1 Credit 

A cou rse designed for i nd ividuals with no prior keyboarding experience; develops 
touch mastery needed for i nformation input; emphasis is on speed and accuracy. A 
pass-fa i l  grading system wi l l  be used. NOTE : This course wi l l  not be accepted as part of 
the Office Administration degree. F, Sp 
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OAD 1 01 - Keyboarding/Formatting . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
An introduction to keyboarding and basic formatting techniques; this course empha­
sizes speed and accuracy in developing touch mastery for alphabetic, numeric, and 
symbol information input. F

such as medical, legal, government, etc., are offered. (Prerequisite: OAD 1 02)  F 

5 hours per week - lecture and laboratory 

OAD 1 05 - Business Communications I • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • •  3 Credits 
This course focuses on the fundamentals of Engl ish - parts of speech, word usage, 
punctuation, capitalization, abbreviations, numbers, spelling, proofreading, editing, etc. F 

3 Credits 
This course is a study of the communication ski l ls necessary to speak and write clearly 
in  a business environment; emphasis is placed on composing business correspondence 
and oral presentations. (Prerequ isite: OAD 1 05) Sp 

3 Credits 
This course covers machine transcription with emphasis on production of mailable cor­
respondence and the electronic calculator with emphasis on business math applica­
tions. (Prerequ isite: OAD 1 0 1 )  Sp 

OAD 1 21 - Word/Information Processing I • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • •  3 Credits 
This course is a study of the theory, basic concepts, and procedures of word/information 
processing and the application of basic text editing. (Prerequisite: OAD 1 0 1 )  F 

OAD 1 22 - Word/Information Processing II . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
This course covers advanced text edit ing with emphasis on timed production of mai l ­
able documents and the automated concepts of electronic mai l ,  desk calculator, t ime 
and desk management. (Prerequisite :  OAD 1 2 1 )  Sp 

OAD 1 32 - Word Processing on the Microcomputer . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
Students wi l l  learn to use word processing applications software to produce business docu­
ments. (Prerequisite: OAD 1 00 or OAD 1 01 and CST 1 02 or permission of instructor) Sp 

OAD 1 33 - Desktop Publishing . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
This course covers the basics of desktop publishing and graphics. Terminology, concepts, 
and appl ications are included in the preparation of documents such as brochures, news­
letters, graphs, and other business correspondence. (Prerequisites: OAD 1 02 and CST 
1 02 or permission of instructor) Sp

This course presents the principles of an alphabetic writing system and introduces d icta­
tion and transcription for office and personal use. (Prerequisite: OAD 1 0 1 )  F

3 Credits 
This course is an integration of in-depth discussion and practical applications of admin­
istrative support systems and procedures for the office professional in making contribu­
tions to the manageria l  functions of the electronic office.

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OAD 21 1 -2 1 5  - Seminar in Office Administration . . . . . . . . . . . . .  1 -3 Credits 
An updating or analysis of a particular topic, concern, or problem in office admin istra­
tion. May incl ude courses in  preparation for the CPS exam and/or recertification. 

OCCUPATIONAL THERAPY ASSISTANT 

All OTA courses are required to be taken in sequence, as listed in the degree 
checklist. Admission to the program is required prior to taking OTA courses.

An introduction to the health care system and to the profession of occupational therapy. 
Inc luded are the h istory and phi losophical base of the profession and its personnel, an 
overview of med ical term inology, appl ication of learning style, and an orientation to 
ethics. F

4 Credits 
Analysis and performance of a variety of med ia emphas izing the concept of activity as 
therapeutic. Students wi l l  learn the grading and adaptation of selected activities 'and 
have the opportunity to order supplies, learn safety and maintenance of equipment, and 
to teach activities.

Description of psychosocial  dysfunctions commonly treated in occupational  therapy. 
Theories of occupational therapy treatment wi l l  be explored and students wi l l  practice a 
variety of techniques used in identifying and treating psychosocial d isorders. Sp

OTA 1 1 5  - Level I Psychosocial Fieldwork . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  2 Credits 
D i rected observation and partic ipation in ei ther psychosocial  or ped iatric setting to 
learn the c l in ical appl ication of occupational therapy principles and techniques. Sp 

1 5  hours lecture - 40 hours c l in ical fieldwork 

OTA 1 1 6  - Neurological Theory and Treatment . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
Student wi l l  review basic neuroanatomy, neurophysiology and learn pathologies com­
monly seen in OT. Students wi l l  apply treatment principles in lab. Sp

Included is the history of Opticianry, the visual 
sense, basic geometric optics, normal and abnormal vision, lens theory and design, 
frame design and principles of decentration, government regulations and l icensure, as  
wel l  as an introduction to the ophthalmic d ispensing c l in ic .

3 Credits 
Critical analysis of the principal ethical theories and their  appl ication to the problems of 
l i fe. 

1 -3 Credits 
Designed to give students an in -depth study of a part icu lar  topic in contemporary 
branches of philosophy, including PHL 1 30 - History of God in Judaism, Christian ity 
and Is lam; PHL 1 3 1 (Book of Revelation) and a proposed PHL 1 32 (Book of Genesis). 

PHL 201 - Introduction to Religions of the World . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits

.22 cal iber rifles. Emphasis on safety to protect a l l  students involved. As needed.

I nstruction and practice in racquetbal l  fundamentals. A fee wi l l  be charged for facility use.

Pressure monitoring wi l l  discuss 
central venous pressures, right arterial pressures, right ventricular pressures, pulmonary 
artery pressures, and pulmonary occluding pressures. Study wi l l  also introduce the stu­
dent to equ ipment associated with hemodynamic monitoring such as: transducers and 
monitoring devices. Waveform interpretation with c l inical application wi l l  be discussed. 
Fundamentals of electrocardiography wi l l  be introduced to include: lead appl ication, 
pharmacology for the cardiovascu lar problems, and trac ing interpretation. Studies in 
fluid and electrolyte balance as it related to respiratory care wi l l  also be d iscussed. 

3 hours lecture 
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RTT 261 - Respiratory Care Seminar . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  2 Credits 
A review and practice of the NBRC Self Assessment Examinations including the entry level 
written registry, and the c l in ical simulation. Students must pass these examinations to re­
ceive a certificate of completion. 

SAVINGS 
The SAV prefix will be used to offer various service courses to the savings and 

loan industry. These courses wi l l  use the course descriptions furnished by the in­
dustry and credit wil l  be granted based upon the recommendations of the American 
Council of Education (ACE). For more information contact the division head of 
Business and Economics. 

SECURITY 
SEC 1 01 - Introduction to Security . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . 3 Credits 

An overview of security functions, operations, methods and procedures in the private 
and industrial sector. F 

SEC 1 1 1  - Legal Aspects of Security . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
Exposes the student to the legal guidelines and restrictions the modern security officer 
must operate with in ;  exam ines l iabi l ity concerns aris ing from private, i ndustrial  and 
governmental job performance. F 

SEC 1 1 2  - Physical Security . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . 3 Credits 
Studies the various forms of perimeter barriers which impact upon security operations, 
examines insurance considerations, underwriters l icensing certification, fire prevention 
and fire code regulations. Sp 

SEC 1 1 3  - Security Investigation . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
Studies the various techniques, procedures, resources and technical aids used in security 
investigation. Sp 

SEC 201 - Security Management . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
Examines the major management operations of plann ing, organiz ing, staffing, d i recting 
and control l ing in  the security fie ld .  Sp 

SEC 202 - Special Topics in Security . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
Considers contemporary issues, problems, trends and controversies in the modern security 
field.  F 

SOCIAL SCIENCE 
SSC 1 00 - Social Science Seminar: Survey of Social Studies . . . . . .  1 -3 Credits 

This is a one semester col lege-level course designed to remove the h igh school un i t  
deficiency in Social Studies. The course wi l l  present an overview of the various d isci­
pl ines designated as Social Studies, namely, anthropology, h istory, economics, political 
science, geography, psychology, and sociology. This course will not fu l fi l l  the college's 
core curricu lum requirements of a social science course. (Offered as needed; permis­
sion of instructor requ i red) 

SSC 21 0-290 - Social Science Seminar . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  1 -3 Credits 
I n-depth ana lysis of a particular topic, concern, or  problem in the social sciences. 
Courses may be oriented toward any one of the social science d iscip l ines (h istory, polit­
ical science, psychology, sociology-anthropology) or  may be cross d i sc ip l i nary in 
nature combin ing several social  sciences. Social  Science elective cred i t  on ly. Some 
examples of frequently offered Social Science Semi nars inc lude:  African American 
H istory; The Civi l  War; Death and Dying; European Studies; Human Sexual ity; North 
American Ind ians; The Southwest Field Trip; Women in Western Civi l ization; and World 
War I I .  As needed. 
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SSC 1 1 6  - African-American History . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
A general survey of the position and contributions of African-Americans in  American 
History from Colonial America to the present. Emphasis is on the social, cultural, eco­
nomic and political development of African-American institutions within the larger con­
text of American H istory. No prerequisite. 

SSC 1 1 9  - Women in Western Civilization . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . 3 Credits 
Women in Western Civi l ization is designed as an introduction to the field of women's 
history and as a study of the position of women in  western society. The experiences of 
everyday women and of women who significantly contributed to the societies in which 
they l ived are analyzed, based on the writ ings of any given h istorical period. This 
course also examines issues affecting women today. (Cross l isted as HUM 288) 

· SSC 1 20 - The Civil War . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
The purpose of this course is to study and gain an understanding of the great central 
event of American h istory, the Civi l  War. Major pol itical, economic, social ,  and mi l itary 
developments wi l l  be examined through use of a textbook, the PBS video series - "The 
Civi l  War," lecture, and class d iscussion. 

SSC 2 1 5  - World War II • . • • • • • • . . . • • • • • . . • • . • • • • • • . • . • . • . .  3 Credits 
This course examines the largest s ingle event in  human history, the Second World War. 
The background to this confl ict along with political, d iplomatic, and m i l itary aspects 
wi l l  be studied through use of a textbook, "The World at War" video series, lecture, and 
class d iscussion. 

SSC 2 1 6 - Death and Dying . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
An interd isc ip l inary ( inc luding contributions from Anthropology, Art, Ethics, Health 
Sciences, H istory, L i terature, Phi losophy, Publ ic and Government Pol icy, Religion, and 
Sociology) and humanistic study of death, dying and bereavement, includ i ng key issues 
and concerns. (Cross l isted as HUM 261 ) 

SSC 226 - Human Sexuality . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
A survey course deal ing with the facets of human sexuality. An overview of the h istori­
cal, social, cul tural and psychological elements of governing human sexual behaviors. 
No prerequ isite . .  

SSC 227 � Gender Roles in Society Today . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
A survey course designed to analyze the social construction of gender. Accounts of the 
historical, social and psychological underpinnings of gender wi l l  be covered. Special 
emphasis w i l l  be given to the changes occurr ing in  contemporary society regard ing 
gender roles and their elements. No prerequisite. 

SSC 239 - North American Indians . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
A general survey of native American cultures with emphasis on cultural development, 
diversity, and comparative analysis. Topics i nclude prehistory, social organization, kin­
ship, pol itics, rel igion, and material cul tu re, as well as d iscussion of current Native 
American concerns. 

SSC 270 - Appalachian Culture . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
A general survey of the historical and cultural development of the region of Southern 
Appalachia. Emphasis wi l l  be placed on topics such as physiography, native Americans, 
historical settlement, rivers and transportation, folklore and crafts, farm ing and mining 
activities, and political and social developments. This  course wi l l  inc lude field trips to 
significant sites such as Cades Cove in the G reat Smoky Mountains, the Blue Heron 
mining community in  the Big South Fork National Recreation Area, and the Museum of 
Appalachia in  Norris. As needed. No prerequ isite. 

SOCIOLOGY 
SOC 201 - Introduction to Sociology . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 

This course focuses on the analysis of human social interaction, patterned social rela­
tionships, and social change. Emphasis is placed on the theoretical perspectives and 
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principles of explanation used by sociologists, as wel l  as the basic concepts such as cul­
ture, social ization, social organization, social deviance, and social stratification. F, Sp, Su 

SOC 202 - Social Problems . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
This course focuses on the study of the scope and effects of a number of societal prob­
lems. Attention is given to research findings as wel l  as social programs and policies that 
have been or  can be taken to attempt to solve the problems. Some social problems 
exam i ned inc lude environmental abuse, popu l at ion and resou rce chal lenges, war, 
social inequal i ty, technology, and violence. F, Sp 

SOC 21 1 - Cultural Anthropology . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
This cou rse is an introductory survey of the principles, concepts, methods, and scope of 
anthropology. Emphasis is placed on the nature of culture, sociocu ltural adaptation, 
language, kinship, social systems, subsistence patterns, art, ritual and belief systems, 
and the impact of change. F, Sp 

SOC 2 1 2  - Prehistoric Archaeology . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
This  cou rse is  an i ntroductory su rvey of human or ig ins  and prehi storic c u l tures. 
Emphasis is placed on the general principles, h istory, theoretical orientations, and meth­
ods of archaeology. This course wi l l  exam ine a number of prehistoric cultural l i feways 
from the beginnings of human culture to the rise of civi l ization. (As needed) 

SOC 2 1 4  - Marriage and the Family . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
This course is an examination of the fam ily as a social institution. Emphasis is placed on 
comparative and h istorical approaches to the fami ly, the relationship of the family to 
social organization, change and conflict within the family, and possible future develop­
ments. Other key social institutions may be examined in terms of the structural arrange­
ments, changing i nterpretations and functions, and conflicts concerning social  goals 
and values. Offered as needed. 

SOMATIC THERAPY 

MAS 1 01 - Introduction to Therapeutic Massage . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  2 Credits 
Overview of massage as a professional career. Business and legal aspects wi l l  be intro­
duced. Students wi l l  review and compare methods of record keeping, hygiene, draping, 
and positioni ng, as wel l  as equ ipment, suppl ies and value added services. This course 
wi l l  also introduce indications and contraindications. 

2 hours lecture 

MAS 1 1 1  - Massage Anatomy and Physiology . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  .4 Credits 
This course covers a l l  body systems with a special emphasis on the skeletal, muscular 
and nervous systems. Course work wi l l  include the bui ld ing of muscles in clay during 
the laboratory portion. Pa lpitations and self-awareness ski l ls wi l l  also be developed. 

2 hours lecture - 6 hours laboratory 

MAS 1 1 5  - Mind, Body and Ethics . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
This course covers the effects of touch and touch therapies on physiology, self-concept, 
human development, interpersonal re lationships and society. Students wi l l  begin to 
develop professional boundaries as wel l  as confidence and compassion in addressing 
the emotional d imensions of massage therapy. Codes of ethics wi l l  be examined and 
applied to real l i fe d i lemmas in massa.ge practices. 

3 hours lecture 

MAS 1 20 - Swedish Massage . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
Students wil l  be taught the techniques of Swedish Massage, which serves as the foundation 
in which all Western massage techniques were developed. Swedish Massage dates back 
to the early 1 9th century and is based on a scientific system of manipu lating soft tissues. 

1 hour lecture - 1 hour laboratory 
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MAS 1 23 - Overview of Somatic Therapies . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  2 Credits 
With hundreds of somatic therapy sub-specialties requiring advanced train ing, students 
need exposure to practitioners of as many of these as possible.  When guest lecture/ 
demonstration/lab presenters who practice an important sub-specialty are not available, 
the text will be used. 

2 hour lecture - 1 hour laboratory 

MAS 1 25 - Introduction to Sports Massage . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  1 Credit 
This course covers pre-event and post-event massage. Students wi l l  learn basic myofas­
cial release techniques and basic principles of hydrotherapy in this course. Brief intro­
duction to evaluation and treatment of injuries. 

1 hour lecture - 1 hour laboratory 

MAS 1 30 - Neuromuscular Therapy . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  4 Credits 
Neuromuscular therapy is  designed to provide relief for patients suffering from acute 
and/or chronic myofascial  (muscle-connective tissue) pain. Students wi l l  apply knowl­
edge of neurological laws, ischemia, trigger points, nerve contrapment, and postural 
d istortion to choose appropriate and effective techniques. Use of SOAP charts to docu­
ment sessions is required . Main areas of concentration include head and neck, shoul­
der, carpal tunnel, and low back pain.  

2 hour lecture - 6 hour l aboratory 

MAS 1 40 - Specialty Massage . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
This  cou rse covers in depth the h istory, theory and practice of one sub-specia lty. 
Poss ib i l ities include manual lymph drainage massage used in the rehabi l itation of mas­
tectomy and breast reconstruction patients; massage during pregnancy and labor; TMJ 
and cranial  massage; geriatric massage; shiatsu ;  polarity; facia ls  and spa treatments; 
Russian medical massage; etc. Offerings wi l l  vary with avai labi l ity of i nstructors and 
expressed student interest. 

2 hours lecture - 3 hour l aboratory 

MAS 1 48 - Pathology and Massage . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  2 Credits 
This course covers the effects of d isease with a special  emphasis on the indications and 
contraindications of massage with respect to the d isease process. Basic geriatric mas­
sage wi l l  be introduced. 

2 hours lecture 

MAS 1 51 - Marketing Massage . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  1 Credit 
Whether employed or in  private practice, massage therapists must educate cl ients and 
potential cl ients about their services. Using marketing principles to do this effic iently 
and effectively is essential to the financial success of any somatic therapist. 

1 hour lecture 

MAS 1 52 - Clinical Massage Practice . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  2 Credits 
Students must document at least 60 hours of massage practice and attend at least two 
seminar sessions. The experiential learn ing activities of recruiting cl ients and arranging 
at least one outside sett ing for giving massage sessions may be completed prior to the 
course starting.

SPA 1 01 - Beginning Spanish I • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • •  3 Credits 
Elementary grammar, pronunciation and conversation through the use of  films, video­
tapes, cassette tapes, fi lmstrips and computer programs. (No prerequis ite) 

SPA 1 02 - Beginning Spanish I I  . . . . . . . • • . . . . . . . • . . . . . . • . . • • •  3 Credits 
Continuation of Beginning Spanish I. (Prerequisite:  SPA 1 01 )  
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SPA 201 - Intermediate Spanish I • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • •  3 Credits 
Advanced grammar and conversation through use of films, videotapes, cassette tapes, 
fi lmstrips, computer programs and l ibrary readings. (Prerequisite: SPA 1 02) 

SPA 202 - Intermediate Spanish I I  . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
Continuation of Intermediate Spanish I. (Prerequ isite: SPA 201 ) 

SPEECH 

SPE 201 - Basic Speech Communication . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
Designed to introduce the student to the basic princip les and techn iques of publ ic 
speaking. Emphasis in class is placed upon the selection of subjects and supporting 
materials, the organization of the speech, and the oral and physical aspects of delivery. 
One section of this course is designed specifical ly for students pursuing a career in the 
health sciences. Topics include medica l-eth ical questions, interviewing techniques, and 
interpersonal communication skill bui ld ing. F, Sp, Su 

SPE 211 - Interpersonal Communication . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
Communication theory in its application to informal, face-to-face situations. Practical 
application of the impromptu speech relative to interpersonal commun ication. F 

SPE 221 - Business and Professional Speaking . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
Designed for students going into management, human relations, communications, person­
nel management and the sciences where the individual must work on a person-to-person 
basis. Included in the course are units on presenting informative reports, using visuals, 
interview and conference-techn iques, and manuscript speaking. (No prerequis ite) Sp 

SPE 231 - Fundamentals of Acting I • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • •  3 Credits 
Fundamentals of Acting wi l l  emphasize the mechanics (vocal and physical) of present­
ing a character on stage. F 

SPE 232 - Fundamentals of Acting I I  . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
Improvisations, use of acting techniques in extensive work. Emphasis placed on special 
problems in contemporary roles. (Prerequ isite :  SPE 231 or  permission of instructor) , . 

SPE 241 - Introduction to Theatre . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
A survey course in theatre covering the history and development of Western drama. Th is 
course wi l l  emphasize drama as production rather than as l i terature. F 

SPE 242 - Fundamentals of Theatrical Production . . . . .  · . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
This course is designed to introduce students to the practical considerations of play pro­
duction. It emphasizes theory and practice in the various areas of design and stage con­
struction, introduces the students to meaningful rehearsal techniques and offers them 
the opportunity to apply acquired classroom ski l ls  to actual stage experience. Sp 

SPE 251 - Theatre Practicum I • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • •  1 Credit 
SPE 252 - Theatre Practicum II . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  1 Credit 
SPE 253 - Theatre Practicum I l l  . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  1 Credit 
SPE 254 - Theatre Practicum IV . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  1 Credit 
SPE 255 - Theatre Practicum V . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  1 Credit 
SPE 256 - Theatre Practicum VI . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  1 Credit 

Field experience courses offering practical experience for students working in  on-cam­
pus and off-campus techn ical ly oriented or performance oriented theatre activities. 
Each cou rse carr ies one hour credit, and students may earn up  to six c redi ts by 
enrol l ing for one course each semester. 
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TECHNOLOGY 
TEC 1 01 - General Technology I • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • •  1 - 1 0  Credits 

An in-depth analysis of a particular topic, concern or problem as i t  applies to modern 
technology. May be used for experiential credit with prior approval from the Dean of 
the College. 

TEC 1 02 - General Technology II . • • • . • • • . • • • • • • • • . . . • • • •  1 - 1 0  Credits 
A continuation or extension of General Technology I .  

TEC 201  - General Technology I l l  . . . . . . . . . . . • . • • . . . . . . . . •  1 - 8 Credits 
A continuation or extension of General Technology I I .  

TEC 205 - Writing for Technical Fields . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
A technical writ ing cou rse designed for students in non-degree technical programs. 
Incorporates introductory basic writing ski l ls, the course begins with edit ing based on 
grammar and punctuation ski l ls  and covers purpose, audience, organization, clarity and 
conciseness. Writing and editing memoranda, business letters, project proposals and 
reports wi l l  provide the main focus. (TEC 205 is not a transferrable course and cannot 
be substituted for ENG 2 3 1 .) 

WORKFORCE PREPAREDNESS 
WKP 1 07 - Workkeys Communication I • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • • •  3 Credits 

First course in a two-course sequence which provides whole language learn ing in com­
munications. Combines instruction in reading, writing, speaking, l istening, observing, and 
locating information in the workplace. 

WKP 1 08 - Workkeys Communication II . • • • • • • • • • • . • • . • • • • • • •  3 Credits 
Bui lds on sk i l l s  developed in WKP 1 07.  Combines whole language instruction in higher 
levels of reading, writing, speaking, l istening, observing, and locating information for work­
place application. (Prerequisite: WKP 1 07) 

WKP 1 09 - Business/Manufacturing Math . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
Emphasizes the use of applied mathematics in the workplace. Concepts of numerical 
problem solving will be taught with in  the context of the work environment. Case stud­
ies and exercises wi l l  be stressed . 

WKP 1 30 - Work Skills Development . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
An introduction to the sk i l l s  necessary for job placement, retention, and upward mobil­
ity in the current labor market. Students wil l  participate in  role playing, workshops, 
employer visits, and job shadowing. Students wi l l  also mainta in a portfol io to document 
competency attainments. 

WKP 21 0 - Social Issues in the Workplace . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . . .  3 Credits 
A survey of the social, political, and economic principles that relate to the workplace. 
Topics and issues covered wi l l  i nclude civic responsib i l it ies, social roles and expecta­
tions, workplace interaction, world economic competition, changing pol i tical pol icies, 
and social reform.

The library serves primarily the students, faculty and staff, and, secondarily, 

members of the surrounding communities . In its collection of books, periodica ls, 
microfilm and other material, the library makes resources available to support 
the curriculum and to provide for recreational use. 

Library hours when classes are in session in Roane County are: 
7 :45 a .m. to 1 0  p .m .  - Monday through Thursday 
7 :45 a.m. to 5 p .m. - Friday 
9 a .m .  to 1 p .m .  - Saturday 

When classes are not in session, changes in library hours will be posted at the 
entrance and circulation desk. 

A book drop is available so that materials may be returned when the library is 
closed. 

The library online catalog can be searched from any VAX terminal by entering 
the username LIBRARY. Terminals dedicated to this purpose are located on both 
floors of the library. Users dialing into the Roane State VAX may also log in to 
the catalog with the username LIBRARY. 

Information available online includes : 
• library catalogs of RSCC, UT, TT U and The Library of Congress 
• periodical indexes (with full-text articles for some titles) 
• Federal information via the Government Printing Office 

(U .S. Code, Federal Register, etc .) 
• ERIC (Educational Resources Information Center) 

The Library of Congress classification system is used and books are shelved in 
open stacks for self-service. 

Books may be checked out for a two-week period and may be renewed. No 
fines are charged for overdue books, but they are subject to recall if needed for 
another borrower. 

All books are to be returned by the end of each semester. Students who have 
overdue books from Roane State and all other libra ries to which they have 
access as Roane State students will not receive grade reports or be allowed to 
register the following semester. 

Borrowers are responsible for replacement of lost or damaged materials. 
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Periodicals and newspapers are to be used in the library and do not circulate. 
A photocopier is available for those who need copies at a cost of 1 0  cents per copy. 
Many periodicals are available on microfilm for which reader/copiers are provided. 

Interlibrary loan service is provided to students, faculty and staff so that mater­
ial not owned by the Roane State Library may be borrowed from another library. 
Information is available from any member of the library staff. 

Microcomputers and software are available in the library for public use. 
The library has reciprocal borrowing agreements with other libraries for RSCC 

students and staff. Details are available at the library. 

Oak Ridge 

Students at Roane State Oak Ridge may use the Oak Ridge Public Library at 
no cost. Details are available at the RSOR administrator's office and the Oak 
Ridge Public Library. Daily courier service makes circulating materials f rom the 
Roane State Library readily available. The library collection, along with periodical 
indexes and several other information databases (see above), can be searched from 
designated terminals. 

Satellite Centers 

The library collection, along with periodical indexes and several other infor­
mation databases (see above), can be searched from any satellite center. Some 
centers have a terminal reserved for this purpose; ask the center coordinator. Daily 
courier service provides delivery of materials to persons unable to go to the 
Roane County Campus Library. Requests for materials to be sent f rom the Roane 
County Campus Library may be placed through center receptionists or via e-mail 

. to L IBRARYSTAFF. 
Public libraries in each of the areas served by the off-campus centers have 

agreed to help serve RSCC students and staff. 
The Howard H. Baker, Jr. Library at the Scott County Center contains a basic ref­

erence collection, periodicals, circulating books, CD-ROM information sources and 
career information. 

INSTRUCTIONAL TECHNOLOGY CENTER 
The Instructional Technology Center, a Tennessee Center of Emphasis for 

higher education, serves, primarily, the faculty and students and, secondarily, 
members of the surrounding communities. The purpose of the center is to pro­
mote the use of Instructional Technologies to enhance learning· at Roane State 
Community College. The Instructional Technology Center is located on the sec­
ond floor of the Library on the Harriman campus. The center has, available for 
use, an assorted collection of audio-visual materials including records, audio 
tapes, films, video tapes and laser discs. A media specialist is available for assis­
tance using audio-visual materials. However, all audio-visual materials must be 
used in the library with the exception of faculty requests. 
Instructional Technology Center hours are: 

7 :45 a.m. to 5 :00 p.m. Monday through Friday 
Closed during scheduled administrative closing days and holidays 

Microcomputers and software are available in the library for public use. There 
are also several microcomputer laboratories available for student use. 

The ITC is designed to provide the faculty and staff with near state-of-the-art 
instructional technologies emphasizing instruction to students and staff. The use 
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of these technologies will be supported through i nternal i nstructional workshops 
emphasiz ing hands-on use of the equipment and media as well as i ndividual 
assistance during one-on-one tra in ing. 

INCLEMENT WEATHER 
RSCC recommends that students use their  own discretion i n  attend i ng classes 

when snow and icy conditions exist. Additional i nformation on the cancellation 
of classes due to inclement weather is available from the local media each day. 

BULLETIN BOARDS 
College regulat ions  requ i re that all not i ces, posters, advert isements, 

announcements, and other bulletin  board i nformation be approved, s igned, and 
dated by the Dean of Student Services (Roane County), Dean of Oak Ridge 
Branch Campus (Oak R idge) , o r  s ite coord i n ators at the Scott, Loudon, 
Cumberland, and Campbell Centers. Approval may be obtai ned dur ing normal 
working hours. Notices may remain on d isplay for fourteen days (two weeks) 
before be ing removed and discarded. Posted material may be saved through 
personal removal prior to the expi ration date. Materials should be posted only 
on bullet in boards, not walls or window space. 

To maintain clean and uncluttered bulletin  boards, all notices and announce­
ments must be typed or neatly hand printed. Students should remove all notices 
personally if posted information becomes obsolete prior to the expi ration date. 

CHANGE OF NAME OR ADDRESS 
The Office of Records and Registration should be i nformed of all changes in 

the student's legal name for marriage or other reasons, place of residence, mail­
ing address, and telephone number. The college is not responsible for a student's 
failure to receive official i nformation due to his failure to notify the college of any 
change(s) stated above. 

SMOKING 
Roane State Commun ity College is a smoke-free campus. Smoking or use of 

other tobacco products is prohibited inside any build ing. Smoking is permitted 
outside of buildings i n  designated locations where ash urns are provided. 

(See RSCC Policy GA-2 1 -01 ) .  

SOLICITING 
No solicit ing or sales, related to or affecti ng students, are permitted on the 

campus without securing prior written approval from the Dean of Student Services 
or a designee. 

SUBSIDIARY USE OF THE COLLEGE CAMPUS 
As a general rule, visitors who desi re to visit the college campus in a casual 

and i nformal manner are welcome. Non-members of the college commun ity 
who have not been authorized in writ ing to use the college facilities and who 
repeatedly vis it or spend a large portion of their  t ime on the college campus 
interfere with the normal activit ies of the college and will be asked to leave. 

The build ings, facilit ies, and campus of the college are reserved and dedi­
cated to educat ional use, and no use may be made of the faci l i ty which is 
i nconsistent with that primary use. 
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The college, acting on its own or at  the request of  a registered and recognized 
campus organization, may invite speakers, performers, or entertainers to appear 
before audiences on the college campus. No non-member of the college com­
munity may speak, perform, or entertain before an audience on the college 
campus without such an invitation and the written approval of the college of the 
time, place, and manner of such appearance. Rental of college facilities by non­
college personnel may be arranged through the Office of Maintenance and 
Security (Roane County) or the Dean of the Oak Ridge Campus. 

No person or persons shall use any sound amplifying equipment on the col­
lege campus other than that requested by the college officials in carrying on the 
normal activities of the college. 

No person shall take advantage of the large concentration and semi-captive 
audience of students and faculty to organize on the campus any assembly, mora­
torium, strike, sit-in, parade, demonstration or similar activity which substan­
tially interferes with the normal activities of the college or the rights of others. 

No person who threatens to substantially interfere with the normal activities 
of the college or to substantially interfere with or deny the lawful rights of others 
to use the facilities of the college shall enter or remain upon the college campus. 

Children should not be brought to class or left unattended in any area of the 
college. Out of consideration to fellow students, faculty and staff, and for safety 
reasons, please secure appropriate babysitting services off-campus. 

Non-members of the campus community are required while on the campus to 
observe and comply with the rules and regulations adopted by the college or the 
Tennessee Board of Regents. Non-members of the campus community are also 
required while on the campus to identify themselves upon the request of either 
campus officers or campus security or other law enforcement officials in the per­
formance of their duty. 

THE WRITING CENTER 
The Writing Center provides free writing assistance to Roane State Community 

College students, faculty, and staff, and to the community. The purpose of the 
Writing Center is to promote excellence in writing. The center seeks to develop 
approaches that put writing at the center of the academic and professional 
enterprise and to foster the perception of writing as a vital means of communica­
tion, as an art form, and as a powerful mode of learning for all subjects. 
Services 

The Writing Center provides these services: 
1 .  One-on-one consultation between a writer and a professional writ ing 

consultant on manuscripts of any kind, whether for classroom assign­
ments, professional development, or personal growth; 

2. Workshops for classes or for college, public school, business, or commu­
nity groups on special writing projects, such as resumes, business letters, 
memos, reports, articles for publication; 

3. Word processing, revision, and graphics programs and instruction on 
Macintosh and I BM computers; 

Consulting

Most Writing Center activity consists of one-on-one consultations in which a 
writing specialist works with an individual writer. Consultants do not edit or proof­
read course writing assignments.  In discussing student writing, they focus on 
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rhetor ical and logical principles. Students are introduced to models of excel­
lence in writing and challenged to think, clearly and critically so that they may 
achieve excellence in their own writing. 

When possible, students should make an appointment in advance and should 
plan to spend a half hour in conference. To schedule an appointment, students 
may come by the center or call (423) 882-4641 in Roane County or (423) 481 -
2026 in Oak Ridge. 

COUNSELING AND CAREER RESOURCE CENTER 

COUNSELING 

The Counseling and Career Resource Center (CCRC) was establ i shed to aid 
students in successfully completing their college work and establishing good 
foundations for future growth. The center is staffed by professionally trained, 
l icensed, and nationally certified counselors who provide services for a wide 
range of problems - educational, vocational, personal, and testing services. A 
placement coord inator is also on staff. 

Confidentiality of counseling visits is assured so that students may feel free to 
discuss their concerns. Counselors also provide opportunit ies for students to 
develop interpersonal ski lls and to become more self -actualized using ind ividual 
counsel ing, small group techniques, and workshops in human development. 
Situations which cause students undue concern may disrupt their i nterpersonal 
relations and affect academic achievement. CCRC provides the assistance and 
atmosphere to work through these problems. 

CCRC services includes, but is not limited to the administration of interest or 
personal ity tests as requested by the student. 

CAREER RESOURCE SERVICES 

Roane State's Career Resource Center assists all students interested in exploring 
career options and selecting a major field of study. Through the availability of up­
to-date resources, career decision making workshops and individual advisement, 
our students have the opportunity to learn the skills necessary to make appropriate 
career decisions that will d i rectly affect their success in extend ing the academic 
world to the world of work. 

It is Roane State's goal through the use of a wide variety of resources to give 
every student the opportunity to maximize his or her career development potential. 

PLACEMENT OFFICE 

Roane State's Placement Office offers a fu ll range of services to students seek­
ing employment. A l isting of fu l l -time, part-time and temporary jobs is main­
tained for those seeking employment while pursuing an education. 

It is Roane State's goal to provide graduates with the best possi ble employ­
ment opportun ities by promoting the quality of the college's training programs 
to local employers. An annual Career Fair is provided to give students the oppor­
tun ity for direct contact with employers as well as colleges and university repre­
sentat i ves . The Placement Office prov ides a job referral serv ice for those 
students nearing completion of their program and those who have recently grad­
uated. To receive referral assistance, graduating students must develop a file and 
authorize the college to send their credentials to prospective employers. 

The Placement Office assists students in resume preparation, letter writ ing and 
the improvement of interview skills. Individual counsel ing and group seminars 
are available to deal with all aspects of organiz ing a self-directed job search. For 
more information visit the Roane State web page at RSCC.CC.TN.US 
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TESTING SERVICES 
The Testing Center provides a wide range of services to both the college and 

the community. As a service to students entering Roane State, to other local stu­
dents, and residents of the community, the college serves as a testing center for the 
General Educational Development (GED) test. The testing center administers the 
ACT Test on national test dates. For students who have made application to 
Roane State, the college testing center administers the ACT Residual and the 
Academic Assessment and Placement Program test (MPP). In addition, the center 
provides testing for the RN Entrance Examination, LPN Challenge, Health Science 
Entrance Exam and special departmental performance exams. The College Base 
test required of all graduating sophomores is also provided by the center. 

REGULARLY SCHEDULED TESTS 
AAPP (Placement Tests) 

The placement exams are given on the Roane County and Oak Ridge cam­
puses and at off-campus centers to Roane State applicants who have been 
admitted to the college. The basic skills assessment is required of all degree­
seeking students who are 2 1  years of age and older or whose ACT scores indi­
cate further testing is needed for placement. 

ACT-Residual 
The ACT exams are given on the Roane County and Oak Ridge campuses for 

students who are enrolled or have an application on file at Roane State. These test 
results· are reported only to Roane State for placement purposes. Score reports 
are not available to other institutions or scholarship agencies. 

ACT National 
Roane State Community College serves as an an;a test center for the American 

College Testing Program (ACT). Tests are given on the Roane County campus on 
all five of the national test dates. Students wishing to have their scores reported 
to institutions other than RSCC should take this test. Registration applications are 
available through high school counselor's offices or the Counseling and Career 
Resource Center. 

College At Home 
The College At Home (CAH) exams are given on the Roane County and Oak 

Ridge campuses for students enrolled in College At Home courses (refer to 
page 1 8  - Distance Learning) . Specified hours are established at the beginning 
of each semester to offer the student a variety of testing times including days and 
evenings. Testing services are offered usually Monday through Saturday depend­
ing on the semester. 

College Base Test 
Each graduating sophomore is required by the Tennessee Board of Regents to 

take a test of general competency. This test does not affect one's graduating sta­
tus; rather it is a measure of how well Roane State educates its students. 
Students are encouraged to do their best since Roane State's evaluation and 
future funding are based on student performance. Students are advised that fail­
ure to meet this graduation requirement will result in having the student's 
diploma held until this condition is met. 
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GED Test 

The General Education Development (GED) Test for a high school equivalency 
diploma is administered at the Roane County and Oak Ridge campuses on a regu­
lar schedule. Appointments are necessary and may be made by cal ling 882-4546 
in Roane County, 481 -2003 in Oak Ridge or by visiting the Counseling and 
Career Resource Center on either campus. 

To be eligible to take the test, an applicant must be ( 1 )  eighteen years of age, 
(2) dropped out or withdrawn from high school, and (3) able to furnish proof of 
age and identity. A current photo driver's license is the best source of identifica­
tion. Applicants seventeen years of age with an approved age waiver are also eli­
gible to test. 

An equivalency diploma is issued by the State Department of Education upon 
passing the GED Test by obtaining an overal l  average score of 45 with no sub­
test score below 40. 

Persons who feel inadequately prepared to take the GED test may contact their 
local school system or Tennessee Technology Center for GED preparation c lasses. 

IDEA 

The Counseling and Career Resource Center works c losely  with the IDEA 
(Interactive Distance Education Access) instructor to schedu le test dates to 
ensure a proctor wil l  be provided at the sites designated by the instructor. This 
a l lows assistance to the remote site students during testing. Refer to page 1 8  -
Distance Learning - for more information on IDEA classes. 

LPN Challenge Test 

This test is administered once during the fal l and spring semesters for licensed 
LPNs who wish to qualify for the LPN Career Mobility Program. Scores are valid 
for three years.

SUCCESSFUL TRANSITIONS 
An Enrichment Program for Single Parents and Displac_ed Homemakers 

Roane State offers a special program for single parents and displaced home­
makers. The program is primarily designed to assist individuals who are sud­
denly forced into the work world as the sole support of themselves or their 
family due to divorce, separation, death or disability of a spouse or due to their 
choice to be a single parent. 

The program is free and open to both males and females, students and non-
students. The Successful Transitions Program provides: 

• Individual counseling 
• Support group meetings 
• Assessments to match personality and interests to a specific career 
• Career counseling 
• Assistance in getting enrolled into col lege or vocational programs 
• Workshops on assertiveness training, coping with stress, legal rights, career 

search, finding a job, financial planning, and other subjects of interest. 
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HEALTH AND DISABILITY SERVICES 
A complete Health History Form is requested of all students enrolled at RSCC. 

Under the direction of a sponsoring physician, a clinic is maintained at the Roane 
County campus without direct cost to the student. A Registered Nurse adminis­
ters first aid and palliative treatment in minor i llness and offers suggested refer­
rals when needed. Self-care stations are available at the Oak Ridge Emory 
Valley, Campbel l  County, Scott County, Cumberland County, and Loudon County 
sites. These provisions are for short term use in case of accident or illness that 
occurs during the school hours. In addition, the nurse schedules regular hours at 
the Oak Ridge Turnpike campus and visits other sites as needed. Health consulta­
tions and a variety of health programs are offered through the clinic at the Roane 
County and Oak Ridge campuses. Vision tests are conducted on request. 

Since the college does not collect a health fee, each student is responsible for 
his/her medical bills for services rendered by private physicians/other facilities. 
Student accident and sickness insurance is available on a voluntary basis 
through a contract by the State University and Community College System of 
Tennessee. Applications and claim forms may be obtained in the clinic or through 
the Student Services Office, or the site coordinator's office at off-campus sites. 

Roane State provides counseling and academic support services to insure that 
disabled students have access to educational opportunities provided by the college. 
Any student having a qualifying disability under A.DA guidelines which restricts 
his/her participation in academic life may be eligible for services which may be pro­
vided to meet the individual student's needs. Roane State serves in a liaison capac­
ity with the Tennessee Division of Vocational Rehabilitation. Registration and 
other .forms of administrative assistance and academic support are provided 
through Health and Disability Services, or the Counseling Center. 

Participation in the services is on a voluntary basis; confidentiality is main­
tained. The fol lowing special services may be provided: 

1 .  Special modifications will be made if it is determined that the mode of 
presentation of materials discriminates against the student. T his may 
require re-structuring of materials, alternate methods of presentation, 
adjustment of physical facilities, extension of time allowed for tests or 
completion of coursework, etc. Modification should not alter academic 
requirements, and the student will be expected to show competency in 
the course material. 

2 .  Individual files are maintained to serve as the guidelines for a particular 
student during his/her educational term at Roane State Community 
College. Documentation from a qualified professional must be submitted 
by the student to the director of Health and Disability .Services or the 
Counseling Center prior to receiving accommodations. 

If possible, students who have a disability requiring special services should 
contact the director of Health and Disability Services three weeks before classes 
begin. Contact with the director is requested after registration each semester. 

STUDENT PROCEDURES FOR SPECIAL SERVICES 
To receive the special accommodations mandated in section 504 of the Voca­

tional Rehabilitation Act, the learning and physically disabled are to meet the 
following guidelines. 

1 .  Be identified as possibly learning or physical ly disabled. Any of the follow­
ing ways is acceptable: se lf -referral, instructor referral, counselor referral. 
Any learning disabled student requesting assistance should be referred to 
the Director of the Counseling and Career Resource Center (CCRC). 
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Physically d isabled students needing support should be referred to the 
Director of Health and Disabilities Services. 

2 .  Be verified as learning or physically disabled. The type and degree of the 
disability may be confirmed by a number of appropriate methods: 
a. High school record - IEP or resource classes as recorded on the high 

school transcript indicate d iagnosis of a problem, A record of the 
d i agnost i c  test ing admin i stered by school psychologist may be 
requested by the student and sent to the Director of the CCRC. 

b. Off ice of Vocational Rehabilitation - Students who have undergone 
academic evaluation through the Off ice of Vocational Rehabilitation 
may request that a summary of the diagnostic testing be sent to the 
Director of the CCRC. 

c. Private agency, clinical psychologist or medical doctor - Students 
seeking the services of private agencies (i.e. clinical psychologist for 
diagnostic testing) may request that a summary of the results with 
recommendations be sent to the D irector of the CCRC. Students with 
physical disabilities may request a summary of the particular needs with 
recommendations be sent to the Director of Health and D isabilit ies 
Services. 

3 .  Documentation - Learning disability verification, provided by the student, 
will be filed in the CCRC. Pertinent documentation for the physically dis­
abled student will be filed in Health and Disabilities Services. 

Once the learning or physical disability is verified and documented, the stu­
dent may receive special services from the college. The faculty works with Coun­
seling and Disability Services to appropriately accommodate a student's disability 
without compromising the academic requirements of the curriculum. 

HEALTH INSURANCE 
Health and accident insurance coverage is available to all qualified students 

in the Tennessee University and Community College System. Students must be 
enrolled for at least 6 semester hours to be eligible for coverage. Plans are avail­
able for individuals or families. Enrollment forms are available in the Dean of 
Students' Office. 

TRAFFIC REGULATIONS 
REGISTRATION OF VEHICLES 

1 .  All vehicles parked or operated by any person in connection with their 
employment or attendance of classes at the college must be registered 
with the Office of the Dean of Student Services and Multicultural Affairs. 

2. Vehicle registration must be renewed at the beginning of each fall semes­
ter and will be valid until the beginning of the following fall semester so 
long as the registrant remains a student or a college employee. 

3. Expired campus registration decals must be removed. Current campus 
registration decals are to be aff ixed as indicated on the instruction sheet 
attached to the decal. 

4. The person to whom the vehicle is registered is responsible for the vehi­
cle and all v iolations and citations issued thereto. If the person operating 
the vehicle is other than the registrant, and a violation is committed, both 
he/she and the registrant may be fined. 

5. Each student who registers for classes will be assessed a campus access 
fee each semester. 
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6.  Faculty and staff will be assessed an annual campus access fee of  $ 1 0.00. 
Persons whq_ are employed spring semester or after will be assessed a cam­
pus fee of $ 5 .00. 

7. All faculty, staff, and students who pay the campus access fee will be 
given a parking decal. If a decal is lost or stolen, additional decals are 
available at a cost of $ 1  .00 from the Business Office. The decal(s) issued 
will be valid from August through August of the following year. 

8. If you are unable to drive your own vehicle on a particular day, leave an 
explanatory note on the dashboard (along with your decal number) to 
alert the security officer. 

9. In case of an emergency, temporary permits are available in the Office of 
the Dean of Student Services at no cost. 

l O. Disabled students with a state issued disability placard for handicapped park­
ing should clearly display the placard when parking in a handicapped 
space. In addition, a regular Roane State decal is required. Students with 
a temporary disability must have a special handicapped permit from the 
Director of Health Services to park in a handicapped space. 

VISITORS 

Visitors are defined as persons not connected with the college, but who occa­
sionally have business or other reasons to be on the campus. Designated visitor 
space will be provided in parking areas. 

ENFORCEMENT 

1 .  Violation Citations must be paid in the Business Office or appealed in the 
Dean of Students Services Office (Roane County) or Dean of Oak Ridge 
Branch Campus (Oak Ridge) within 72 hours. APPEALS WILL NOT BE 
ACCEPTED AFTER THAT TIME. 

2 .  Illegally parked vehicles may be impounded o r  moved at the owner's 
expense. 

PARKING 

Regular parking on all college lots will be by permit only and only in desig­
nated areas. 

1 .  STUDENT SIGNS indicate spaces or areas reserved for students. Stu­
dents should park only in these spaces or areas. NO FACULTY OR STAFF 
PARKING. 

2. FACULTY SIGNS indicate spaces or areas reserved for faculty and staff. 
Faculty and staff should park only in these spaces or areas. NO STUDENT 
PARKING. 

3. SIGNAGE indicating spaces for the disabled are reserved for faculty, staff 
or students with disabilities. 

4. VISITOR PARKING indicates NO FACULTY, STAFF, OR STUDENT PARK­
ING. 

5. LOADING ZONES, ON SIDEWALKS, STREETS, ON LAWN, WITHIN 1 5  
FEET OF FIRE HYDRANT, OR RESERVED PARKING indicates NO PARK­
ING (Cars will be towed away). 

NOTE: Cars which have been towed away may be claimed by contacting the 
Superintendent of Maintenance and Security, and paying the cost of tow­
ing (between 8 :00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m.) . 
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DRIVING REGULATIONS 
1 .  The speed l imit on campus is 1 5  mph. 
2 .  A l l  traffic s igns must be obeyed . 
3 .  Motorists must yield the right-of-way to pedestrians. 
4 .  Al l  acc idents i nvolv ing i nju ry to persons or damages to autos, equ ipment, 

etc., must be reported to the Superintendent of Maintenance and Security. 

VIOLATION FINES - FACULTY, STAFF, STUDENTS AND VISITORS: 
Disabled park i ng fines are $ 1 00 as set by the state. The preva i l ing fines as 

establ ished by the col lege, range from $ 1 0  to $30 .  These fi nes are set duri ng the 
col lege's annual budget cycle, and are submitted for approval at the June Tennessee 
Board of Regents meeting each year. Specific penalt ies for traffic and park i ng 
violat ions can be found i n  the RSCC cata log, Student Handbook/Calendar, and 
parking brochu re attached to every decal issued. They can a lso be fou nd i n  the 
RSCC Pol icy Manual (GA-1 901 0). These publ ications are ava i lable to students at 
a l l  RSCC locations. 

Statutory Authority :  T.C.A. 49-8-203 . 

PENALTIES 
1 .  Park ing privi leges for rema i nder of the school year wi l l  be revoked for 

any one who receives more than four parking vio lation c i tations with in  
the academic year. 

2. Students who persist in violat ing these regulat ions or commit  a s i ngle vio­
la t ion u nder extreme c i rcu mstances w i l l  be referred to the Dean of 
Student Services Office for d isc ip l i nary action which may lead to suspen­
sion or d ismissal from the college. 

APPEALS 
1 .  The Office of the Dean of Student Services oversees all traffic v iolat ions. 

Anyone wishing to appea l must complete an appl ication for appeal fur­
n ished by this office. 

2 .  Facu lty and staff may appeal a violation citation by meeti ng with the Dean 
of Students. 

3. Students may appeal a v io lat ion c i tat ion by meet i ng with the Roa ne 
County SGA, or if  taki ng c lasses i n  Oak Ridge, the Oak Ridge SGA Traffic 
Appeals Board. A student wish i ng to appeal a decision by the SGA Traffic 
Appeals  Board must meet with the Dean of Students. 

4. Al l  appeals must be made with i n  72 hours after issuance. Fa i lu re to answer 
a c itation with in  72 hours wi l l  resu l t  i n  forfeitu re of right of appea l .  

5 .  F a i l u re t o  appear a t  a schedu led meet ing wi thout not i fy ing the SGA 
Traffic Appeals Board, or the Dean of Students wi l l  resul t  in forfe i ture of 
r ight of appea l .  

STU DENT ACTIVITI ES 

In keeping with its dedication to the concept of total student development, 
Roane State Commun ity Col lege recogn izes the importance of developing both 
a wel l-ba lanced program of student activities and avenues for responsible stu­
dent i nput in the decis ion-making process. 

For students to achieve their potential as wel l-rounded ind ividuals, a broad-based 
activit ies program is essent ia l .  In add it ion, student i nvolvement is imperative for 
effectively evaluat ing past programs and conscientiously planning future activities. 
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Roane State integrates these two concerns through the sponsorship of various clubs 
and organizations, committees, publications, and academic and social activities. 

However, continued growth and development of the college and its students is 
largely dependent upon the discovery of new ideas and ways to combat student 
apathy and complacency. 

Roane State strongly urges each student to support, through participation in 
one or more campus activities, attempts to conquer the "There's nothing to do" 
syndrome. Involvement not only benefits the college but also makes the stu­
dent's stay a more richly rewarding experience. For information regarding 
extracurricular activities contact the Director of Student Activities. 

OTHER ACTIVITIES 

I. Athletics 
Roane State competes in men's and women's basketball, men's baseball 
and women's softball as a member of the Eastern Division of the Tennessee 
Junior College Athletic Association. 
In order for a student to participate in athletics, eligibility requirements of 
the National Junior College Athletic Association must be met. Any 
inquiries about athletics should be directed to the Director of Athletics 
located in the gymnasium. 

II. lntramurals 
Roane State conducts a diverse program of activities to provide students 
and staff the opportunity to participate in organized activities. The pro­
gram does not require the intensified training and high degree of skill 
normally associated with varsity competition. An individual's playing 
ability is not considered as important as the desire to enter into the true 
spirit of competition for the purpose of fun and relaxation. Participants, 
however, are expected to display good sportsmanship at all times. 
The intramural program includes physical activities such as volleyball, 
flag football, basketball, softball, and weight lifting. 
The RSCC Intramural Director is vested with the final authority and 
responsibility on matters concerning scheduling, rule interpretation, and 
eligibility. In addition, the Intramural Director may take any other action 
deemed necessary to insure that all intramural competition is played 
within the intent of the rules and within the realm of good sportsmanship. 
General Eligibility Requirements include: 
1 .  Participant must be a current student or staff member at RSCC. 
2. Participant must not be actively playing, practicing, or working out 

with any varsity athletic team in that sport. Automatic ineligibility 
results whenever a player is listed on the official team roster or 
"dresses out" on the date of any officially scheduled varsity contest. 

Roane State Community College and fts employees cannot assume respon­
sibility for any injury(ies) incurred during practice for or participation in any 
one of the scheduled activities beyond the coverage extended to all students 
by Health Services. Any student whose physical condition or health status 
is such that participation might be detrimental to his/her health is ineligible 
to play unless expressed written permission from a licensed, practicing phy­
sician (approved by Health Services) is given to the Intramural Director prior 
to participation. Determining health status and getting permission is the 
sole responsibility of the student. It is strongly recommended that all par­
ticipants have ·medical examinations prior to participating in any intra­
mural/recreational activity and that each participant have private and/or 
student medical insurance for his/her protection. 
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I l l .  College Publications 
Based upon student interest from year to year, the college provides spon­
sorship for various student publications. The following statements consti­
tute the college policy regarding such publications. 
A. Purpose of Student Publications 

The college news periodical is edited and published by students dur­
ing the year to inform students and staff of pertinent upcoming events, 
to provide students with an expression of opinions and views, and to 
increase student awareness of campus life. 
The literary magazine is organized and assisted financially by The 
Literary Club to promote interest in the literary efforts of the students 
of Roane State and the surrounding community. 
All publications produced by students at Roane State may serve as for­
ums for expression of ideas concerning issues and events of interest. 
Views expressed in the publications are not the views of the student 
body as a whole, the college, or the Tennessee Board of Regents. 

B. Organization and Governance 
The editor of the student newspaper is appointed from applicants by 
the Dean of Student Services and newspaper advisor. Other staff mem­
bers are appointed from applicants by the editor. The editor and advi­
sor have administrative responsibility for publication of the periodical 
with the Dean of Student Services acting as a consultant. 
All college and Board of Regents financial and administrative policies 
and procedures shall be followed in establishing and maintaining the 
operation of the student newspaper. 
The Roane State Literary Magazine shall be published as a project of 
a campus literary interest group. This group must have at least one 
Roane State faculty/staff advisor-editor. Students for staff and editorial 
positions will be selected by the Literary Magazine's advisor(s). The 
editor(s) of the magazine must have a cumulative GPA of 2.25. 
The Tennessee Board of Regents and the college administration rec­
ognize that all student publications at Roane State are guaranteed 
First Amendment freedom and that student editors have editorial con­
trol of the content of student publications. However, the editor also 
has responsibility to be knowledgea ble of the meaning of First 
Amendment freedom and work closely with the advisor. 
A Student Publications Committee shall be appointed by the Dean of 
Student Services and approved by the President. The committee shall 
consist of one (or more) faculty member, one staff member, Student 
Government Association representative, and/or another member of 
the student body. This group will hear and review plans, requests, or 
grievances and recommend appropriate action. Any publication with 
the Roane State name or logo on it must reflect what the college con­
siders "good taste . "  If any publication is questioned as being offen­
sive to the general public, the Student Publications Committee shall 
review the material and make a recommendation to the President. 

IV. Fine Arts 
Concerts, lectures and special cultural events are sponsored by the col­
lege for the enrichment of the students and community. 

V. Clubs and Special Interest Organizations 
A well-rounded, integrated program of student activities is provided through 
student organizations. Students may choose from a variety of organizations 
depending on their individual interests. These organizations include 
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CLUBS 

scholastic honoraries, departmental groups, service organizations, and 
special interest groups. 

AMERICAN CHEMICAL SOCIETY - RSCC STUDENT SECTION - This society 
promotes interest in chemistry and topics related to chemistry. The society gen­
erates materials, such as sample tests, problem sets, lecture notes, etc., which 
aid the students taking chemistry courses at RSCC. It sponsors guest speakers to 
inform the students on current topics in chemistry and related fields. The society 
monitors the chemistry program at RSCC in order to assure high quality and cer­
tification of the program. Members of the society are given certain privileges by 
the national American Chemical Society, such as magazines, resume writing 
aids and an employment clearing house. 

BSU (Baptist Student Union) - The BSU promotes interfaith as a way of life 
among college students. It provides a ministry to individuals in the campus 
community who have need for a personal relationship with Jesus Christ or who 
have a need for Christian growth. 

BUSINESS CLUB - The Roane State Business Club is open to all students who 
have an interest in business. The purpose is to acquaint students with different 
functions and opportunities in the business world. 

COLLEGE REPUBLICAN CLUB - An organization formed to develop political 
skills and leadership abilities among Republican students as preparation for 
future service by them to the party and the community. 

COLLEGIATE SECRETARIES INTERNATIONAL - CSI promotes the professional 
development of students preparing for careers in the administrative support pro­
fession or as business teachers by offering opportunities and responsibilities for 
development of and improvement in confidence, skills and abilities, initiative, 
culture, and refinement. 

ENVIRONMENTAL HEALTH CLUB - This organization is open to environmen­
tal health students and offers opportunities to expand their education through 
special speakers, environmental-related films, and involvement in current envi­
ronmental issues. The club promotes participation in club activities in hopes of 
familiarizing members with environmental issues outside the classroom while 
encouraging leadership skills and responsibility. 

LITERARY CLUB - The Literary Club organizes and assists financially a literary 
magazine and promotes interest in the literary efforts of the students of Roane 
State and the surrounding community. 

OAK RIDGE INSTITUTE FOR CONTINUED LEARNING - is an organization 
formed and managed by retired citizens for the purpose of providing non-credit 
courses, field trips and retreats for seniors. The ORICL is affiliated with the 
Elderhostel Institute Network and is one of among 250 similar institutes in the 
U.S. and Canada. Membership in the ORICL is open to all residents of the RSCC 
service area. Membership dues of $35 per person per semester entitle members 
to attend up to five of the lnstitute's offerings a semester on a space available 
basis. Some courses, such as computer and art, and field trips may entail addi­
tional fees for use of equipment, materials, and transportation. The ORICL is 
located at the Oak Ridge Branch Campus, Emory Valley site. For more informa­
tion or to receive a schedule of classes offered by the Institute, call 481 -8222 .  
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OCCUPATIONAL TH ERAPY STUDENT CLUB - The OTA C l u b  has been 
formed to ( 1 ) promote the field of OT i n  the commun ity and at RSCC; (2) pro­
mote partic ipation in state and national OT organ izations; (3) a l low part ic ipation 
in  campus fund ra is ing activities; and (4) provide commun i ty service. 

PHI THETA KAPPA - An international honor society for two-year col leges. I nvita­
tion to membersh ip is extended by the loca l chapter. To be el igible, students must 
complete at least twelve hours of col lege cred it lead ing to an associate's degree 
(part-t ime students are e l ig ible); have a grade point average of 3 .5 ;  and enjoy 
fu l l  r ights of cit izenship in your country. International ,  regional, and chapter pro­
grams provide opportunit ies in the areas of scholarsh ip, leadersh ip, service, and 
fel lowsh ip .  Benefits of membersh ip include el ig ibi l ity for transfer scholarships, 
automatic nomination for the national Dean's L ist publ ication of outstand ing stu­
dents, automatic enrol lment in the PTK Transfer Database, which is made ava i l ­
able to fou r-year and sen ior  level i n st i tut ions that act ive ly rec ru i t  transfer 
students; and the privi lege of wearing the honors stole and tassel at graduation . 

NURSING STUDENTS CLUB - Objectives for organ iz i ng the Nurs i ng Students 
Club:  1 )  to promote participation in  national and state level nurs ing organizations; 
2 )  to i ncrease v is ib i l ity of the RSCC Nursing Program; and 3)  to a l low organ ized 
partic ipation on campus of fund-ra is ing activities. 

PHYSICAL TH ERAPY STUDENT ASSOCIATION - The Phys i ca l  Therapy 
Student Assoc iation has been formed to promote the field of physical therapy at 
Roane State and in the communi ty. 

PLAYMAKERS - The Playmakers Club is responsible for presenting p lays on the 
Roane State campus. 

PSI BETA - is the national honor soc iety i n  psychology for commun i ty and 
junior colleges. I ts purpose is to stimu late, encourage and recogn ize students' 
outstand ing scholarsh ip and i nterest in  psychology. To be el igible, students must 
complete at least one semester of a psychology or psychology-based course and 
1 2  semester hours total col lege cred it. They must rank in  the top 35% or have an  
overa l l  G PA of  3 .0, whichever is h igher, and have a t  least a "B"  average i n  psy­
chology. Psi Beta is a member of the Association of Col lege Honor Societies and 
is an affi l i ate of both the American Psychological Assoc iation and the American 
Psychological Society. 

PSY/SOC CLUB - The PSY/SOC Club provides extracurricu lar  activities for stu­
dents to explore the study of human behavior. The c lub i s  open to any Roane 
State student i nterested in learn i ng more about the soc ia l  scientif ic study of 
human behavior and mental processes. The organ ization sponsors field tri ps, 
outside speakers and student scholarsh ips. 

RESPIRATORY THERAPY STUDENT ASSOCIATION - The Respi ratory Therapy 
Student Association promotes the Respi ratory Therapy Program at RSCC and in  the 
community. The c lub is affi l iated with the Tennessee Society for Respi ratory Care. 

S.T.A.R.S. ART CLUB - Purposes for the S.T.A.R .S .  Art Club are :  1 )  to provide a 
soc ia l  bond for students and staff with the common interest of art; 2 )  to provide 
a veh ic le for learn i ng experiences in art outside the classroom through programs 
and f ie ld tr ips;  3 )  to provide students with ready opportu nit ies to exhibit their 
work and learn about the techn ical it ies of the exh ibit ing process; 4 )  to raise 
scholarsh i p  funds for art students and hold competitions designed to d istr ibute 
those funds; 5) to provide art-related services to the commun ity on a l im ited 
basis; and 6) to ra ise the art-consciousness of col lege and commun ity by bring­
ing qual ity work to the campus. 
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STUDENT AMERICAN DENTAL HYGIENIST ASSOCIATION -An organization 
assigned to promote the professional development of students preparing for a 
career in dental hygiene. Licensed hygienists who are students working toward a 
baccalaureate or graduate degree complementary to a career in dental hygiene 
are also eligible for student membership. 
STUDENT OPTICAL SOCIETY - The Roane State Student Optical Society is 
designed to promote and encourage cooperation and unity among opticianry stu­
dents, to improve their academic standing, and encourage student involvement 
in the community through optical related volunteer work and service projects. 
WOMEN'S STUDENT ORGANIZATION - T he WSO increases women's 
awareness regarding opportunities available to them at Roane State while foster­
ing a better understanding and appreciation, on the part of the administration, of 
the needs of women students at the college. In addition, the organization pro­
vides materials and programs to inform women students of 1 )  continuing educa­
tion, 2) career planning, 3) financial aid, and 4) personal growth opportunities 
as well as personal support and guidance to current and prospective students. 

ORGANIZATIONS AND BOARDS 
CAMPUS ACTIVITIES BOARD - The Campus Activities Board (CAB), working 
with the director of Student Activities, will be responsible for planning and 
implementation of all campus activities funded through the Student Activities 
fees. There will be separate boards for the Roane County and Oak Ridge cam­
puses. The board will also be responsible for the disbursement of the portion of 
the activities fees allotted to their respective campuses for clubs and organiza­
tions acting as the Campus Activities Fee Board. The board shall consist of five 
students chosen by an application and interview process. Three students will be 
selected in the spring semester for the following academic year, and two mem­
bers will be selected in the fall semester. 
CELEBRATION -Celebration is a group of singers selected through auditions 
that are open to all students. The group has represented Roane State at the local 
and national level. 
THE ROANE STATE CONCERT CHOIR - This chorus is the official college 
choral organization. It performs a repertoire of standard choral selections at vari­
ous college, public school, church, civic, and community functions. 
CHEERLEADERS -The goal of the RSCC cheerleading squad is to··promote 
spirit, enthusiasm, and support for the athletic department's basketball teams. 
Membership is open to both males and females, and members are chosen for 
the coming season during tryouts spring semester. 
STUDENT GOVERNMENT ASSOCIATION - The SGA provides opportunities 
for students to offer constructive opinions ,  thereby promoting cooperation 
among students, faculty, and administration, and works for the common good of 
Roane State by assisting in the promotion of social activities and special campus 
projects. The SGA is organized into three (3) branches : 1 )  Executive Branch 
(President, Vice-President, and Cabinet; 2) Legislative Branch (Student Senate); 
and 3) Judicial Branch (Supreme Court). 
For copies of the Student Government constitution contact the Student Govern­
ment president, director of Student Activities or Dean of Student Services office. 

REGISTRATION OF STUDENT ORGANIZATIONS 

The college shall adopt and enforce such rules and regulations as it may deem 
necessary and proper with regard to the registration, recognition and function of 
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student organ izations which operate on the col lege campus. The ru les and regu­
lations adopted by the col lege shal l  provide for the consistent appl ication of rea­
sonable standards and sha l l  afford procedural due process by authoriz ing and 
prov id ing for an appeal with the president of the col l ege. 

Membersh ip  in a student organization sha l l  be l im i ted to members of the col­
lege commun ity; however, membersh ip  may i nclude ind ividuals from the pro­
fess ional and business commun ities. Membership sha l l  be extended to such 
persons wi thout regard to thei r race, rel igion, national origin, or sex .  

The  registration and recognit ion of  a student organ ization by  the  col lege does 
not constitute col lege endorsement or approval of the pol icies or activit ies of the 
organ izat ion .  No student organ ization sha l l  represent or imply i n  any manner, in 
i ts contact with the publ ic, that it speaks for or i n  the name of the col lege. 

Student organ izations and thei r members are subject to a l l  state and federal 
laws and the ru les and regu lations adopted by the col l ege and the Board of 
Regents .  A l l  student organ izations are requ i red to register with the D i rector of 
Student Activit ies. 

The fol lowing procedures must be fol lowed to register a student organ ization 
and ga i n  active status :  

1 .  Submi t  an  appl ication for the formation of  a new club.  Appl ications are 
ava i lable from the Dean of Students Office or the D i rector of Student Ac­
tivit ies. 

2. Secure a facu lty advisor for the organ ization . 
3 .  Secure approval from the D i rector of Student Activit ies to hold an organ i ­

zationa l  meeting. 
4. Prepare and submit the Constitution of the organ ization which must con­

ta i n  the fol lowing:  the name, purpose, proposed activit ies, ru les of mem­
bersh ip of the organ ization, officers, their terms and method of selection, 
nature and frequency of meetings, and f inancial p lans inc lud ing any pro­
posed fees, dues and assessments. 

5. A s igned statement of compl iance by the organ ization that it w i l l  comply 
with a l l  ru les and regu lations, pol ic ies, and procedures of the board and 
the i nstitution and with a l l  federal and state laws and regu lations. 

To reta i n  an  active status al l organ izations must submit the fol lowing informa-
tion annua l ly  to the D i rector of Student Activit ies. 

1 .  A club roster conta i n ing the current officers and sponsors. 
2. Changes in the Constitution or Bylaws. 
3. An annua l  report outl i n ing the organization's activit ies and accompl ish­

ments for the year. 

An organ ization may be placed on probation or suspended for the fol lowing 
reasons : 

1 .  Fa i lu re to maintain comp l iance with the in i t ia l  registration requ i rements .  
2 .  The organ ization ceases to operate. 
3. The organ ization fa i l s  to submit any requ i red reports. 
4. The organ ization requests withdrawal of registration . 
5 .  The organization operates or engages i n  any activity i n  violat ion of ru les 

and regu lations of the i nstitution or federal or state laws. 

A l l  organ izat ional members and advisors are responsible for being fam i l i ar 
with the gu ide l i nes and pol icies l i sted above. 
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STUDENT CONDUCT AND DISCIPLINARY SANCTIONS 

I .  Institution Policy Statement 
College and university students are citizens of the state, local and national 
governments, and of the academic community, and are, therefore, 
expected to conduct themselves as law-abiding members of each com­
munity at all times. Admission to an institution of higher education carries 
with it special privileges and imposes special responsibilities apart from 
those rights and duties enjoyed by non-students. In recognition of the 
special relationship that exists between the institution and the academic 
community which it seeks to serve, the State Board of Regents has autho­
rized the President of the College to take such action as may be necessary 
to maintain campus conditions and preserve the integrity of the institution 
and its educational environment. 
Pursuant to this authorization, the College has developed the following 
regulations which are intended to govern student conduct on the cam­
pus. In addition, students are subject to all national, state, and local laws 
and ordinances. If a student's violation of such laws or ordinances also 
adversely affects the institution's pursuit of its educational objectives, the 
institution may enforce its own regulations regardless of any proceedings 
instituted by other authorities. Conversely, violation of any section of 
these regulations may subject a student to disciplinary measures by the 
institution whether or not such conduct is simultaneously violative of 
state, local, or national laws. 

1 1 .  Disciplinary Offenses 
A. Generally, through appropriate clue process procedures, institutional 

disciplinary measures shall be imposed for conduct which adversely 
affects the institution's pursuit of its educational objectives, which 
violates or shows a disregard for the rights of other members of the 
academic community, or which endangers property or persons on 
institution-control led property. 

B. Individual or organizational misconduct which is subject to disciplinary 
sanction shall include but not be limited to the following examples : 
1 .  Conduct dangerous to others. Any conduct which constitutes a 

serious danger to any person's health, safety, or personal well­
being, including any physical abuse or immediate threat of abuse. 

2. Hazing. Hazing means any intentional or reckless act in Tennessee 
on or off the property of any higher education institution by one (1 ) 
student acting alone or with others which is directed against any 
other student, that endangers the mental or physical health or safety 
of that student, or which induces or coerces a student to endanger 
such student's mental or physical health or safety. Hazing does not 
include customary athletic events or similar contests or competi­
tions, and is limited to those actions taken and situations created in 
connection with initiation into or affiliated with any organization. 
Statutory Authority: T.C.A. §49-8-203. 

3. Disorderly conduct. Any individual or group behavior which is 
abusive, obscene, lewd, indecent, violent, excessively noisy, dis­
orderly, or unreasonably disturbing to other groups or individuals. 
Specifically prohibited are both actions and language which tend 
to incite an immediate breach of the peace by making reference to 
another's race, religion or ethnic origin. 
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4.  Obstruction of or interference with institutional activities or facilities. 
Any intentional i nterference with or obstruction of any i nstitut ional 
activi ty, program, event, or fac i l it ies, includ i ng the fol lowi ng:  
a .  Any unauthorized occupancy of institution or i nstitution con­

tro l led faci l i ties or blockage or access to or from such fac i l it ies. 
b .  Interference with the right of any i nst itution member or other 

authorized person to gain access to any i nstitution or i nstitution 
contro l led activity, program, event or fac i l it ies. 

c .  Any obstruction or delay of a campus security officer, fireman, 
or any i nstitution offic ia l  i n  the performance of h is/her duty. 

5 .  Misuse of or damage to property. Any act of m isuse, vandal ism, 
mal ic ious or unwarranted damage or destruction, defacing, d isfig­
ur i ng, or unauthori zed use of property belonging to the i nstitution 
i nc lud ing, but not l im ited to fire a larms, fire equ ipment, e levators, 
computer equ ipment, telephones, i nstitutions keys, l i brary materi­
als and/or safety devices; and any such act aga i nst a member of 
the i nstitut ion commun ity or a guest of the i nstitution . 

6. Theft, misappropriation, or unauthorized sale. Any act of theft, 
misappropriation, or unauthorized possess ion or sale of i nstitution 
property or any such act against a member of the i nstitution com­
mun i ty or a guest of the i nstitut ion.  

7 .  Misuse of documents or identification cards. Any forgery, a l teration 
of, or unauthorized use of institution documents, forms, records, or 
identification cards, i nc lud ing the g iving of any false information, 
or withhold ing of necessary i nformation, in connection with a stu­
dent's admission, enro l lment, or status in the i nst itut ion.  

8 .  Firearms and other dangerous weapons. Possess ion o r  use of 
firearms or dangerous weapons of any kind is proh ibited . 

9 .  Explosives, fireworks, and flammable materials. The unauthorized 
possession, ignit ion, or detonation of any object or artic le which 
wou ld cause damage by fire or other means to persons or property 
or possess ion of any substance which cou ld be considered to be 
and used as fireworks. 

1 0 .  Alcoholic beverages. The use and/or possession of a lcoho l ic bev­
erages on col lege owned, control led, or temporar i ly leased prop­
erty is prohib i ted . 

1 1 .  Drugs. The un lawfu l possess ion or use of any drug or control led 
substance ( i nc lud ing  any sti mu lant, depressant, narcotic, ha l lu ­
c inogenic drug or substance, or mari juana) or sa le  or d istr ibution 
of any such drug or control led substance. I nc ludes any violation 
of the Drug Free School and Commun ities Act which is d i stributed 
to each student annual ly. 

1 2 . Gambling. Gambl ing in any form . 
1 3 . Financial irresponsibility. Fa i lu re to meet fi nancia l  respons ib i l it ies 

to the i nstitution promptly, i nc lud i ng, but not l i m ited to, know­
ingly pass ing a worthless check or money order in payment to the 
i nstitution or to a member of the institution commun ity act i ng i n  
an offic ia l  capac i ty. 

1 4. Unacceptable conduct in hearings. Any conduct at an i n st i tu­
t ional  heari ng i nvo lv ing contemptuous, d isrespectfu l ,  or d isorderly 
behavior, or the giving of false testimony or other evidence at any 
hearing. 
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1 5. failure to cooperate with institutional officials. Failure to comply 
with directions of institutional officials acting in the performance 
of their duties. 

1 6. Violation of general rules and regulations. Any violations of the 
general rules and regulations of the institution as published in offi­
cial institutional publications, including the intentional failure to 
perform any required action or the intentional performance of any 
prohibited action. 

1 7. Attempting or aiding and abetting the commission of offenses. Any 
attempt to commit any of the foregoing offenses, or the aiding and 
abetting of the commission of any of the foregoing offenses (an 
"attempt" to commit an offense is defined as the intention to com­
mit an offense coupled with the taking of some action toward its 
commission). 

1 8. Violations of state or federal laws. Any violation of state or federal 
laws or regulations proscribing conduct or establishing offenses, 
which laws and regulations are incorporated herein by reference. 

1 9. Harassment. Any form of harassment including, but not limited to, 
racial harassment, sexual harassment, or stalking, is prohibited. 

20. Computer misuse. Theft or other abuse of computer time, includ­
ing but not limited to : 
1 .  Unauthorized entry into a file, to use, read, or change the con­

tents, or any other purpose. 
2 .  Unauthorized transfer of a file. 
3. Unauthorized use of another individual's identification and 

password. 
4. Use of computing facilities to interfere with the work of another 

individual. 
5. Use of computing facilities to send obscene or abusive messages. 
6. Unauthorized disclosure of a student's user name and pass­

word to another individual. 
7. Any attempt to access a system on the INTERNET for which the 

user is not authorized. 
8 .  Any use of computer facilities for commercial purposes. 

C. Disciplinary action may be taken against a student for violations of 
the foregoing regulations which occur on institutionally owned, 
leased, or otherwise controlled property, or which occur off-campus 
when the conduct impairs, interferes with, or obstructs any institutional 
activity or the missions, processes, and functions of the institutio'n. In 
addition, disciplinary action may be taken on the basis of any conduct, 
on or off-campus, which poses a substantial threat to persons or 
property within the institutional community. 

D. For the purposes of these regulations, a "student" shall mean any person 
who is registered for study at the College for any academic period. A 
person shall be considered a student during any period which follows 
the end of an academic period which the student has completed until 
the last day for registration for the next succeeding regular academic 
period and during any period while the student is under suspension 
from the institution. 

I l l .  Academic and Classroom Misconduct 
A. The instructor has the primary responsibility for control over class­

room behavior and maintenance of academic integrity and can order 
the temporary removal or exclusion from the classroom of any student 
engaged in disruptive conduct or conduct violative of the general 
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ru les and regu lations of the i nstitut ion.  Extended or permanent exc lu­
s ion from the classroom or further discipl i nary action can be effected 
only through appropriate procedures of the i nstitution .  

B .  P lagiar ism, cheati ng, and other forms of  academic d i shonesty are 
proh ibited . Students gui lty of academic misconduct, e i ther d i rectly or 
i n d i rect ly  through part i c i pat ion  or  ass i sta nce, a re i mmed i ate ly 
responsible to the i nstructor of the class. I n  add it ion to other possible 
d i sc ip l i nary sanctions which may be imposed through the regu lar  
i n st i tu t iona l  procedu res as a resu l t  of academ ic m isconduct, the 
i nstructor has  the authority to  assign an  "F" or a zero for the exercise 
or exam i nation, or to assign an "F" in the course. 

I f  the student bel ieves that he or she has been erroneously accused of 
academic misconduct, and if his or her final grade has been lowered 
as a resu l t, the student may appeal the case through the Dean of 
Students Office. 

IV. Disciplinary Sanctions 
A. Upon a determ ination that a student or organ ization has violated any 

of the ru les, regulat ions, or d isc ip l i nary offenses set forth i n  the regu­
lations, the fol lowing disc ip l i nary sanctions may be imposed, either 
singly or i n  combi nation, by the appropriate i nstitut ional offic ia ls .  

B .  Defin i t ion of Sanctions 
1 .  Restitution. A student who has committed an offense aga inst prop­

erty may be requ i red to reimburse the i nstitution or other owner for 
damage to or m isappropriation of such property. Any such payment 
in  rest itution sha l l  be l imited to actual cost of repa i r  or replacement. 

2. Warning. The appropriate i nstitut ional offic ia l  may notify the stu­
dent that cont inuation or repetit ion of specified conduct may be 
cause for other d isc ip l i nary action .  

3 .  Reprimand. A written reprimand, or censure, may be given any stu­
dent or organ ization whose conduct violates any part of these reg­
u lations. Such a reprimand does not restrict the student in any way, 
but does have important consequences. It s ignifies to the student 
that he or she is in effect being given another chance to conduct 
h imself or herself as a proper member of the institut ion community, 
but that any further violation may resu l t  i n  more ser ious penalt ies. 

4 .  Restriction. A restriction upon a student's or organ ization's privi­
leges for a period of t ime may be imposed. This restriction may 
inc lude, for example, denia l  of the right to represent the i nstitution 
in any way, denial of use of fac i l i ties, park ing privi leges, or partici­
pation in  extracurr icular activit ies, or restriction of organ izational 
privi leges. 

5. Probation. Cont inued enro l lment of a student on probation may 
be cond itioned upon adherence to these regu lat ions. Any student 
placed on probation wi l l  be notified of such i n  writ ing and wi l l  
a l so  be no t i f i ed of  the  te rms  and l e ngth of  t he  p roba t i o n . 
Probation may inc lude restrictions upon the extracurr icular activi­
t ies of a student .  Any conduct in violat ion of these regu lat ions 
whi le on probat ionary status may resu l t  in the i mposi t ion of a 
more serious d i sc ip l i nary sanct ion .  

6 .  Suspension. I f  a student is suspended, he or she is separated from 
the i nstitution for a stated period of t ime with cond i tions of read­
mission stated in the notice of suspension . 
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7. Expulsion. Expulsion entails a permanent separation from the insti­
tution. The imposition of this sanction is a permanent bar to the stu­
dent's readmission to the institution. A student expelled from the 
College may not enter the campus grounds for any reason without 
the permission of the Dean of Student Services Office. A student 
expelled from the College will not receive a refund for mainte­
nance or miscellaneous fees. 

8. Interim or summary suspension. Though as a general rule the sta­
tus of a student accused of violations of these regulations should 
not be altered until a final determination has been made in regard 
to the charges against him, summary suspension may be imposed 
upon a finding by the appropriate institutional official that the 
continued presence of the accused on campus constitutes an 
immediate threat to the physical safety and well-being of the 
accused, or of any other member of the institutional community or 
its guests, destruction of property, or substantial disruption of 
classroom or campus activities. In any case of immediate suspen­
sion, the student shall be given an opportunity at the time of the 
decision or immediately thereafter to contest the suspension, and 
if there are disputed issues of factor cause and effect, the student 
shall be provided a hearing on the suspension as soon as possible. 

9. Counseling or rehabilitative treatment. Counseling sessions with 
Roane State's Counseling personnel or outside sources may be 
recommended. 

C. The President of the College is authorized, at his or her discretion, to 
subsequently convert any sanction imposed to a lesser sanction or to 
rescind any previous sanction, in appropriate cases. 

RSCC recognizes that disciplinary proceedings should play a secondary role 
to guidance and counseling and makes every effort to keep open the avenues of 
communication between students, faculty, and staff which provide for the trans­
mittance of constructive ideas toward the solution of problems. 

However, whenever violations of standards of conduct occur, the institution may 
initiate judicial proceedings through the power vested in its Discipline Com­
mittee. In all cases, disciplinary action becomes a part of the student's permanent 
record, and proper procedural safeguards will be used to assure due process. 
Notification of disciplinary action is by letter from the Dean of Student Services to 
the student and (when appropriate) to the parents and to other college officials. 

Tennessee Uniform Administrative Procedures Act. All cases which may re­
sult in (1 ) suspension or expulsion of a student from the institution, a program, 
or a course for disciplinary reasons, (II) assignment of a grade which results in 
the grade of "F" in a course for academic misconduct, or (Il l ) revocation of regis­
tration of a student organization during the term of the registration are subject to 
the contested case p rovisions of the Tennessee Uniform Administ rative 
Procedures Act and shall be processed in accordance with the uniform con­
tested case procedures adopted by the Board of Regents unless the student 
waives those procedures in writing and elects to have his or her case disposed 
of in accordance with college procedures established by these rules. 

PROCEDURAL DUE PROCESS 
Due process is not a technical concept with a fixed content unrelated to time, 

place and circumstances. It is an elusive concept in that its exact boundaries are 
indefinable and its content varies according to specific facts. The nature of the 
right involved, the nature of the proceedings and the possible penalty are all 
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cons iderat ions which m ust be taken i nto account .  The very nature of clue  
process negates any  conception o f  i nflex ible procedures un iversa l ly  appl icable 
to every imaginable situation. There is no requ i rement of a forma l type judic ia l  
hear i ng.  Any col lege procedure which is reasonably calcu lated to be fai r  to the 
accused and to lead to a rel i able determi nation of the issues is acceptable. 

The req u i rements of clue process a re f lex ib le  in d i ffe rent  cases and w i l l  
requ i re d i fferent p roced u ra l  safeguards.  The nature o f  the hear ing w i l l  vary 
depend ing upon the c i rcumstances of the particu lar  cases. 

The fo l lowing fu ndamental safeguards are requ i red in  every proceed i ng at 
Roane State Commun ity Col lege that may lead to a serious penalty. 

1 .  The student sha l l  receive written notice of the spec ific charge aga i nst 
h im, and the date and time of the hearing a m i n imum of three clays prior 
to the hear ing date. This charge sha l l  be sufficiently precise as to enable 
the student to understand the grounds upon which the Col lege seeks to 
impose a pena lty aga inst h im  and to enable h im adequately to prepare 
any explanation or defense which may be ava i lable to h im .  The student 
may be accompanied by an advisor whose part ic ipation sha l l  be l im ited 
to advis ing the student. 

2. The student shall be given an opportun ity to respond to the evidence against 
h im .  He sha l l  have an opportun ity to present h i s  posit ion, make such ad­
m issions, denials, or explanations as he th i nks appropriate and testify or 
present such other evidence as is ava i lable to h im .  The techn ica l ru les of 
evidence norma l ly fol lowed in c iv i l  and cr imina l  tria l s  sha l l  not apply. 

3. The decis ion of the D i sc ip l i nary Committee shou ld be based upon the 
evidence presented at the hear ing and a f ind i ng of gu i l t must be based 
upon substantial evidence. 

4. Cases of a l leged sexua l  assau lt . In cases i nvolving a l leged sexual assau lt 
both the accuser and the accused shal l  be informed of the fol lowing :  
A. Both the accuser and the accused are entitled to the same opportu­

n ity to have others present du ri ng a d isc ip l i nary proceed i ng; and, 
B .  Both the accuser and the accused shal l  be informed of any d isc ip l i ­

nary proceed ing i nvolv ing a l legation of  sexual  assau lt . 
GRO U N DS FOR APPEAL : a decision or judgment of the Discip l i nary 
Committee may be appealed by the aggrieved party upon the fol lowing 
grounds :  

A. Prejudic ia l  error committed dur ing the hear ing whereby the aggrieved 
was deprived of a fa i r  hearing. 

B .  Noncumu lative material and relative evidence new or newly d iscovered 
which with reasonable d i l igence cou ld not have been produced at 
the hearing. 

C. The decision or judgment is not supported nor justified by the evidence. 
NOTICE OF APPEAL :  A Notice of Appeal sha l l  be in writi ng and sha l l  be fi led 
with the President of the Col lege, tp whom the appea l is taken, with i n  ten ( 1 0) 
calendar days from the promu lgation and fi l i ng of the decision or j udgment on 
which the appeal is based . Fa i l u re to t imely fi le the above mentioned notice 
shal l constitute a wa iver of any right to appea l .  

The President o f  the Col lege w i l l  review the case a n d  render a decision based 
upon his/her fi nd i ngs. 

Statutory Authority : T.C.A. Section 49-3239 .  
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It is the policy of the State Board of Regents that, Pursuant to Title IX of the 
Education Amendments of 1 972, Sections 799A and 845 of the Public Health 
Service Act, and Regulations adopted pursuant thereto, no institution or school 
shall discriminate on the basis of sex in the education programs or activities of 
the institution or school, including health-related training programs. Institutions 
and schools shall ensure that equal opportunity and nondiscrimination exist on 
the basis of sex for students in all education programs and activities, including 
but not limited to, the following : (1 ) recruitment and admission; (2) academic, 
extracurricular, research, occupational training, health-related training, and 
other education programs; (3) rules on student life activities; (4) housing; (5) 
facilities; (6) access to course offerings; (7) counseling; (8) financial assistance; 
(9) employment assistance; (1 0) health and insurance benefits and services; (1 1 )  
rules on marital or parental status; and (1 2) athletics. In addition, in conjunction 
with Board Policy No. 5 :0 1  :02 :00, each institution and school shall ensure that 
no person, on the basis of sex, is excluded from participation, denied the bene­
fits of, or subjected to discrimination in employment under any education pro­
gram or activity. Nondiscrimination in employment on the basis of sex shall 
include, but not be limited to, the following areas: (1 ) employment criteria; (2) 
recruitment and hiring; (3) promotion, tenure, demotion, transfer, layoff, termi­
nation, nepotism policies, and rehiring; (4) compensation; (5) job assignments, 
classifications, and descriptions, lines of progression and seniority lists; (6) 
leave; (7) fringe benefits; and (8) all other terms, conditions, and privileges of 
employment. 

COMPUTER RESOURCES 

Computer facilities at Roane State Community College are available to all stu­
dents, faculty, and staff upon approval by the Director of Computer Services or 
an instructor of computer science. It is the responsibility of Computer Center 
personnel to maintain a stable operational environment for all users and to pro­
vide security for all programs and files currently residing on available computer 
systems. Cooperation of all users in the form of ethical and responsible behavior 
is required at all times so that all may share resources freely and equitably. 

The following college rules and regulations are to define all users' limitations. 
These rules are separate and apart from the code of conduct as approved by the 
State Board of Regents. Any violations shall be termed "computer misuse," and 
the offender shall be referred to the appropriate college supervisor, or in the case 
of students, to the Vice President for Academic Affairs.

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STUDENT COMPLAINTS 
Roane State Community College is committed to providing a quality educa­

tional experience for all students. Students are encouraged to take advantage of 
all relevant services and programs offered by the college.

However, if a student feels he/she has not received fair treatment, or has a com­
plaint regarding some situation or condition (financial aid, tuition refunds, parking 
tickets, advisement, records, admissions, facilities, classroom concerns, student 
conduct, etc . )  at the college, the student may address the complaint in writing to 
the Dean of Student Services and Multicultural Affairs.
