Lynn Dickinson Biography

Lynn Dickinson is a full-time media studies professor at Santa Monica College, where she advises the Corsair AI student club and co-teaches EDUC 50: Teaching in the Age of AI—a 3-unit online course designed for secondary and post-secondary faculty from across the country. She’s also the Co-PI on an 18-month institutional AI research and faculty-training grant funded by Learning Labs.
Lynn is the author of not one, but two books for educators navigating the age of artificial intelligence: How to Use ChatGPT as a Teaching Assistant and the brand-new Who’s Cheating? How to Stop Your Students from Cheating with AI. (Spoiler: the answer is not to just “ban everything and hope for the best.”)
Before becoming a professor, Lynn worked as an executive in the tech and entertainment industries, giving her a front-row seat to the rise of innovation, disruption, and the fine art of keeping a straight face during a meeting that absolutely should have been an email.
Lynn holds Master’s degrees in Communications Management, Professional Writing, and Spiritual Psychology. She believes in thoughtful pedagogy, clear rubrics, and the power of a strong cup of coffee. She’s also attended more meetings than should be legally allowed and still believes in collaboration, so she’s clearly an optimist.
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
